been received and accepted, and the men hare
severed their connection with the university.

It was learned that the men who did the
painting, after taking part in the celebration
that night on Soldier's Field, went down to
Cambridgoport, whoro they purchased a small
can of crimson paint. This they used on the
sidewalks and fonccs along Cambridge street
until they reached Memorial Hall. Uere they
painted two large spots on one of the window
illla, next they painted tho large bell, which was
temporarily on the walk outside Memorial Hall,
and then one of them painted the statue. He
was confronted by a policeman, who didn't get
nearer tho painter than fifteen feet, when thoro
was a race. In which tho young man lost his
bat but escaped easily, although he got a drop
of paint on his coat. Then followed the period
ef excitement Sunday, when the whole college
was upset ovor tho act of vandalism. Every
college man condemned the act, but It looked
lite a hopeless case. On Monday one of the in-

structors in tho college made a public announce-
ment that "a prominent member of the class
of '38" bud done the painting, and that halt
the college knew the man who did It

This led to the appointment of a committee of
the Junior class by President J. Q. Perkins. All
sorts of clues were worked out until, finally, the
right clue of the drop of paint on the coat was
found, and from tbat tlmo the rest was fairly
easyviork. The principal, finding out tbat he
was suspected, went to the college authorities
and confessed, but the whole matter was turned
ever to tho student committee. They demanded
that tho man resign from the college, and then
they turned over the resignation to tho Admin-
istrative Board. Next they turned to find out
the accomplices, two of whom were soon discov-
ered, hut the third one has not yet been found.
Several men are suspected, and undoubtedly the
man will be known within a day or two.

The whole action is intended to show that the
nndergradnates of Harvard do not approve of
snrh acta or vandalism as nave neen committed,
within the past two years, and that thoy mean
to stop them. The one matter of regret Is that
the three men already punished, and probably
all four men, are freshmen and young men, but
h was felt that It was necessary to take such
action as should make them examples of what
would result If any more misdeeds are done. On
the other hand It has been a source of no little
congratulation tbat the men who did the paint-
ing nero not, as has been rumored, prominent
men of the upper classes, and that ft was not
done by the mysterious mythical society, known
s the Med Fac," which has been blamed for
all the recent acts of vandalism.

Speaking of the affair, the Crivuon expresses
itself editorially this morning:

"The committee appointed for the Investigat-
ion of the painting of the John Harvard statue
deserve tho slncerest congratulations tor tho
success of their proceedings thus far; for, al-
though there have been some who were opposed
to the appointment of the committee, as Is al-
ways the case with new Institutions of this
kind, its members have unselfishly undertaken
the task and have worked hard to accomplish It
all. because It was thought to be for
tho good of the university. The action
ef the committee Is not, in itself alone,
anything to take the slightest pleasure In.
It has been a disagreeable duty performed to
gain a very desirable end. The Inexperience
of the men Involved in the affair and the fact
that they did not, in all probability, realise the
serious character of what they did. makes it
very hard to interfere with the continuance of
JJifcicujJleso course. Bat if this expression of
'student opinion Is made much of and remem-
bered, as It undoubtedly will be, the example
made of these men will almost surely prevent
the repetition of snch outrages, and thereby be
of inestimable value to tbo university. Now
that the full significance of the committee's
action has come to be understood, it Is sate to

tbat not only the faculty, but also the stu-ss- ts

I could talk
to him tu hi own language, and hq knew that I
was aware when he was lying, Arabs of that
das are not truthful, you knqw, It wa nearly
a year ago that I returned to New York leaving
my Arab behind. Imagine my surprlso when he
turned np her Just a month later and looked
me up. Ho had no monoy and be conld speak
no English, and at first I didn't know
what to do with him. I didn't want
a groom, but I did need a cook. Every
Arab I something of a cook and I deoided
that I would try this boy as a cook. He learned
readily, and for tho past six or seven months he
has been doing all of our cooking, and doing it
well. Mr wife and I are the only ones in our
household who can talk Arab! o with him. and he
is very grateful. Ho has become a very superior
cook, and I think that there is very Utile danger
of his leaving us. This Is a solution of the

problem that never bad occurred to me
pnttl this bor followed rne to New York, and
then I wondered why I hadn't thought of It be-
fore leaving Syria. I might havo brought over
halt a dozen Arab cooks for my friends.

