Representative
William Marshall, Chairman of the Douse Com-
mittee on Appropriations, aad the
man In Pennsylvania on State finances and the
needs of the various Institutions, returned from
Washington where ho had been sum-
moned yesterday by Senator Quay for a confer-
ence as to the adjournment of the Legislature,
lie went Immediately to the executive depart-
ment on bis return for a conference with the
Oovernor.

Mr. Marshall took with him to Washington a
list of all the apnropriatlon bills and the
amounts asked for the various purposes of run-
ning the State Government, the charitable In-

stitutions, publto schools, and penal and re-

formatory Invitations. Senator Qnay was also
acquainted with the situation as regards reve-
nue measures and the estimates of expenditure
for the coming two years.

It was decided that from a party standpoint
alone it would be most Impolitic to cut down ap-
propriations to charities, and the Orst thing
agreed on wa that the charitable Institutions
should receive a fair amount of assistance. To
carry out thlsprogramme three things were
agreed upon; That the present session of tho
Legislature should be continued for two weeks
after July 1; tbat the new direct in-
heritance tax bill should be urged to
Immediate passage, and some new revenue
measures should be agreed upon which will
elre the State revenues enough In the
next two years to rover the present deficiency,
and at tbe same time carry on the Government
In a normal war; to cut down current expenses
wherever possible, and particularly the contin-
gent funds.

Senator Quay Informed his visitor that he
would come to tlarrisburg some time during the
coming week to assist In carrying out this era-er-

programme. Senator Quay was informed
ss to the Governor's views, but before a pro-
gramme Is Anally determined upon he Till call
upon the Governor here In Ilarrisburg and con-
fer upon the matter.

QUAT GOES TO PHILADELPHIA.

Ba Talks Over State Beveaaa Piaas with
leaders There.

PntLADExmiA. June 11. Senator Quay, who
came to Philadelphia y and went direct to
the Spruce street residence of Senator Penrose,
where he held a conference with a few
State leaders on the urgency of securing effect-
ive legislation to provide revenue for the Com-
monwealth.

The Legislature has been In session five
months, with a deficiency of State revenue to
occupy It attention, and has been notoriously
nnable to solve tbe problem.

Those who conferred with the Senator
were Auditor-Genera- l Mylln. State Treasurer
Haywood, and Senators Carroll, Grady, and
Durham, and Speaker Bogert.

A clash of opinion between the Governor and
the Legislature relative to certain interests to
be protected against higher taxes is partly ac-
countable for the failure to provide an accepta-
ble revenue bill, but that something will have to
be done hastily to relieve the Republican party
in Pennsylvania of the odium cast upon It Is
manifest to Senator Quay and his friends.

Philadelphia politics was not discussed at to-
night's conference, but State Senator Durhamgave out an Interview for publication which
does not help matters among the rank of his
followers, who are still guessing about where
they are at.

Senator Quay's position In Philadelphia poli-
tics Is an unknown quantity at this time to
those who have followed his banner under the
leadership of Durham.

CJFrr, SERVICE HOARD ACCUSED

Practically of "Cooking" a Beeeat ttrawlaa
tloa for Battallea Chief.

The Fire Commissioners having designated
the present Civil Service Commissioners to ex-

amine all candidates for appointment In tbe
department as to their " fitness," as well as
their " merit," and having reserved to them-
selves the right to determine the fitness ot all
applicants for promotion, it has now come out
that they did so over the objection of Commis-
sioner La Grange, who said among other things:

"The examinations heretofore conducted by
the Civil Service Board of the city for this de-

partment have not in all cases resulted In the
presentation of eligible lists, from which the
best and most competent employees could be
selected. A scrutiny of examination papers in
the recent examination for promotion to the
grade of Battalion Chief shows that the ques-
tion; given to some applicants were more diffi-
cult than those given to others, that the exami-
nations were not. therefore, fairly competitive,
that the ratings were inaccurate, unfair, and
unjust, and were proven to be so by the repeated
chances made therein, and were evidently the
result of Ignorance, caprice, or bias, and with-
out any just measure of value for tho answers
given or qualities disclosed."

Gen. La Grange also objected that "public off-
icials have no right to abdicate their functions,
remain In office, and draw salaries, while they
lay upon others the duties they are paid to
perform."

FAIRMOUXT PARK SXAKES.

A Bnoch or IIS) Itaa Oat or a Bnralag Cherry
Tree-- all Were Killed.

PrrtLADELrnii, June 11. No fewer than 118
snakes were killed In Fatrmount Park last Sun-
day.

He was nonplussed aa to what had
brought the snakes there in such large numbers,
and why they bad made their home In the
cherry tree. What caused the tree to catch fire
Is also a mystery.

CAXADA'M METALTATIOX.

(Export Batlea oa lanaaor aad Potpweed od

Otaetatti MeMatlea-- o Ptaa.
Ottawa, Ontario. Juna 11. The Government

has shown It hand a to the export duty on
lumber and pulpwood. On Wednesday last a
monster deputation ot lumbermen. Including
representatives ot the great Canadian bank,
waited upon the Government, urging the Impo-

sition of an export duty on log and pulpwood.
As a result ot tho continued agitation on this

subject and in view ot tho United States Sen-

ate's confirming the $2 duty on lumber, as re-
ported by Its committee, the Finance Minister
announced to the House y that the Gov-

ernment had yielded to pressure, and would ask
power to Impose the export duties. He said he
would Introduce next week resolutions which
would empower the Governor-Genera- l In council
to imposo an export duty on logs and pulpwood
equal In the maximum to the United States im-
port duty.

Tbe provisions of the resolution were to ba
put into operation only In the event that the
American Import duty should be Imposed. The
proposed resolutions would not, however, affect
the present operations in pulpwood or status of
contracts already entered into In raipcct of
timber.

The Minister further announced that the Gov-
ernment proposed also to Impose an export duty
upon all mineral ores sent from Canada Into the
the United States, but to what extent or nuJer
what conditions bad not been determined.

Another re taltatorymeasurowasintroduced by
McMulIen. a Government supporter. The bill
purports to prevent all persons owning or oper-
ating lines or mining claims. Inclusive of coal
mines, and all persons owning and operating the
timber limits In Canada from exercising acts
of ownership over or operating the same except
they become permanent residents of the Domin-
ion during such ownership or operation, unless
they are British subjects.

Should this bill become law it will create an
exodus from the United States into tbst part of
Canada where thousands of American own
mining claims, as in Kootenai, and also in those
parts where Americans own timber limits and
carry on lumbering operations, as in Western
Ontario. They nould be forced to maae their
homes In Canada, although It is not obligatory to
renounce their allegiance to the United States.

The Government resolutions will receive the
almost unanimous support of the opposition In
the House of Commons. Sir Charles Tupper. the
Conservative leader, assuring his active coop-
eration with the Government in the passage of
the bill providing for the export duties. As it is
determined to prorogue Parliament on tbe 19th.
McMullen't bill amending tbe alien property
act will probably not get beyond the preliminary
stage.

Gould was at work here in the spring of thatyear.

Mr. Ward Is attempting to show that Gould
was in Clinton county, in the vidaitvof Rouse's
Point, during the months of April. May. and
June. 1$53. and that the marriage of Gould and
Miss Angell occurred In the month of April.

One of the witnesses y endeavored to
show that one of the Gould wtneses, Erasmus
Bennett, wbo had testified that Gould was in
Albany county in the spring of 1853, was not
worthy of belief.

The taking of testimony will be further con-
tinued by the referee on July 1 at the Gould
homestead. Lyndehurst, in Irvington. when
Mr. and Mrs. Hough will appear to testify.
