Gronaerowy, Del., June 11.—At 10:28 o'clock
this morning Jamea M. Gordy, the convicted
murderer of his wife, formerly Mra. Mary Lawis
of New York, was hanged. He stooa upon the
soafTold protesting his Innocence until the very
sncond the black cap was placed over his head.
His Inst words were:

“Good-hy all. The man who has the love of
God in hin heart need never foar death. I am
willing to die."

The drop fell at 10:26, and eleven minnies
Iater he was pronounced dead, Death was due to
stranguiativn. Gordy began preparations for
hin execution at 9 o'clock. At that hour his
brothers Henton and John went to his cell
Gordy embraced each and wept bitterly. Gordy’s
life-long triend, Robert Bhort, prayed (n his cell,
in which he appealed 1o him to confess the
erime. Gordy listened attentively to the prayer,
but sald nothing. He hiand devotional exercises
conducted by his[spiritual advisers, the Reve
Vaughn 8 Colline and J. H. Sewall, and then
bade farewell to his brothers. He told them he
would meet them in heaven.

gan., Gordy ascended the scaffold with a firm
step. Mr, Sewell offered prayer and then Gordy
addreaned the jurors and the crowd on the floor

TESTIFIES IN HIA OWN BERALF
AT HI? MURDER TRIAL.

Me Denies That e Milled Wis Wils While Fha
Was Asieep and Nays They Had Becomeo
Reconciled—Another Son, William, 15
Vears 014, Testifiea for the Presccution.

Mirvorn, Pa., Jaoe 11.—The teial of Her
man Panl Sehulz for wife murder (s nearing the
end. Tho chief intereat to-day was the testi-
mony of Willle Schule, the fifteen-yearold son
of the prisoner, who testified ngainst nis father,
and the testimony of Bchulz in his own behalf.
\When the cotrt openied this morning the skull
of Mre. Schulz wan produced In court by Dr.
Wenner of Milford, who was the principal sur-

in the autopsy.

“'l?:e skull showed the bullet hols In the right
temple and where the ball had lodged on the
opposite side of the skall bahind the left ear.
Many hypothetical quiestions were submitted to
the witneas but were ruled out. The doctor said
on cross-etamination that death was probably
instantansous and that she mught have com-
mitied sufcide. The autopsy was not performed
until tesi days after burial and powder marks
could not be detected then. The exhibition of
the skull of bis wife produced no effect on the
prisoner,

Willle Schule was the third son to testify
agnlnat his father. He waa cool and intelligent.
He resides in New York city with his brother
Charles. He corroborated the testimony of
the latter regarding the abusa, ill-treatment,
and throeats to kill his mother by his father, 1lin
fatbher usually had two hip pocketa In his
trousers, In one he carrled a revolver and In

the other a razor. He beard his father say to
his mother one day:

“Thave no further use for vou, and some day
T wiil put you out of the way."

On _cross-examination, Attorneyas Van Etten
and Kipp forthedefence nccured the lad of Iying,
and tried to break dowu his testimony, but
alled. The witneas said the first he know of

is mother’s death was after her burial snd his
father's return to the eity.

“1found father was erving some, and Charlos
bitterly. 1| asked * What is the matter I' Father
sald: ‘Your mother Is dead;: she shot herself.’
I raid Ididn’t believe she shot hersell, and he
then said, *Oh, don’t say thag,” "

The pistol found in the hands of the dead
woman wan ldentifled by Detective Sergeant
Krauch of New York clty, who arrested Schulz
for arson, and Sheriff Cortright of Pike county.
The prosecution then rested,

The afternoon and evening were taken up by
the defence in the examination of Schuls,
who testitied in his own behall. He said the
difficulties between himself and wife existed
becanse of his wife's drinking hablta, He had
not beaten or fll-treated her as alleged. He sald
that pn the night of the trageay they retired 1o
their room and talked over the past and futore,
Bhe =ajd that Charles was the canuse of thelr
family troubles, but was happy in the thought
of their propo=cd trip to Germany, They then
declden to take their two youngest bovs, Willle
and Paul, with them, leaving Charles behind.
Ther talked in bed until about 4 o'clock in the
morning. .

“She asked me,"” sald Shule, **if T had & revol-
ver, and at her request T took it from my satchel
and put it in my pocket.” He said that he then
feil anleep, and waz awakened after 8 o'clock by
a knockine at the door. Ia ul-.-in next to the
wall with his face turned toward it.

“1turned over and saw my wifel I"f by my
eide dead, her hand grasping o pistol.”  He
rushed to the door and cried out. “ For God's
sake, people, come here.”  He admitted hav-
1 pressad the hand of his dead wife which
held the pistol, but it was out of affection, As
R proof of his affection for his wife hie said he
had given her #2350 on his arrival at the farm-
house. The case will go 1o the jury to-morrow,
