Democratlo Sen-
ators had it all to themselves: but thes protective
principle was champlonsd by one of them as
strongly as It could have heen by ¥Mr. Aldrich
himself, It was Mr, McEnery of Loulsiana who
had the courage to oppose all his payiy pesocl:
ates and to Justify the votes which he has been
wiving on the side of protection, It wan his first
specch in the Sennte, and that fact lent ade
ditional Interest to It.7 T was e¢urlous te see a
dozon Républioan Banntors sMited In the area (n
front of where Mr. McEnery stood, and listening
to him with strained attention as he attacked
doflantly his Damocratic amsociates and declared
that he would vote for any measurs that would
bring prosperity to his Btats, regardloss of party
principles. The speech was followed by a vote
on the amendment offered by Mr. Jones of
Arkansae to strike certaln words out of the
sugar sohedule, the affect of which amendment
would be to diminish slightly the profita of the
sugnar rafl , and the dment was defeated
by a majority of three only.

Another amendment was then offered, the ef-
fockof which would be to have a uniform duty
on all sugars, whether raw or refined. This
amentment was offersd by Mr, Lindsay (Dem,,
Ky.) and was ndvooatad by him and Mr, Caffery
{Dem., La.), No vote was reached when the
time eame for adjournment, but notice was
given by Mr. Morgan (Dem,, Ala) of an amend-
ment imposlng & tax of 2 per cont.on profits
mivde in huying and selling stocks and bonds,

The debate was opened by Mr, Vest (Dem.,
Mo.), who challenged Mr, Allison, In charge of
tha bill, to state clearly and unequivocally the
effoct of the amendment adopted yesterday to
thie sugnr schodule, Ho (Mr, Vent) asserted that
it largely increasod the protection given to the
Bugar Trust. Tostimony had boen read yestor-
day from the prineipal oMeors of the trust that
tho trust was now making 21 per cont, not on
fts watered capitul. Ho had charged that the
lekialation gave 1o that monopoly such an
enormoius lncreaso, and the Senator from lowas
(Mr; Allison) had replied that the amendment
did’ give an increased protection If the dis-
eriminating duty on bounty-pald sugar waa in-
cludad In the estimnte, but that otherwise there
wia no inoroass. Not onee had the Senator from
Jowa undertaken to tell the Senate the effect of
the amendment If the export bounty clause
were kept In the bill, By what sort of legerde-
mAln, Mr, Veat askad, had the Senator excluds d
that export clauae | Experts might be wrong,
Benators might be in the dark and might ring
for-bells as much as they pleasod, but the speon-
lators in Wall street knew what this legisiation
meant.

Louisians, and sugar beet interests all over tho
conpulry.

epoaiied before publication, The contention
that the whole book was eomething different
from its parta, and thorefore entitled to a copy-
right, notwithatanding the previous publication
of the separate chapters, the Court anid, wns
refinement of distincuon that the statute did
not warrant,

MORGAN'S TARIFF AMENDMENT.

It Propessa (e Tax the Profils of Specuintien
In Stocks and Bonds,

Wasmivatos, June 12.—Senator Morgan of-
fered an amendment to the Tariff bill taxing
the profita of speculation in stocks and bonds.
1t provides that each person or corporation buy-
ing or selling any bonds or stocks ahall pay a tax
equal to 2 per cent. of the profit thereon. Stocks
or bonds that have been held and owned in good
faith by the same ,mmn or corporation for a
continuous period of six months prior 1o sale are
exemptod from the tax.

Within ten days after the realization of profit
on purchase or sale of stocks or bonds the fact
in to be eod to the Collector of Internal
Revenue of the district in which the purchose or
sale Is made, stating the date of Lthe purchass or
sale, the amount thercof, a description of the
stocks or bonds, the name of the person or
corporation with which the trapsaction wna

nd.i and the smount of profit realized thereby.
Regulations for the assessment and collection of
the taxes are Lo be made by the Secretary of the
Treasury, and failure to comply with these
ulations s made n mirdemeannr, punishable by
a fine not exceeding 500 and imprisonment not
exceesding one yenr,

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REPUBLICANS IN CAUCUS.

THREE WOURS' DISCUBSION OF THE
HAWALI RECIPROCITYE TREATYY.

Then the Whols Buhject Was Maferred ts the
Finance Committos—-The Fight in Faver of
Abrogating the Troaty Was Made by
Benators NWelson, Porkine, and TRursten.

