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THREW A BOMB AT FAURE.

fitE PRESIDENT OF FRANCE NAR-
ROWLY ESCAPES DEATH.

pan, June 13.—~The race meeoting at Long-
champs to-day, nt which the race for the Grand

Prix de Parle was run, farnished the occaslon
for an attempt to sasansinate President Faure,
who, fortunately, escaped without the slightost
{ajury.

The heat was asweltering, but this dld not pre-
yint large crowds from assembling along the
route to Longehamps to see the brilliant equi-
pages and thelr fashionable cocupants as they
drove to the course. There was also & large
arowd in the Bols de Boulogno.

As the landau in which President Faure rode
was paseing the cascads at the end of the Bols
de Boulogne a man in the erowd threw a bomb
at the carrisge, The missile exploded, but not &
person waa in any way Injured.

The explosion cansed the greatest axcitement.
A man who was supposed to have thrown the
bomb was arreated after he had been neoarly
beaten to death by the mob, It was thon founud
that he was innocent. It waa st first thought
that some one had fired a blank revolver shot in
the alr,

Prosident Faure paid no heed to the explosion,
por to the excltement which followed it, but pro-
eoeded directly to the course. There s not the
slightest doubt that the bomb was almed at M,
Fuiire,

The news of the attempted assassination
quickly spread throughout Paris, and wvast
crowds assembled, who gave the President a
splendid ovation as he was returning after the
races 1o tho Palsoe of the Elynée.

It was almoss 8 o'clock when M. Faure was
passing the cascade and when the exploaion oc-
curred. The detonation was loud, but it was at
fint supposed that a madman had fired a blank
shot. Immediately thereafter, however, there
waa ashower of nails and scraps of metal, while
the air was filled with an evil odor,

No damage was done to the President's car-
riage, which proceeded without stopping.

Upon reaching the race course M. Faure went
st once to the President's box on ths grand
stand and faced the people, who scclaimed him
enthusinstically.

The Grand Duke Sergius of Russia waa in the
paddock. When he learned of the outrage he
went to the President's box and warmly con-
gratulated him on his escape
ally brilliant, Among those who witnessed the
raoe were 2 large number of ladics, all thes diplo-
mats, and many grandees who are en routs from
different parts of Europe to attend the approach-
ing jubllee celebrations in London.

In the mean time there was tremendous ex-
eltement at the scene of the outrage. The crowd
seired the supposed bomb throwesr and be-
labored him with sticks, stones, kicks, and cuffs.
Finally, dazed and bleeding, tbe man was taken
fncuslody by gendarmes, when it was found
that he was a detective in plain clothea who
tiad been asslgned to the special duty of protect-
Ing oo President.

It secmns that the detective was near M.
Faare's earrisge when the bomb was thrown.
He immediate!y dashed Into an adjncent wood
alter the man he suspected had thrown the
tomb, e failed to catch him, however, and at
tlite returned to the scene of the explosion.
While be was engnged In picking up the remains
of the bowb the crowd attacked him, mistaking
him for the criminal. The unfortunate victim
of the crowd's fury was taken to & hospital.

The police then made & search of the place
and found, almost Intact, & cylinder seven inchos
longand three and a half inchoes in diameter,
Théy also found an old pistol and & dagger, and
&4 n scrap of paper on which was inseribed:

"The execution of Fellx Faura."

Many arrests were made of persons in the vi-
clalty, but few of the prisoners were detained by
the pulice. Nobody has been arrested slnce,

Major Meaux Haint-Mare, one of the personal
dtachés of the Fresident, who was in the lan.
4au bealde M. Faure, says that those in the car-
Hage undoubtedly had & narrow escape. The
bomb fell clone to the carriage, and there was o
loud oxplosion, after which the alr was filled
with suffocaling fumes,

Srrested, two youths, aged 16 snd 10 years,
¥hoars belleved to bo brothers, named Giallet,
WETC smong those arrested.

