rOSTAT. ItATBH ItHDVCED.

The iJitln Americas Win Their right Against
Rngland.

Washinotoh, Juno 15, Tho ndjonrnmont of
tho Universal Postal Congress.whlch has been In
session In Washington for the last two months,
marks a step In tho progress of tho world. For
tlio first time In tho history of nations they havo
all united In tho furtherance of a plan for tho
advancement of tho human race. This was

by the admission to the union of tho
countries of China, Corca, and tho Freo Stato of
Orange, which mado the cirrlo around tho globo
complete.

The formal signing of the acts of tho congress
took place Tho most important work of
tho congress was tho reduction of tho rato paid for
malls In transit. In tho congresses of the Postal
Union tho votes aro taken by States, so that tho
smallest Stato Is as now erf til as tho largest. It
was this fact that secured tho reduction In tho
rates.

Tho carrying of mall Is dno principally by
three or four of tho greater countrios of tho
world, Tho larger part of nil tho mall of tho
world which crosses tho seas Is carried in Eng-

lish ships. Kngland mikes tho contracts with
tho shipowners, but tho rato allowed by tho
Postal Union to Kngland nnd tho other coun-

tries interested In tho carrying of maritime
malls Is far In oxcess of tho cost of transporta-
tion, so that England has mado considerable
monoy ont of tho postal business. So have
Franco, Italy, and other countries of Europo
through which mall destined for countries fur-

ther townrd tho Interior muBt pass. They con-

tract with tho railroads nt a lower rato than
theyretelvo from tho Postal Union, nnd thus
secure a profit.

For many yours, almost, in fact, slnco tho or-

ganization of tho union cortaln of tho European
countries, which do not carry much mall havo
attempted to secuto n reduction nf the rates.
Ilutopposod to them they found England nnd
Franco nnd thu mo omenta always resulted In a
failure.

Soon after tho arrival in Washington of tho
delegates to this congress a

caucus was convened at tho Instigation of M.
Chaves of Mexico, at which (Ion. Y hurra of
Venezuela proposed ,thnt the
numbering twenty-two- , or over one-thir- d of all
the votes In the congress, should stand together
for tlio reduction. Tills plan was accepted and
the combination of tho delegates was efrui ted.

Tho reduction of tho rates was long and ear-
nestly debated In the committee. A steering
committco of tho delegates
w as present londvlso those representing their
interests in tho committco and to effect a coil-itio- n

with the European delegates wishing such
reductions. Kngland nnd the other countries
which formed tho party desiring adherence to
tho present rotes strongly opposod any reduc-
tion, ilelgium suggested a reduction of 15 per
cent.; Germany wanted even more. The o

finally decided to report in favor of tho
plan suggested by Ilelgium, of a reduction of 5
per icnt. for tho first two years, 10 per cent, for
the next two years, and 15 per cent, for tho
succeeding ) ears.

Tho matter came tip before tho congress on
Muv '28. England had with her tho Rrlllsh
colonies with six votes. Franco nnd Portugal,
and other countries. Tho debate brought out
sev oral epecches of groat strength and earnest-nes-

It grew so spirited that evidences of hard
feeling were displayed. Then M. Havclaar of
Holland suggested a compromise. This met
with the favor of Herr Frilsch of Germany nnd
M. Ansault of Franco.

At this Juncture Gen. Ybarra arose, nnd In a
brief speech suggested that tho n port of tho
committee advocating tho reduction be adopted
unanimously. This suggtstlon gavo tho dele-
gates who hnd opposed tho plan nn opportunity
to escnpo tho humiliation of a defeat at the
h.inds or u combination mado up principally of
the smaller nations, nnd they accepted it. Tho
vote was taken, nnd resulted in forty-eigh- t votes
in favor of tho reduction and three in tho nega-
tive, one delegate abstaining from voting.
Viscount Santo Tvrso of Portugal nnd two dele-
gacy from tho llrltish colonics stood by their
ponltlon to the last.

