WEEKLY CROP BULLETIN.

Woather Generanlly Favorable te Agricaltural
Preducta.

WasamwgToN, June 15~The crop bulletin
insued by the Weather Bureau reports Lhe
weather conditions of the last week generally
favorable for sgricultural interesta over the
greater part of the country. In New England
and the northern portion of the middle Atlantie
Etates there was too much rain, while over
the central valleys and central Gulf States rains
would benefit crops.

Corn, while generally backward, haa made
good progress in the principal corn States, a
marked improvement being reported from Mis-
sourl, Kansas, and Nebraska, Serious injury is
reported in Wisconsin, Minnesota, and North
Dakota, owing to cool weather, and In New Eng-
land, the northern portion of the middle Atlantie
Biates, and the upper Ohlo Valley the planta
look yellow.

A general improvemet Is reported in cottom,
being most marked in South Carolina and Geor-
gin. The crop I8 generally clear and insecta less
numerous, Inuorthern Texas warm,dry weather

The suicide of the so-called KafMr King had
much lesa effect upon the London market for
securities than was generally expected here that
it would have, for the reason, spparentily, that
his mental conditlon and foancial affairs wore
much better understood there than here. In
other words, London has known for a long time
that he bad ceased to bo the important person-
age that he was when the speculation In South
African shares waa at ita height. Tothe sur-
prise of many, the London market for Ameri-
can securities, when business waa resumed
here this moming, was fractionally above the
final prices of yestendny, Besides, forelgn arbl-
trage houses bought several thousand shares of
varioun stocks. These clrcumstances resulted
in & strong and fairly active market during the
first hour. The improvement in prices invited
additional realizing sales, particularly in Sugar
Refining and the Granger stocka, and also some
selling for short account In expectation of a re-
action. Prices ylelded fractionally during the
middle of the day, but the strong undertone of
the market waa not impaired. Thisfart became
evident toward the close of business, when
efforis to recover stocks sold earller In the
day were stimulated by the news from Wash-
logton that the Senate had flnally adopted
the sugar schedule as agreed upon by the He-
publican caucus. The final movement of prices
reduced the net declines to small fractions, ex-
cept in the cases of Jersey Central and Manhat-
tan Rallway, which closed abouta point lower
than vesterday., Of the active stocksC., B, and
Quincy and 8t. Paul closed fractionally higher
than yesaterday, and Chicago Gas unchanged,
while of those denlt in less extonsively a large
number scored net advances, many of which
wore Important,

Among these last were the American Colton
(1l stocks, Hrooklyn Rapld Transit, C.. €., C. and
Bt. Louis, Consolidated Gas, East River Gas,
Lake Erie and Western and Oregon Short Line.
The market for the so-called innctive shares indi-
caten that operators who have taken proflts in
the leaders of the market are nuficiently confl-
dent of the future to turn thelr attentlon to leas
prominent securities, Of this class the only one
that sustained s noteworthy net loss to-day waa
Oregon RHallroad and Navigation preforred, upon
which a dividend of 1 ¥ rent. was recently de-
clared. Ans the rise in that stock, In connection
with the declaration of the firat dividend,
resultsd In part from speculative buying
the reaction (s entirely aatural, It will
be remembered that a majority of this
stock, which carries coutrol of the company
for several years, was purchased lust winter for
the Great Northern and the Northern Pacifio
companies, Its principal connections, thus se-
curing a harmonlouns and profitable Interchange
of traffic between those two lines and the Ore-
gon Navigstion Company. The net sarnings of
the lust named for the Arut elght monthsof the fis-
cal yoar were approximately §500,000 In excens
of the ixed charges for the enlire year., Thia
situation appours to have been overlooked hy
those most largely luterssted in the property,
and who are also cognlzunt of the prospects of
an unusually heavy wheat crop in the territory
tributary to the road,

All of the crop reports recelved to-dny were
of a cheerful character. Thia socounts for the
exceptionnl strength of the Granger stockns.
The aunouncoment that 600,000 gold, which
will not bo taken from the Sub-Treasury, will be
shipped on Thursday, had no eMect upon the cur
rent speculation. It Is possible that another
comparatively small shipment will bo wade at
the end of the week. On tho other hand, gold Is
sccumulating in the Clearing House vaults, &
deposit of $670,000 to-day incressing the
amount on deposit in thoee vaults to 45,000,
000, In these dayn, when it in fastionable to
fund and extend maturing rallway mortgagos,
