Tlio Now Torpedo Boat Bids.
There aro several points of Interest in tho

offers for building the latest trloof 30-kn-

torpedo boats.
Foremost among them ts the number of

bidders. When It Is considered that, only
a few years ago, thirty knots was beyond
the reach of even tho world-renowne- d for-

eign builders ot fast croft, and that up to
tho beginning of year before last the con-

tract speed exacted of our newest torpedo
boats, the three undertaken by the Colum-
bian Iron Works, was only 24Lj knots, It Is
astonishing to find ten different American
yards offering to build 30-kn- boats.

And coupled with this is the wide rango
of the bidding It Includes Bath, Boston,
New York, Camden, Philadelphia, Wil-
mington, and Baltlmoro on the Atlantlo
coast, and San Francisco and Portland
on the Pacific. In the list ot bidders
we observe some names ot well-know-

builders distinguished for other Govern-
ment construction who have never yet un-

dertaken a torpedo boat. We see others
who have before proposed to build boats ot
moderate speed, but attack tho fast ones
for the first time; finally, we see one or two
names wholly new to the construction of
war vessels of any kind.

All this Is gratifying, not only because It
shows that American Ingenuity and skill
aro already In the forefront ot the torpedo
boat field, but because we get the assurance
ot a great variety of resources on which,
In case ot sudden need, the Govern-
ment can rely. In the days of tho
Cushlng It was a subject of felicitation that
the country had, In tho IlKRREsnoirpa, one
firm that could turn out a torpedo boat of
what Is now very modest speed. Several
years later, when the Ericsson followed,
and a Dubuque firm received the contract,
the fact was officially commented on as
satisfactory. Now, with neither of tbeso
earlier firms competing, we find ten re-
sponsible builders ready to undertake eraft
of the highest type, and six knots faster
than the highest we had exacted up to two
years ago. We may add thata20-knotboa- t

was contracted for in October, 180B, by the
Morans of Seattle, who aro not among
the present bidders.

Tho prices asked, too, are generally low,
thus indicating that the Government gets
more and more for Its money, as familiar-
ity with the types ot modern shipbuilding
Increases In our yards. The differences be-

tween the conditions In this year's trio ot
30-kn- boats and lost year's make exact
comparisons somewhat difficult. Of tho
latter, the two Bath boats are to have a
displacement ot about 140Lj tons only and
to cost, for bull and machinery, $104,-00- 0

each, while the San Francisco boat
Is to displace 273 tons and to cost $227,-50-

The new offers Include boats running
all the way from 410 tons to 230. A vessel
of 330 tons can bo bulltfor $248,250; of 300
tons for $214,000; of 207 tons, for $212,-00- 0,

and so on. Of course there may be
other differences In contract requirements
besides that of size, but In general, as the
speed la the same, It will be noticed that
these proposals comparo very well in prlco
with lost year's 273-to- boat of the Union
Iron Works. .

liton nnd Populist.
8ome tlmo ago Governor LxBDYof Kansas

appointed a oommlttee to confer with com-

mittees of Texas and Oklahoma for the pur-
pose of seeing what could be done to rcduco
freight rates. The Kansas commltteo has
just made its report, after a pleasant free
excursion to Texas.

The reportassertsthtttthsrates from Kan-

sas to the Gulf of Mexico aro too high, and
suggests that tho Governor or tho ttallroad
Commission plead with tho railroad to put
down rates before tho tall Bhlpplngot grain
to tho South. It the pleading falls, as It
Will fall, on account of tho obduracy ot tho
railroad corporations, a special session of
the Legislature may bo called for tho pur-

pose ot passing the Maximum Freight bill,
which tailed at tho regular session. Theso
suggestions, however, are felt to be tame
and bloodless. As tho commltteo says,
"tho people aro standing with their hand
in tho lion's mouth, and If ho sees fit to
crush them, they can only submit."

So long as they depend on softening tho
hearts of trofflo managers or oven upon tho
good offices ot the Legislature, the hand
will remain in the lion's mouth. It they
are to save the hand, they must do it them-

selves. Hero reappears a great Kansas
Idea, clear to the wholo school of advanced
Kansas Populists, and to Governor Leedy
the very apple of his eye. Build a Stato
and Inter-Stat- e railroad from Kansas to
Galveston. The committee says that such a
road can be butlt from the northern boun-

dary line of Kansas to Galveston for
$8,000,000. "Some way must bo devised
to bring tho railroads under control or tho
people must toko the bull by the horns and
help themselves." It Is to bo wished that
they may not help themselves to railroads
which belong to other folks. Tho best
thing they can do Is to build a railroad ot
their own and bond It with

bondB. Then they can abolish
rates, freight and passenger, for all Popu-
list consignors and travellers, smash the
other railroads, and enjoy themselves gen-
erally. A genuine Populist railroad, run
for and by Populists, would bo an educa-
tion to everybody and a warning to pluto-
crats and monopolists, who would not bo
allowed to ride on It at any prlco ; and a
committee of the Legislature ln a buffet
car could accompany every train.

