The correspondent was struck by the undis-
guised feeling shown by tho occupant of the
legions of craft of all shapes and sites threading
the lines of the floating citadels. He returned
to Portsmouth and started on another resieU
He fonnd the crowd always the ssmo. Thoy
frantically cheered their own Ironclads and
cruisers. The women cried and waved their
handkerchief and tho children squalled, but
the enthusiasm diminished when the foreign
warships wore passed. Then they cheered
politely, but without conviction.

heat and tbo noises, tbe restrictions and tho dis-
tractions of the city. Beason after season boat-
ing parties have visited from island to Island,
and an occasional visitor has been entertained
at somo one of the homes of this colony ot dwell-
ers In our Amorlcan Venice.

The subject and object of a casino wa a
natural evolution. It has been realized. Xa
Island of about three acres In extent was
bought by a number of gentlemen wbo organ-
ized themselves into tbe St. Lawrence River
Real Estate Association. It isn't customary to
organize area! estate association In the mlddlo
of a river, but that Is where tbe holdings of this
company of gentlemen are located. Welcome
Island, aa It is called. Is off Alexandria Bay, to
the north of Dewey Isle and Nobby Island
and a little to the northeast of Oeorge M. Pull-
man's Castle Rest. The clubhouse has beon
built, and it will bo opened to tbe member of
the St. Lawrence River Real Estate Association
and of the Thousand Island Club, which 1 prac-
tically another name for the same thing, on or
about the 1st of July. The Thousand Island
Club, in a word, has leased the property of the
real estate association; but that Is a detail.

The new casino Is the handsomest building of
Its kind In the country. It 1 built on the edge
of a great boulder, and from the boat landing:
extends by a beautiful terrace up to a veranda
that ts some 18 feet In width and about
250 feet In length, running along the whole
front of the clubhouse. The clubhouse itself is
two stories In height and shingled throughout
externally, with hardwood finish and raftered
ceilings within. It Is a picturesque building,
generally red in color, with gable and Venetian
roasts and other adornments. It la a haven for
yachtsmen who may be favored with cards, and
a place of entertainment for the young people of
the Thousand Island colony.

The cost of thl cosoy casino ha been about
$35,000. The great hall, up to which the ter-
race lead from tho river landing, is forty feet
square and finished in polished; and varnished
cherry. Opposite the main cntranc is a great
fireplace, reaching nearly across the hall, and
flanked with seats, for there aro raw, cold darseven in midsummer on tho St. Lawrence. To
the right of the hall Is a great ballroom. 40
by 00 feet In measurement, provided nlth a
small stago and tbo nocessnry dressingrooms, for
Btieb entertainments as the club may arrange
to give On tlio left of tho entrance hall Is thedining room. t5 by 25. and beyond that n bil-
liard room that is evon larger than the dining
room. Tho kitchen, serving room, storerooms,
and wine room occupy a space of 28 by 50 feet
back of tbe dining room, and with srvanu"
rooms overhead. Thero are hot and cold wnter
and gas throughout, tnd. of course, the usual
toilet accommodations.

Apart from the casino is a cottage for the ac-
commodation of such of tho members of theclub
aa doslre to spend any time on Welcome Island,
nnd it la tho aim of the club to provide a wel-
come for any cruising -- achtsmen v. ho may wishtotlouphoro. and whom they need not deny
thomsolves any of the comforts that the city
Itself could provide, while enjoying tho air andscenory that the Ht. Lawrcnco alono can afford.

"AS RIO AB A PIEOE OP CHALK."
Oae risee That Was a Lara aa ttaa Whet

Centtaent er Earepa.
From the PUttburg DUpatch.

The small piece of chalk which Is in constant
nse In the schoolroom, the lectureroom, the
bllllardroom. and the workshop has a strange
history, the unraveling of which through all it
complexities is one ot the most difficult prob-
lems with which the science of tho present day
is called upon to deal. This piece is in reality a
chip of an Immense block of chalk that once
filled nn area tho size of the continent of Europe,
and of which even yet several gigantic frag-
ments remain, each hundreds of square miles inextent. These patches ore scattered over theregion lying hctneen Ireland on tbe west and
China on tho east, nnd extending In tho other
direction from Sweden In the north to Portugal
in the south.

In tho British Isles the chalk 1 found In great-
est perfection and continuity in tbe east and
soutbeest of England. A sheet of chalk more
than 1,000 feet In thlcknoss underlies all thatportion of England which Is situated to the
southeast of a line crossing the Island diagonally
from Ihe North Sea at Klsmborough Head to thecoast on the English Channel in Dorset. Thl
enormous sheet of chalk is lilted up slightly on
the west, and It depressed eastern portion
that dtp towurd tho waters of the North Sea areusually buried from sight by mean of overlying
sands and clays. Where tbo edges of the enale
floor come upon the sea tho ell ft scenery 1

triklngly grand and beautiful. Any ono who
has once seen the magnificent rocks of Flam-boroug- h

and Boochy Head, the Jagged stacks of
tbe Needles, or the dizzy moss of Shakespeare's
Cliff, near Dover, can understand why " tbewhlto cliffs of Albion" has grown Into a stockphrase.

This massive sheet of chalk appear again laFrance, in many other parts of Europe as fareast ns tho Crimea, and evon In Central Asia,
beyond the Son of Aral. How far it stretched
westward Into what Is now the Atlantlo may
nover bo known, but chalk cliffs of nt least 200
feet in thlcknoss nro seen nt Antrim, in Ireland,
and less conspicuous formation nro found In Jc
Scotland, In Argylo. and Aberdeen. Thoro can '

belittle quostlon that nil these now isolated
patches wero onco connected In a continuoussheet, which must, therefore, havo occupied a
superficial area about 3,000 miles long by nearly
1,000 broad, an extent larger than that of the
present continent of Europe,