If Joseph Richardson, the eccentrlo million-
aire who died on Tuesday, had not attracted at-
tention to himself by building a five-fo- wide
" spite" house, the fact that a man of that name
had died leaving a fortune of 920,000,000 would
have surprised New York. The obituaries of
Mr. Rlohardson very naturally compared htm to
Richard Tigho, who died almost unknown not
long ago, leaving an estato worth millions, and
to Fayerweathor, tho leather morchant, whoso
big estate has been so long in litigation. From
time to time list havo been published of tho
men In this city who were millionaires, but the
names of such men as Fnyerwcather. Tlfthe, and
Richardson didn't appear in them. They had
llrod unostentatiously, and their wealth had
been accumulated through operations of
which the general public know llttlo. There
are many othermllllonalres In this city who are
equally unknown except In a small circle of
friends. Ono of them is a manufacturer whose
factory has for many years stood In an almost
forgotten downtown street. He Is an elderly
man now, with no wlfo or children, and he lives
in one room in a big apartment house that he
owns. His living expenses aro probably as small
as those of any of tbo skilled workmen In his
employ, and yet he owns enough real estato In
this city to make him a millionaire He is a self-ma-

man with slmplo tastes, and when his will
is offered for probate nndthe also of his citato
becomes known tho public will ask about him.

Tho embarrassing experience of the brido and
bridegroom who went to Morrlstown several
days ago not expecting to attract any attention,
and found tbat their baggage had been so
labelled that thoy couldn't avoid being

and then sprinkled rice all over it. Half aSlue pairs of old shoes were fastened to the

The trunk was a
curiosity, and It took one of tho porters halt a
day to scrape it clean.

The grilled bone is slowly making Its way In
New York as an article of supper diet. AH the
chop houses have not put lt on their bills of fare,
but It can be found at a number of them. Some
of them know how to grill the bones properly
and others do not. Una striking Instance of the
way in which grilled bonos should not be served
is to be found in a popular luncheon room down-
town, where, with a view to gaining greater
favor fox what the proprietors call a. new dish,
the bones are breaded like cutlets. This,
of course, does a great deal toward de-

stroying their delicacy of flavor. The grilled
bone habit is one that Is acquired by New York-er- a

chiefly through a visit to London. Two New
Yorkers bad an experience thereonce which was
closely connected with this dish, and they were
made aware In no very delicate way that it was
regarded in London as a very homely article of
diet. They were in one of the restaurants on
Piccadilly, one that was usually filled
at supper time, and among the guests
were always a number of women, who,
whether their names were to be found in
Burke's Peerage or not, were certainly dressed
very elaborately and bore themselves with con-
siderable haughtiness. The two New Yorkers
who dropped into the restaurant ordered grilled
bones, and flattered themselves that they were
showing more than usual familiarity with the
customs of the establishment. At the adjoining
table sat two women in evening dross. When
the bones were placed before the two Americana
one of tho women glanced languidly over at the
table and then spoke to her companion. 8hs
looked over at tho dish.

At the close of this little conversation the
Americans realized that they wero not so famil-
iar with certain phases of London manners as
they had supposed.

Some of the aspiring dramatists who complain
of the troubles they have to undergo before their
literary efforts reach' the eyes of managers, much
less the public, may be induced to look upon the
managers of New York theatres as very consid-

erate and unselfish men In view of the experi-
ences of some of their colleagues In other cities.
A few weeks ago 170 plays, which had been sent
to a manager the late Sir Augustus Harris-w- ere

sold to a firm of booksellers. These plays
bad never been either read or returned, and
they were regarded as the property of the estate
and sold accordingly. They could not have been
regarded as particularly valuable by anybody,
for the lot 170 unacted plays, some of them,
possibly, written by futuro masters were sold
for less than 99. Whether or not the right to
produce these plays was conferred by tho sale of
them does not appear in tbo accounts of tho
transaction, But it 1 not probable that the
booksellers who bought the lot had any hope of
uslug thorn for that purpose. The price, some-
thing more than 3 cents a play, was n low one:
but thero are a number of New York theatrical
managers who would probably decline to nay as
much for seven out of every ten plays submitted
to them.