W asmmvaron, June 12.~After three and & half
hours' caucusing to-day the Republican Sen-
atora finally decided to refer to the Finance
Committes and the thres * asslstant members "
appointed for service during the Tariff bill
cnmpaign only all questions relating to the
Hawallan reciprooity treaty. There wore
two seaslona of the caucus, one before the
Hennte met and the other after it adjourned,
and they were in large meamire duplioate per
formances. The two general propositions under
conslderation ware the abrogation of the trealy
and its continnance under present eonditions,
The fight In favor of the abrogation of thetreaty
was mindo by Mr, Enute Nelson of Minnesota
and ssconded by Mr. Perkine of Callfornia and
Mr. Thurston of Nebraska, Mr. Nelson has been
a consintent advoeata of this policy from
the beginning of the agitation of the gquestion
when the bill was under conslderation in the
Committes on Ways and Means, Mr. Perkins
had been regarded as a  friend of the
troaty and in favor of Ita malstenance
untll within the pmsst fow days, while
Mr. 'Thuraton's position was unknown, FHis

peach In the , however, was the prin-
cipal one on that alde, althongh Mr, Nelson made
a npecch that was full of personal matters and
showad conslderable feeling on his part,

Mr, Thurston safd that while he was {n favor
of abrogating the treaty, he would favor an-
noxation of the lslands when that question
came befors the Senate for action. He said that
the present attitude of the Republican parly
toward the sugar schadulo was indafensibis, and
that he could not Indorse the action of the Sen-
nte yenterday In the adoption of the caucus
nchodule on sugar, which was In the nature of
voting n gratuity of five millions of dollars to
the Trust, eapecially If the present arrangement,
by which nine milllons of dollars a year were
contributed te the Hawalian Sugar Trust, was
continued. He wana particularly interested, too,
In the development of the beet sugar industry,
and contended that the free Importation of
Hawnliun sugara tended to lmpede the progress
of beot sugar manufacture in the Missisalppl
Valloy.

Senator Nelson's speech contained a demand
that the Government wshould deal with the
Hawalian question upon a purely business
basis, neserting that it was ridiculous to con-
tinue the paymont of nine milllons & year to the
Hawallan sugar producers for which the Unlted
States recelved no return. Mr. Nelson s under-
stood to bold like ovinions with those of Mr,
Thurston upon the subjoot of annexation.

The princioal advocates of the continuance of
the preosont condition of affalra wern Mesars,
Davis, Chairman of the Committoe on Forelgn
Relations, and Frye of Malne, whose radical po-
eition on thinga Hawallan {a well known., They
were asalsted by Messrs. Hoar and Chandler
of Now England ana some of the Western Sen-
ators, who favor both reclprocity and
annexation. Senator Frye's speech {s sald to
have been marked by all of that gentleman's
fire and directness of expression in dealing with
public questionn, and |5 said to have aroused no

llltll: enthusiasm among the supportiers of the
reaty.

Various propositions wero made with a view
of coming to some eonclusion upon the subject,
but it was found impossible to reach a vole upon
any of them.

Senator Allison, Chairman of the caucus, sug-
westad, sumewhat in line with Senator Frye's
motion, that the matter should be left to the

ldent for action, but expressing the oplnion
of L‘onﬁut that & modification of the treaty
nhould be securad.

Senator Perkins had &wogmpmltiunl to mnkae,
onoe to reduce the duty on Hawalian imports by
one quarter, and the other lmklnf to the abro-
gation of the treaty in case a modification of It
were not received within twelve mwonths from
the cnactment of the law. Senator Nelson
moved that the treaty be abrogated directly, in
accordance with the provisions for that purposs.

The members of the caucus, having bound
themselves not to muke speeches In the Senate,
found themselves unable to resist the trmptation
to express thelr views at length behind closed
doors, and as & result of this loabllity to reach a

lusion, It was decided, as a dernler ressort,
to submit all of the propositions to the Finance
Commiittee, leaving them to formulste a policy

wcceptable to the Republican part r.
Thin waa perfoctly satlsfactory to the frienids
of the tmat‘ ns of the members of the
committes  Mesars. Piatt  of Connecti-
cut and Burrows of Michigan had ex-
iressed  themselves In favor of Senator
“ryo’s proposition, Another cancus will be
held after the adjournment of the Senate on
Monday evening, at which time it is hoped that
thecommittee will have a pruposition to submit.
It is the belief that thelr recommendation will
Lo ndopted by the caucus and be Incorporated
into the bill,

MURDER ON THE INGERSOLL

Fanl Maschard, the Second Mats, Whe Was
Pronght Mema By the Yantle, Acoused of
the Crime — Third Mate Ammoen Tricd
te Mill Mim — Ballerman Niohel's Stery.