TIME TO SAVE A WOMAN,

Miss Cullmetis, Mer Brother, and Cousin Had
Blipped O the Bottom of Thelr Overturnsd
Woat and Al Had Rank-The Woman's
Clothing Caught with & Beat Moelk.

Arcule E. Quilmetts, a stenographer em-
ployed in the uptown office of Moore & Schley,
bankers, and his coualn, W. Morton Bmith, the
Nnancial editor of the Mail and Express, weore
drowned In the Hudson off Fort Lee yestorday
afternoon by the capeizing of a catbont In which
they were salling,

Miss Alvina Guilmette, 22 yoars old, a alster
of Arcule, was with her brother and cousin at the
timoe the boat capsized, Wit was rescued by a
party on board the naphtha launch, Lorna
Doone, owned by Prof, Bdward Weaton, the
electrician and Inventor, who llves in Newark,

The Gullmettes and thelr consin, Mr, Bmith,
lived together at Watkins Park, half a milo be
low Fort Lee, They loft tho houss at 2 o'olock
yosterday afternoon and walked to the shore at
Buena Vista, where they hired an eighteen-foot
eatboat nt Carlock's boathouse,

After an hour's sall, when about midatroam, the
boat was struck by asquall and was capslsed,
Tho three ocoupants clung to the npturned boat,
Guilmette holping his siater with ono arm.

Smith waved his hat to attract attention and
shouted for bhelp. Finally they managed to
climb on the bottom of the boat. Prof, Weston's
Iaunch was 300 yarda away. F

The party on the launch consisted of Prof.
Weaton, Mra. Weston, their son Edward F., who
is a young man, two young womon, Miss Grace
Flood of Orange, N, J,, and Mias Nutting of Buf.
falo, and the salllng master, Capt. Murck.

The Lorna Doone is a fifty-foot boat. The
party aboard of her wore preparing to take din.
ner when Miss Flood called attention to the up-
turned boat, exclalming:

*Look there! 1Inthat a man in the water sig-
nalling for help 1"

With the ald of glasses Prof, Weaton was able
to poo just what hud occurred. The Doono was
guing up the river at the time. Prof, Weston
gave orders to hurry to the rescus, Hefors the
Doone reached the upturned boat those aboard
her saw Lthe threa persons slip from the boal's
bottom into the water,

One of the men sank out of sight at once. Tha
other made a struggle to keep afloat. When
within a fow seconds of Leing rescued he also
sank and was not seen ngnin.

The woman's clothing kept her afloat for a
short Uimo after the man had disappeared.
Nevertheloss she was slnking for the last time
when the napbtha lnunch reached her,

Young Edward Weston plunged a boathook
into the water where the woman had disap-
p 1.

ritories, had six saloons. To-day it haa none,
and nobody could get a license to go into the
saloon business. Bome of the former liguor sell-
ers are now superintendents in Sunday schools;
others are Sunday school Leachers, while noarly
all are members of the Church.

An area of forty miles square, Including In-
gulla, Cushing, and Lawson, for years was tho
home of the most noted outlaw bands that ever
operated in the West. It waa the rendezvous
for the Daltons, Doolins, Cook, and other noted
bands, whoso members are either dead, having
been killed in fighta, or are serving terms in the
penitentiary. Twenty-odd men have been killed
in Ingalls within the pastalx years, The town
graveyard contains the bodies of ten men who
died with their boots on. Near Lawson fourteen
people were killed in a short time,

But all this is past. Where whiskey drink-
ing, murdering, gambling, and all sorts of out-
lawry existed, churches and churchgolng people
are now in coatrol. One of the most noted of
these outlaws waa Bill Doolin. who dled with
his boots on near Lawson last year. A weeok ago
one of his brothers-in-law was cleoted superin.
tendent of a Sunday school at Lawson.
This man for years was a harborer and a pro-
teclor of Doolln and his nolorious gang.