'1 his action of tlio congress will save to somo
of the countries a sum of money running well
up Into the millions, and this money will bo lost
by tho countries now making a profit from the
carrying of tho mails. Still, the rate to bo paid
is much more than the cost of transportation,
thus leaving room for a profit. Tho action of
this congress opens tho way for tho reduction
by other congresses of the rates in transit to a
point where they shall be only equal to tho cost
of transportation.

John G, Brady was reared in New York, and
he lived In this city until twclvo years ago. Ho
is about 50 years old. He made his first visit to
Alaska as a missionary, representing tho n

Hoard ot Missions of this city.
Ho labored fur a short tlmo nmong tho In-
dians in nnd around Sitka, and then con-
cluded that the most effective way to convert
the natives to Christianity would bo to eouplo
the religlouB instruction with industrial aid and
training. Ho found Hint tho Alaska Indians
were far more progressive than tho redmen of
tho United States. They ovinied a strong
liking for the mechanical arts, and for trade
generally.

In his relations with the Presbyterian Board
of Missions here Mr. Brady did not receive
much encouragement, nnd he came on to Now
York to make a personal appoal for funds to en-
able him to establish sawmills and canning
works in tho Territory.

He represented to the church authorities that
by such mcAiis he would Iw ablo to got a strong
hold upon tho natives and at once civilize and
convert them. His views wero not regarded
favorably, the requisite monoy was not
supplied and he sovercd his relations with
tho missionary board. Having considerable
money of his own he decided to put
into effect tho theory which causod the
rupture with tho Presbyterian nutboritlos. Ho
returned to Sitka, established sawmills, and
opened schools. ten) ears he bad been car-
rying on n Inrgo business, nnd not only has ho
found favor nmong tho native Indians, but he
has had the satisfaction of having his viows In-

dorsed by Dr. Sheldon Jackson and many other
educators.

When Mr. Brady came East a few weeks ago
to seek appointment to the Governorship he had
no strong assurances of Bitcrcss. hut ho secured
an Introduction to tho President, and his can-
vass was supported eventually by a number of
active nnd Influential Republicans. Ho Is an ln-
timato friend of Gov, Sbcakloy. whom President
Cleveland appointed.

TILLNAS'H IDEA Of LAWMAKIXO.

SENATORS DEBATE TRUSTS.

HOAR DENOUNCES THE PETTIOllBir
AUENIiUEXT.

It la Defeated by Vote.af 00 t M-J- lr.
LlnduvVs Kttbrt to Htduee Ike Tariff on
nedned Nurmr Kb area the Bama Fate The
Hawaiian Sugar Question ilooa Over.

Washington, Juno 15. Tho Senate
after nearly live hours' work on tho Tariff bill,
got away from tho sugar schcdulo and entered
again on tho agricultural schedule, resuming
at tho paragraphs relating to dnlry products.
Two Important votes wero taken, one on Mr,
Lindsay's amendment to mnko tho rato on re-

fined sugars 1 0 cents per pound instead of
1 and one on Mr. l'cttlgrew's antt-trus- t

amendment. Tho first was defeated by a major-
ity of thrco, and tho socond was laid on tho
table by tha sanio majority,

Tho voto on Mr. Lindsay's amendment was:
Yeas, Six nays, 35. Two Populist Senators,
llutler and Heltfeld. and two sliver ltepubllcans,
Mantlo and Pettigrew. votod aye, nnd ono
Democrat, McKnory, voted no.

In tho discussion of Mr. Lindsay's amendment
eomo amusement wns caused by8onator Whlto
of California, who road passages from spooches
of Hepubllcin Senators when tho Wilson bill
was pending. In theso speeches Democrats wero
scorod sovorcly for putting a duty on sugar and
tho right of a f rco breakfast table was demanded
for tho American people.