Monopoly will have cold feet when It
sees the first splko of tho Kansas Stato
railroad driven.

Tho Botanical Gordon Plans.
Tho adoption of the Botanical Garden

plans by the Park Board on Monday shows
more strikingly than has been shown
hitherto the limited understanding of their
duties on tho part of tho Park Commission-
ers, and the Botanical Society's almost in-

credible croze for having Its own way with
public property conditionally within its
control, regardless of the public's right in It.

Under tho law tho plans were prepared
by the society, unquestionably with the aid
of inferior experts. That, however, is
foreign to the main point. Under tho law
again the Park Board took up the duty of
examination, prior to approval, and, in a
moment of enlightenment, chose a commit-
tee of experts, ot the highest rank on ques-
tions of botanical gardens, of architecture,
and of landscape architecture or park
making. We have already recorded the
extraordinary spectacle of tho Botanical So-

ciety deliberately trying to Induce tho Park
Board to Ignore the recommendations of
thelrproperadvlsers, who alone represented
the city's Interests, and to accept tho desires
of the Botanical Society, representing only
themselves. They even Importuned the May-
or to exert his Influence, and, appreciating
no better than thoy tho principles ot art or
his own place ln the municipal administra-
tion. Col. Strono compiled most improp-
erly, and appealed to tho Park Board to
reject tho counsol of Prof. Sargent, Mr.
Hastings and Mr. Olmsted, and to adopt
the society's plans

The Park. Board, however, still retained
enough of the impulso which appointed
tho Sargent commltteo to refrain from
complying with tho request of the Mayor
and of tho members of tho society
who had approached them, and evi-

dently It wus Intimated to tho society
that somo respect should be paid to the
recommendations ot tho people's represen-
tatives. So on Monday new plans were
offered by tho society. To those, of course,
tho samo principle applied that applied to
tho first. They Bhould have been referred
again to Prof. Saroent and his col-
leagues, to report whether tho modifi-
cations wero satisfactory. Nothing Bhould
havo been accepted until finally It
had received tho stamp of their ap-
proval. By no other method could the first
rule of park management, and ot all public
affairs Involving art particularly, bo kept
Intact, and tho dignity of tho city be re-
garded duly. Yet two such achievements
were beyond the Park Board's ability. Left
to themselves, they probably would havo fol-
lowed the guidance which has led them
to appeal to experts ; but before tho pressure
ot tho Mayor and the Botanical Society
their slight hold on the prlnr:lplo of tho
thing was loosed utterly. Thoy showed
that they must havo appointed the Sargent
committee originally without understand-
ing the why and wherefore, and that thoy are
as blunt to tho Ideas which should govern
them In administering tho New York park
land as tho poor Mayor himself. Among
tho three Commissioners responsible for
this gross breach of decency and order are
to be found good clothes, good manners,
good speech, and presumably good Inten-
tions; but, unfortunately, these cannot fit
them for the business assigned to them,

Tho conduct of the Botanical Society will
remain amazing much beyond the closure
ot the episode, nera are a number of nota-
bly well reputed gentlemen, Including, one
would suppose, an understanding of art and
ot public administration sufficient to cure
the vandalism which wealth cannot euro.
Among them are tho President of Columbia
College and threo of Columbia's professors.
For the subscription ot a comparatively
small sum of money, thoy have been hon-
ored with a seml-publl- function, care-
fully and fittingly held subject to the
final authority of tho regular officials.
Yet, Instead ot sedulously observ-
ing the proprieties of their relation
to the public, and of zealously guarding
against the obtrusion of their personal in-

fluence, to the disturbance of the Park De-
partment's most precious rule, they have
pressed forward as though the 2C0 acres of
Bronx Pork committed partially to their
caro were a personal toy, in exploiting
which their impatience would brook no In-

terference.
Perhaps these gentlemen may get some

Insight into thslr course if they consider
for a moment the case of the statue offered
bjQvuBvTnaaixuo topplac laBlvt-- ,

sldo Pork, and dealt with the day these
plans wor "approved." Gen. BtrrrKn-fikl- d

was qulto on all fours with tho
Botanical Society. His standing as a
citizen Is unexceptionable. He was ani-