The Chspel of the Transfiguration, which has
of Into ben the object of some discord, is a very
picturesque contrast to the rest of the uptown
neighborhood in wblch it is sliuated. The
church is a low, irregular structure, standing In
rather a large yard, and now covered with
climbing vines. It has an aspect of age which Is
vory anomalous In the midst of tho new build-

ings that surround the church. On every side
there aro brand-ne- residences, apartment
housos Just completed, and all of tho fresh, re-

cent characteristics of the upper west side
streets, ino cnsiicj. asmnaucrui laci, is oniy
twenty years old, but It antedates considerably
most of tbo houses In the neighborhood. It
was not a great many yoars ago that
the chapel stood almost alone In the block,
now clpsoly built up, and the little building
was a familiar sight from the elevated road,
wblch Is a block distant from the site. It Is now
crowded In by the new buildings about lt and is
not to be seen at all until one comes suddenly
upon the churchyard and the chapel, which Is
well back from the streoU It gives to the Imme-
diate neighborhood a restful appearance ot age
and ease which tho ringing of the bicycle bells
along the Boulevard a tew feet away Is not en-
tirely able to counteract.

The wheelmen who have been miraculously
oscaplnir from tbo attacks of ferocious dogs and
robbers by tbo use of ammonia might be able to
give some points to the military leaders ot the
foreign power If their stories and their methods
would bear transportation, A large corps ot
forocloua bulldogs havo, according to a foreign
announcement, been trained to attack the bi-

cycle companies in the European armies. The
Germans are said to be employing this new
military force, and tho animals are trained to
puncture the tires with a bite before they at-
tack the rider, and they are then to turn their
attention to him. They are taught to perceive the
difference In uniforms and to leavt tbo German
riders alone. Bicyclists In the neighborhood of
New York are almost entirely free from any
trouble ot the kind which led to the use of am-
monia as a protection against dogs. Not only ts
there no molestation from dogs in the city, but
the country roads In the suburbs are also prac-
tically free from any nuisanoes of the kind. Pos-
sibly It Is this exemption from the trouble wblch
makes the stories about the dogs, the highway-
men, and the ammonia so difficult to understand.

Tha oae of George II. Church, executor ot
Howell Osborn, against Mary A. Mason and
other was tried yesterday before Judge Freed-ma- n

and a jury. Joseph 11. Choato appeared on
behalf ot the plaintiff, and Dolos McCurdy for
thoontMtlngdstendant,Mrs.U. Hobart Mason
and Mrs. William H. Henrlqucs, aunts of Howell
Osborn, who had claimed that the will was in-

valid and obtained by undue influence. When,
however, th case wa brought to trial, Mr. Mc-
Curdy withdrew the answers interposed by
thorn and allowed a verdict to be directed In
faror ot the plaintiff, thus finally and conclu-
sively establishing the validity ot the will.

Howell Osborn, who wa the only son of the
Wall street operator, Charles J. Osborn, died in
February, 1805. His father died in 1888, leav-
ing the bulk ot his estate to his widow. Mrs.
Osborn died In 1801, leaving an estato which
wa appraised at About 92,000,000. including
both real and personal estate Mrs. Osborn Is
affectionately remembered In New Haven as the
founder of the Osborn Memorial Hall, erected
in memory ot her husband, tho entire
expense of which (about $200,000) she defrayed.
By her last will sbo loft to her two sisters, Mrs.
Mason and Mrs. Honrlques. the income of a
trust fund for fso.000 each, and the same
amount to tbo daughter ot Mrs. Uenrlquos, Mrs.
Leila Olyvo Neame, then tho wife of Douglas J.
Neamo of London. She also loft several hundrod
thousand dollars, In trust, for the benefit of hor
sou Hqwell, during bis life, tbo principal to go
to bis children, In caso he did not marry an
actress. But In case bo loft no children, the
principal fund, together with tho bulk of the re-

maining estate, was to go principally to tbo
Miriam Osborn Memorial Home for Agod Wo-
men, which was Incorporated In 1802.

Howell Osborn survived his mother by four
years, having expressly consented to tho pro-
bate ot her will, and received the benefits under
lt during his lifetime In January, 1801, he
made a will, giving 9100,000 to Fay Templeton,
the actress, who claims to have boon married to
him. The balance of his property ho gavo to his
little cousin, Henrietto Ollvo Trowbridge, an or-
phan, who had been In effect adopted by his
mother, and to whom sho left in trust 9'JSO.OOO.