Early on the morning of Dec. 27 Iast, In the
midst of & dead oalin, with the moon ahining
brightly and the sea undisturbed for milos
around, John Christinnsen, first mate of the
BOO-ton bark Justine H. Ingersoll, was killed by
a fellow sallorman and his body thrown over
board. The murder was committed when the
bark was about elght days out and off
the east coast of Bermuda. Tha second
mate, Paul Blanchard, a Frenchman, and
the one foreigner In the crew of Bwedes
which signed for a long voyage with the
Ingersoll early in December, Ia aocused of the
erime. An Ths Sux told last week, ho wan
brought from South Amerlea In the United
States ahip Yantie, and {s now In Norfolk, e
will be put on trinl in Hoston na soon aa he
roaches there. Meanwhile, threo witnrases,
sallormen on the Ingersoll, are in oustody In
this city, and will be sent on to Hoston to-mor-
row,

Tho detalls of the murder roached this city
yesterday, when the Ingersoll sailed into the
lower bay. The United States suthoritles got
Instructions from Fortress Monroe early in the
morning what to do when the Ingersoll arrived,
tho Yantic having put the prisoner ashore thore
on Friday night. Deputy United States Mar
nhals MoAveney, Fitzgerald, and Churehill went
down the bay in a tug, and when the Ingersoll
reached Quarnntine went aboard and arreated
Acting Firat Mate Ibort Amumon, s half brother
of the murdered mun; Acting Second Mate
Thomaa Nichols, and Louis Larsen, able seaman.

The Justine H. Ingersoll salled from Boston on
Dec. 19 with a miscellancous eargo In her hold
and a deck cargo of wood, Bhe earried a crow of
eight mon, Including her ofMecers, and was bound
for Montevideo. The first few days of the trip
were unoventful. The men got along together
woll and thore was harmony nmong the oMoeers
Firat Mate Christiansen and Third Mate Ammon
had salled for three successive years with Capt,
Poterson and wo had s couple of the men,
Blnnchard, the second mate, was & new hand,
who had boen shipped at Boston on the recom-
mendation of another deop sea akipper, o friend
of Capt. Petersen. Ile waa s silent man and &
bard worker, but had little in common with the
crow or other oMcers, belng of different birth,

On the night of ths murder Capt. Petorsen
tirnoed in shortly after midnight, He had stood
the first watch, Firat Mate Christinnsen had
the mid-watch, and Blanchoard and Nichol were
with him. Third Mate Ammon was to take the
mornlng watch and Capt. Petersen had left
orders to be ealled at 6 o'clock. It was about 3
o'clock when Capt. Petersen wns awakened by
some one rushing in his eabin and shouting:

“The mate's overhoard! The mate’s over-
board!"

“Bring her around!" ordered the Captaln;and
jumping into some clothes he ran ondeck. A
number of seamen, who had been awakened by
some one shouling the news down the forecastle
hatch, were nlready there. Away aft were
Blanchard and Nichol. Rushing back to them,
the Captain demanded:

“What's the mutter hore !

*The muate’s overbo.rd," sald Blanchard, "1
was forwand and heard a cry. When 1 camo
back aft, the mate was gone, Then 1 heard an-
other ery from (he water and 1 knew he was
overboard, I scnt Nichol to spread the alarm.”

Nichol, who was trembling ke a leaf, said
nothing, and the Captain, in the excitement of
the moment didn’t walt to question him, Two
bonts wers lowered and fora long time the men
rowed around, but couldn’t tind the slighiost
trace of the tnl'ulng man. Not s cry came from
the water after the Captain reached the deck,
When it was evident that the mate could not
be rescued, Capt. Petersen put the bark on her
course ain and went back to bed, leaving
Bianchard and Nichol as the watch. He did not
regant the occurrence na susplclous, thinkin
that Christiansen might have been drunk uux
fullen averboard,

It was % o'clock, and the sun was well up, when
Capt. Peteren came on deck afaln. Hianchard
and Nicho! had gone to bed, and the Captain was
trying to figure out how 8o falthful & seatan an
Christiangon had always shown himself to be
could have got drunk on his watch, when o sea-
man came to him and asked him to step aft,