During all this reign of outlawry church men
were scarce and nearly the whole population in
the country were apparently in sympathy with
the outlaws. The change ls 80 marked and so
sudden that it bas created comment everywhers,
The change was hrought about by the efforts of
former United States Marshal F. D, Nix, as-
slsted by Sherlff Frank Lako of Pawaee county,
and Deputy Marshals Frank M. Canton, William
Tightoan, and Hank Thomas, These men

ronted the outlaws and then a half dozen min-
isters bogun a series of revivals which bave con-
tinued for months in the different localities

Running thmu’{h tho centre of this formerly
bad country is Hell Roaring Creek, Proacher
Johnaton recently held a revival on this creek
In n tent, and one hundred joined the church,

1,000 LIVES IMPERILLED.

ATTENPT TO WRECK A CROWDED
BEA REACH TRAIN,

A Traln of EPight Cars Loaded with Consy
Ysland Bxcurnlonlats Crashes Inte & HMoavy
Mteel Rall Placed Across the Traoks at the
Extranes te n Tusnsl—The PFassengern
Are Shakom Up, ®ut Eseape Injury.

What appeared to be a deliberata attempt to
wreck an excursion traln with 1,000 men,
women, and children aboard was made on the
Neow York and Sea Beach Rallroad near Sixty-
fitth street and Fifth avenue, Brooklyn, at 9:10
o'clock Inat night.

From an oxamination made afterward it (s be-
Hoved that at loast thros men were concerned In
the attempt, and had tholr plan beon succesalul
s frightful disaster would have cocurred.

Willinm Lohmann, nssistant superintendent of
the company, ecallod at the Fourth avenue
police station in Brooklyn last night and re-
ported the case, and Police Captaln Kenney
started bhalf a doson men out on o search for the
men who attempted the wreck.

Mr. Lohmann sald that somebody had placed
ansteel rall thirty feet long and welghing D80
pounda across the track just above the entrance
totha tunnel at that point on the road. The
rall was lald squarely across the track, with the
evident intention of wrecking the train.

The train, which consisted of elght cars
crowded with passengers, left the Soa Ieach

tation at Coney Inland at 8:50 o'clook to catch
the 9:20 v'clock boat for New York atthe Bay
Ridge ferry. The DHrooklyn station of the
road I8 at Third avenue and Sixty-fifth
street, and the tunnel s a short distance
above Fifth avenue, The trains run througha
oulvert from the Bay Itidge depot to Baventh
avenue., This particular traln was due at the
Third avenue depot at 8:00 P, M, and to connoct
with the 9:20 boat at Bay Ridge.

It wna the heaviest train of the day. The
traflic had been heavy all day. Changes had to
be mude in the running schedule,

Had the teain been on schedule time It would
have undoubtedly been wrecked, the ofMclals

sald.

Tue train was in charge of Conduteor Charles
Peity, and the eongineer was William
Mallon, The engineer bad not begun
to wlow down for the ‘Third ave-
nue station and was running at the
usual rate of wspeed whon entering the

tunnel. The rays of the headlight shining on
the track shead revealed the radl 1aid across the
track,

It was too late for the engineer to reverse the
lever, however, and the locomotive struck the
rall full tilt,

There was A jar, a Joud report, and the train
Jjolted over the track through the tunnel, &
plece of the rall having evidently fallen under
the cars.

The train ran smoothly enough after that, and
Engineer Mallon thought it t Lo go_right
ahead to the Third avenue dapot, two blocks
bevond, He reached there in two minutes and
, Immedintely reported to Mr. Lobmann.

The passengera wern badly trightened, but he-
yond a general shaking up no ¥ waa Injured.

They were not told what bad occurred, and af-
ter some passongers disembarked at Third ave-
nue the traln went on to &E Ridge, whern the
majority took the ferry for this city, all uncon-
scions of the dangor they had passed through.