Tho export bounty olauso In tho sugar para-
graph was struck out on tho suggestion of Mr.
Allison that tho samo thing was provided for In
n subsequent portion of tho bill (section 3), and
tho proviso ns to tho Hawaiian treaty was re-

served for futuro consideration.
At this point Senator Pcttlgrowof South Da-

kota offered his antt-trus- t amendment and
startod tho debato again. Tho amendment was
criticised unfavorably by threo Democratic Sen-

ators, Pcttus, Chilton, and Morgan, and was de-

nounced by ono Republican Senator, Mr. Hoar,
as "folly and abomination through and
through."

Mr. Hoar said that he had expected when he
camo to Washington, nnd still expoctod, to do
all in his power to check and control tho evil
nt which tho amendment was aimed, but he
did not think that a tariff bill was a propor
place for such legislation. It should bo a
special bill by Itself nnd should bo consid-
ered by tho commlttio having charge of tho
class or questions Involved. Ho pointed out how
threo or more people engngod In wool manufac-
tures in Chicago tould enter luto tlio prohibited
combination for tho very purposo of having this
proposition put into effect and having
wool placed on tho froo list. There
never wns, ho said, a scheme proposed
in tho wildest flight of Imagination that would
put gambling snoculatinn nnd trusts so com-
pletely in control of schemers. It was folly and
abomination through nnd through. Three men,
Canadians, Englishmen, Germans, Mcsopota-mlan-

Jews, bond or freo, might como to tho
United States and do this prohibited thing for
tho very purposo of overthrowing tho Tariff law.
The whole tariff yetem would boat their niorcy.

Mr. Faulkner of West Virginia contested yir.
Hoar's proposition.

Mr. Pettusof Alabama, in measured and
aicents. nppcnled to Democratic Sena-

tors to go Blowly with tho amendment.
Mr. Nelson of Minnesota, while favoring the

principle of the Pcttlgrow amendment, found
such radical defects in it that ho could not give
it bis support. Mr.Caffcry of Louisiana said that
tbo general scope of tho amendment met with
his cntlro approval, and that whatev cr defects
it possessed could be remedied easily.

Mr. Allison said that he had asked Mr. Pottl-gro-

to let the amendment bo passed over for
the present, because ho thought that tho sugar
schedule wns not the proper place for It, and
because It should bo considered maturely. Ho
again appealed forapostponcmentof the matter.

Mr. Pettlgrew doollncd to withdraw tho
amendment, and snid that if there wero nny
mcro technical defects in it they could bo rem-
edied.

Mr. Chandler asked Mr. Morgan whether tho
constitutionality of tho Sherman act had ever
been dtnltd by nny legal authority, Mr, Mor-
gan replied In tho negative. "Then the Sen-
ator's nrgument is," Mr. Chandler continued,
"that there is ample statutory authority to
punish such olTcntc-..-

"That Is my opinion." Mr. Morgan replied.
Mr. Allison moved to lay tho amendment on

the table, but ho yielded temporarily to permit
Mr. Chilton ot Texas lo suggest somo objection
that he had to it. The motion was agreed to, ami
the anti-trus- t amendment was laid on the tabic

Yeas, 35:nays, 32. In the vote two Iemocratla
Senators, McEnery and Morgan, sided with the
ltepubllcans. Tw o Populists. Butler and Kyle,
and Pettlgrew, Silver Republican, voted with
the Democrats.

As soon ns the vote was announced Mr. Petti-gre-

guve notice that to morrow ho would offer
an amendment providing that none of tho in-

creased duties on tho bill shall apply to nny
article or commodity the sale or manufacture
of which is controlled by trusts in this lountrv.
Senators Pasco and Chilton also gave notice of
amendments in tho samo line. Two paragraphs
on tho agricultural schedule were agreed to.
and the Senate, after a short executive session,
adjourned till 11 o'clock

Union. Many members of that organization
dislike tho idea of its being absorbed by Eugeno
V. Dobs's cooperative commonwealth concern.
At a secret session of the order, held after the
regular session of tlio A. It. U. Convention this
afternoon, Doha's scheme was denounced in
vigorous terms by soveral men who thought It
chimerical.

"Tho right way to secure true socialism," said
one earnest speaker, " is to do it at the polls, by
our ballots. We cannot hopo to go away off
Into one corner of tho country and get thn nation
to follow our example. The tail cannot wag the
dog."