mated by publio spirit when he offered his
statue. He spent his own money for It.
He could havo pleaded the elevation ot his
motives, and his core in selecting the
sculptor, bringing tho lattcr's cortlfleate
that the statue was go--d ln its art. Bui the
Park Board referred Gen. Buttermbi.d'b
proposition to Its regular professional ad-

viser, the National Sculpture Society. Tho
latter reported that the etntuo was artisti-
cally inferior, nnsulted to tho site pro-

posed, and that no monument was desirable
for that site anyway. Now, suppose that
Gen. BuTTEimEJ.D had besought the Park
Board with the Twelfth Regiment, had vis-

ited tho Mayor and had persuaded him, In
his Ignoronco ot tho merits of the case, to
express his wishes to his appointees, the
Pork Commissioners, and at lost hod in-

duced them to break down for his benefit
tho precedents that protect the publio in-

terest ln tho porks, and, on their own un-

trained but potent authority, to impose upon
the city another monument condemned by
the highest critics the city could summon to
Its aid!

That Is the situation of the Botanical
Garden affair to-da- It Is a curious illus-

tration ot human nature,

A Memorial to Dr. Samuel Fist Green.
Recent newspapers bring to us from the

Island of Ceylon accounts of on interesting
event ln that part of tho world, namely,
the opening of a hospital just completed on
tho Island of Caradlve to the memory of
Dr. Samuel Fisk Green, a brother ot the
Hon. Andrew H. Green of New York.
Wo quote from the Jaffna Star:

This insUtutlon at CaradlT was formally opened
on the 12th Imt, and the exercises on the occasion
prored to be quite noteworthy. Tho day selected was
a public hoUday, being the Tamil Tal Pongal, or fsast
of the first fruits. A neat and spacious pandal had
been erected in front of the building and wsll fur-
nished with stttees. B tween three aad four hun-
dred gathered, including some fifty from out-
side of Caradlve, who were honored with
seats on the veranda. Then was also qulto a
company ot Tamil ladles. Boon after Bi80 P. M. Blr
Wuxuh Twtdjlh, E. C. II. 0 arrlTed and, taking the
chair, the exercises were opened by the singing of a
lyrlo, and the reading of Scripture by the Rev. O. it.
SaitDxxs, the Caradlre pastor.

" After this came a historical sketch of the under-
taking by air. K. ViscTAsanra, through whose efforts
chiefly the hospital hss been erected.

"lie was a medical student under Dr. Obeh at
JUenlppay, and In his experience ia the bland had

lmnrttuiHl with the ImDOrtanoa of tntrodnolnff
the practice of Western medicine on a more permanent
basis than his own treatment.

"Sir Williib. who was always a warm Mend and

It is gratifying to find lu the bold words
of Messrs. Dillon, O'Kkllt, and Redmond In
the Huuso of Commons on Monday last tho proof
that the spirit of liberty has not been crushed ln
Ireland by tho forty-tw- o coercion acts which
distinguish the reign of Victoma. "While your
empire Is engaged ln Jubilation," eald Mr. Ilsr
mond, "Ireland stands at your door sullen and
dlsutfoctcd." Upon the same subject Mr.
O'Kellt, the member from North Roscommon,
rutide the following memorablo statement: "Our
action means moro than appears upon the sur-
face. It Is a sign that, when the day comes that
you will have to fight tor your liberties, we will
stand aside.

to me, in vlow ot tho necessary brevity
ot cabled reports, that a more dotnllod state-
ment ot what took place, and of somo of tho
causes leadlne thereto, by an American student
ot Irish nftitlrs, might be of Interest.

Boniettmo ogo acommleslon, contlslinrf mainly
of Englishmen, was appointed by tho Kngllsh
Government to inquire into allogod grievances
concerning tho Unnnclnl treatment ot Ireland by
Great Britain. Their report, recently enbmltted,
Bhowcd that a grave Injustice hodboendono
Ireland for yoars. Thoro can bo no question as
to that Irish Unionists and Nationalists wore
united upon the question. Tho greatest Kngllsh
exports on flnanco had boen examined before tho
commltteo, and had agreed, yol tho demand for
redress had boon refused by an overwhelming
majority In Parliament,

A short tlmo after this refusal ot redress Mr.
John Redmond presided at a meeting, held ln
tho Rotunda In Dublin, for the purpose of
launching tho now organization known as the
Irish Indepoudent Loogue.

Ot tho purposo of that organisation, or of the
causes that led to Its Inception, I shall not
speak here. It Is enough to tay that at Hint
meeting Mr. Itodmond ttatcil nn a pnrt of his
Slatform tho necessity ot foratnir upon Great

tho claim for redress linulu by Ireland
against unjust taxation.