No attempt was made by Mrs. Mason or Mrs.
Henrlquss, who were the only surviving sisters
ot Mrs. Osborn, to Interfere witb her will so long
as Howoll Osborn lived. On the contrary, thoy
regularly accepted the Income whiob was pay-
able out of the trust funds croated by the will for
their benefit. Howell Osborn left thorn nothing
by his will: but they consented In writing to It
irobate before the Surrogate, and itwaaregu-arl- yI proved and admitted to prohato moro

than two years ago. But about a year after
Howell Osborn bad died Mrs. Mason and Mrs.
Honrlques brought suit seeking to set the will of
their sister. Mrs. Osborn, aside, as contrary to
law, lt being alleged that it devised a larger
Share of the estate than the law allowed to
charitable purposes, and also that the will in
general hod been obtained by undue Influence
The original complaint In that suit sought to set
aside the will altogether, both as to real aud
personal property, out it was amended by strlk
Ing out everything relating to personal property
so tbat the controversy now involves only
matter of some 9300,000.

While the suit In which Mrs. Mason and Mrs.
Honrlques aro plaintiffs was still pending Mr.
Church, as executor of Howell Osborn's will,
commenced another action, under a peculiar
section of tho Code of Civil Procedure, seeking
to have that will affirmatively established for
all purposes, so that it could never be attacked
in the future. In this action Mrs. Mason, Mrs.
Honrlques, Fay Templeton, and the other lega-
tees were made defendants, but Mrs. Mason
and Mrs. Honrlques were the only parties who
questioned the validity of the will. The dispo-
sition made ot this suit practically terminates
the litigation over Mrs. Osborn's will, as Howell
Osborn left all nls property, including all inter-
est which he might nave In his mother's estate,
to persons other than his two aunts, so that they
can no longer claim under him.

Henriques, tbo husband ot one of
these aunts, will be remembered aa the stock
broker who. shortly after his (allure on Wall
street, was assaulted by Frank Ellison, who was
oonvlotsd and sentenoed to Imprisonment for
are years. The motive for Ellison's assault on

Henriques was shown at tho trial to have
been revenge for Interference on the Dart of Mr.
Henriques between his daughter, Mr. Leila
Neame, and Ellison. She testified on Uie trial
that her father had objected to Ellison's atten-
tion to her, and that when, after obtaining a
divorce from her husband, sho refused to marry
Ellison, he vowed to be avenged on her father.

Parliament May Be Prorogued Before It Passes
(lie Keaate.

Ottawa, June 0. Tho Cowan Allon Labor hill,
which passed tho House ot Commons on Mon-
day, is now before the Senate, but aa every effort
Is Doing put forth by both parties to prorogue
Parliament before Jublleo day, it Is possible that
tho bill may be dropped altogether. If lt does
pass, however, it will not be the stringent meas-
ure that tbo retallationlst party in the House
expected, and will not affect Americans in the
manner Its promoters intended.

Mr. Davies, Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
who represented the Government on the special
committee which bad tho bill in charge, baa no
sympathy with it. However, the Conservative
opposition in tho House are pronounced retalla
tionlsts, and. as Conservatives largely predomi-
nate In the Senate, there can bo no doubt as to
Uio passage of tho bill if it can bo reached before
prorogation. The bill npnlles only to American
laborers. Further, It will be put In operation
only on the Instructions of tbo Minister of
Justice, aud in this way it is anticipated that
prosecutlona will be undertaken only in
provinces aealnst which the American law 1

applied. Tho promoters asserted that this
, provision cmastulnlod tho bill and would

Ho wns
William Unas of the shoe firm of
John Rubs & Son, and ha was within a few feet
of Kydd when tbe shot was fired. Tbe trouble
started when Galvln asked Kydd a question
concerning some work. Kydd did not answer.
Galvin then spoke sharply to Kydd. whereupon
Kydd told him to go out into the front part of
the place, where he belonged. Galvln didn't
move, and then words followed, ond Kydd told
Galvln again to go into the office, where he

and, taking Galvln hy the shoulder,
turned him around quickly and gavo him a
push. At this Galvln Jumped aside and, whip-
ping out a revolver, fired.

Wben searched at the police station Galvin
was found to havo a revolver with
two charges mlMtng. Ho would not talk of tho
crime to any extent, only saying that the atti-
tude and words of Kydd hod mode him so angry
he could not control himself. Galvln is promi-
nent in several secret societies and especially
tho Jr. O. U. A. 51.. In which he has been a prom-
inent organizer for several years. Kydd was
well known In tbe city and leaves a widow and
two children.

Galvln lived with his ngeo mother. Mrs. Helen
Galvln, and was her main support. Resiles
being bookkeeper for Bustleld he was also agent
for a New York life insurance company.