There were a great many who applauded this
sentiment, and It Is clear that Mr. Debs will havo
a hard tlmo to convert all of his late associates.
During Dobs's speech at tho morning session
"Tommy" Morgnn, the Socialist,
and George Ivoop stood nt the door of tho hall
whoro tho convention is being held and
distributed copies of tho Koeialitt Alliance
newspaper and n circular entitled " Dcbs's Duo-
decimo Eden," n satire on the colonisation plan,
Tho two men wore hustled away and told that if
they returned their heads would be broken.
They didn't return.

Prof. Frank Parsons, the Boston Socialist,
spoke at length. Ho praised the bicycle as tho
one thing which mado thu world equal. The
Church wan criticised, Thu vvngn system and
monopolies wore denounced. Judge Grnsscup
was reviled nnd tho nnmo of Charles T. Yorkea
was hissed. Parsons turned his nttention to
Debs, and dissected his character in a manner
that did not pleaso tho crowd. Ho had tried to
apologl7o for the fact that Debs had been in Jail,
and shouted:

" Well, than he thought it was right, and even
tlio Judge who sent him to prison would have
dono Just nshe did."

That amused tho audience. They leaped to
their feet, waved their arms, and shouted their
contradictions 111 thospcaker. Men and women
vied with one another In telling the Professor
what they thought of him, and llnnlly one dele-
gate, more strong lunged thnn tho other, crys-
tallized tholr sontiments in the assertion:" We honor him tho inoro that ho has suffered
Imprisonment. Dobs Is all right,"

In his opening address Debs discussed at
length his plans for a colony In the State of
Washington. The Governor, he said, had sent
assurances that thn brotherhood would bo wel-
comed, mid be expected a colony of 50,000 nt tlio
start.

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A SPANIARD'S VIEW OP VS.

Ha Tickles Cuba's Foea With m Letter from
New York.

Havana, via Key West, Juno 15. A remark-abl- o

letter from Now York has boon published
by tho Diario de la Marina. It Is slgnod by its
regular correspondent In Now York nnd appeared
in the evening edition of tho Viario on Friday,
June 11. The letter says tbcro Is no doubt that
President McKlnloy sympathises with Spain In
the prcsont war, and that this Is proven not
only by tho ordors Issued from Washington for
the capture of tho filibustering steamer Daunt-
less, hut also by explicit declarations mado by
Secretary Sherman,

Mr, Sherman, says the Diario.veat thoroughly
Informed not long ago by Sefior Dupuy do Lomo
of tho Justice of Spain's causo and tho wicked-
ness of tho Cuban revolt. Sefior do Iximo
achieved this result, according to tbe Havana
newspapers, by sending to Mr. Sherman a trans-
lation, oxprossly mado for tho purpose, of a
Spanish book, in which all tho bonellcent laws
established by Spain in Cuba aro reproduced,
showing that the Cub-vn- s havo no cause to fight
for their independence, ns they have lived under
tho blessings of full liberty and good govern-
ment.

Tho correspondent says that Mr. Sherman,
after reading the book, declared that Spain wns
right and that all honest Cubans ought to ac-
cept this conclusion. The Sun is referred to in
tho letter as a Cuban orgnn, and a hitter attack
Is mado upon a Now York woekly nowspaper
whose correspondent In Cuba Is said to havo
been called to Washington to glvo information
about tho situation on tbe island.

Tho correspondent nfllrms furthermore that
Speaker Itccd is also in favor of Spain, and that
he Is In neenrd with Senator Aldrich in nrevent-Ingnvot- o

In tho House on Senator Morgan's
resolution recognizing tho belligerency of the
Cubans.