At a moans to this end ho proposed to content
overy vote of tnonoy rnado by I'nrllaniout in
what it called Committee of Supply, for any pur-poe-

not Irish, on the ground that Ireland wax
paying too large a than of tho money granted
by such a voto.

On Friday, May 28. tho House ot Commons
was engaged ln committee, as It It called
((, e., tho Speaker being absent nnd the Chairman
ot Committees pretlalng). The question

tho Uoute was tho voting of tome thou-
sand! of pounds for English bnrbors nnd light-
houses, of which Ireland would havo to pay nn
alleged disproportionate share.

11 may bo woll to mention hero thnt since the
meeting In Dublin, ln fact a few dnyt before this
proposed vote, Mr. Balfour, as leader of the
Government, had laid before tho Houte of Com-
mons, lu general terms, nproposod measure of
relief for Ireland, consisting of some form of
local government and a lessening of certain
local rates along tho lines of the relief to agri-
culture given to English landlords during tho
last session. This propositi of Mr. llalfour had
been welcomed br all Irish representatives alike,
as a long dolayod stop In tho right direction;
and hero tho tnattor dropped so far as Parlia-
ment was concerned.

Tho Government organs, and In fact the large
majority of English papers, seemed to look on
this nt a settlement of the Irish claims for
redress, and tho final burial of Homo Rulo. The
acquiescence of the several Irish leaders was
pointed to as proving that bocauso they had
not refused somo crumbs ull demand for the loafwas at nn end.

I may say here that that scheme of local gov-
ernment was extremely vague, and the remission
of rates or taxes did not In any way meet the
claim made by tho Enallsh commission, but was
little better than a bribe, let us tay inducement,
to Irish landlords lo wiiuuuiu thnlrnnnmilUnn
to any form of local government to Ireland, how-
ever meagre thnt suggestion of liberality might
ho. It was not, I r cpcit. an answer to the re-
port of the Financial Commission; tho answer
to that had previously been given by the Gov-
ernment ln rejecting its report and In Insisting on
tho appointment of a new commission to go over
the old ground again, n matter of several years,
whilo every wrwk that passed left a heavier bur-
den on tho shoulders or overtaxed and Impover-
ished Ireland.

It was under theso circumstances that, on the
Chairman submitting to the House tbe vote of

24.037 for harbors and lighthouses, Mr.
Clancy, a I'arnelllte member, ouposed the voto
on tho grounds I have mentioned. Tbe Chair-
man Interrupted him to sny that he could not
present these reasons. Then Mr. John Red-
mond, nt leader of the I'arnelllte party, rose and
respectfully submitted that It was tn order on
opposing a voto to give tbe reasons. I am
quotlnir from the report given by the London
limes. Tho Chairman then said thnt on this
vote tbo honorable member could not go Into
the financial relations ot Great Britain and Ire-
land. Mr. Redmond again rose and said
that he had no Intention of going
Into thu details of the question, but
that ho felt It his duty to Insist, as
an Irish member, that the recent propo-
sals of the Government did not meet the
question of tho financial grievance of Ireland,
and that therefore Here be was again
Interrupted by tho Chairman, who said that
he could not discuss that subject. Mr.
Redmond Insisted on his right to do eo. when
he was ordered to resume h la Boat; this he
refused to do. and after two division! was
suspended. Mr. Clancy. Mr. W. Redmond,
and Mr. Field, all followers of Mr. John Red-
mond, then severally nnd at some length In-
sisted on their right to raise tho question of un-
just taxation In opposing taxation, each dis-
tinctly declaring his Intention not to go into
detail!. Each was ln turn driven from the
chamber, and so tho British House of Commons
were freed from tho Infliction of Irish members
presenting Ireland's reasons for not joining ln agrnnt of ttiout Sl'JO.OOO.

Of course Uiere has Leon the familiar chorus
In English papers of Irish members playing to
the gallery, &c a ttalo echo of tho erica
familiar enough years ago when Parnell andBlggar used, or misused at Englishmen said, the
rules of tbe House upon everv opportunity to
forvo the cltlms nf Ireland on the unwilling at-
tention of English members.

From this almplo statement of facts your read-
ers will see that, notwithstanding the unani-
mous approval bestowed by the Irish mem-
bers of P rllniiicnt on Mr. Balfour's statement
ln the House of Commons, a vague suggestion of
remedial legislation, however much It may have
tended to bridge t he differences between the Irish
people nnd tho English Government, cannot by
any stretch or the Imagination be taken as estab-
lishing the terms nn which tho homo rule agita-
tion will be Anally settled; nor as even tem-
porarily preventing Irish members from press-
ing every Just claim ot Ireland for redress pend-
ing suoh settlement.