Many friends of tho Marquis of Apeztcgula
and somo other Spaniards of tbo Reformist
party havo renowed their efforts to havo Gen.
Weylcr recalled to Madrid. Tho Spanish shop-
keepers charge Wcyler with all tho responsi-
bility for the ruin of tho island, nnd they par-
ticularly denounce his docrees, which resulted
in issuing the piper money and forcing its circu-

lation.
Gen. Weylcr recently said at the Palaco, In the

presenco of many persons, that he bad already
sent "many Cubans to hell and to Cbnfarinos,
and that beforo leaving the island he would
make many Spaniards take the samo road."

THE DAVXTLESS OFF AOAIX.

Sua Sails rrom Taupm wllh a Dig Plllbnsterlng
Ktpedltlou Tor Cuba.

Tampv, Fin., June 15. Tho tug Dauntless Is
scudding for the Cuban coast with a large cargo
of munitions nnd some thirty-fiv- e men. Tho
tug came into Tampa harbor late yesterday
afternoon, anchoring in nn obscuro place. The
Captain said she was going on tho ways for re
pairs.

The vessel sailed, however, somo time after
midnight with a full cargo of arms and ammuni-
tion and many men.

An unknown schooner came Into tbe lower
bay at dark and bcr cargo was transferred to
tho Dauntless, loading her down to tho gun-
wales. It Is said that there wero four rupid-flr-

guns, several millions rounds of cartridges,
boxes of dynamite, hand grenades, about 700
machetes, and four electrical battorles.

Among the men were four electrical experts
from New York who had been engaged to go
along nndoversoe tho laying of mines nnd tho
making nf bombs. Tho tug carried also 300
rounds for tho dynamito gun that
Gen. Duiasso has, and which tho Spaniards
dread so much,

Tbe expedition Is said to be the largest ono
ever carried from this coast, and the
Cubans here ore greatly elated. The Dauntless,
Instead of coming up the east coast, as tho
Morblchoad expected, mado a turn around Roy
West and camo up tho west coast,

Tho cutters wont up tho west coast In obedi-
ence to orders from Washington, but they
went up too far and so lost track of tho Daunt-
less. As she sailed nt midnight or thereabouts,
sho Is far be) ond recapturo by this tlmo.

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FIVE CURAX CASTAWAYS.

tlescned at Sea Artrr Itlsht Days orsntrerlng
Havfi Messages far the Junta.

MoniLK, Ala., June 15. Five men were
brought to this city to-d- on tho fruit steamer
Agnes, which pickod them up In a small skiff ten
miles north of Yucatan. They gavo their names
as Dr. Paulino Itoaujardln, Rafael Gutierrez,
Marcelano Slero, Ilcnlgno Chnlc, and Michael
Walsh, They told n harrowing tale of eight
dajs' suffering whilo cast away In the skiff,
which wns blown by easterly gales from ono of
tho smaller koys off Port Tampa. Thoy said
they hnd been fishing there when a storm over-
took them. With only provisions sufficient for
throe tin) s, their frail craft was tossed about by
high seas, which threatened frequently to en-

gulf It, from Juno 3 until Juno 11, when they
were rescued by the Agnes, moro dead than
alive, having been even without water for five
da) s.

The condition of the castaways when landed
hero boro witness to tho truth of tholr suffering.
All of them wore emaciated and 111, Gutierrez
being tho worst. Walsh was In such a condi-
tion that ho could not walk, his logs and feet
being terribly swollen through exposure and tho
action of the saltwater. Tho men spoko In tho
highest terms of Cant. Cornoilsen, master of tho
Agnes, and of the crew, who treated them kindly.
They wero examined by Dr. Murray of the Ma-
rino Hospital and pronounced freo from Infec-
tious disease, and the customs authorities, being
satisfied that tholr scant raiment did nothldo
dutiable articles, permitted them to escape from
tbe curious throng assembled on the wharf at
tho steamer's berth.

Gen. Daertenga, who is n Cuban leader In
Mobile, took charge of the little band, as if the
ordinary claims of his countrj men demanded it,
but it is now known thnt their arrival was ex-

pected, although they did not plan to reach tbo
city In a manner to arouse curiosity. Four of
them aro ardent patriot, nnd Walsh Is ono of
the chief Americans in the movement for the
liberty of Cuba.
