XXTJt TOriCB ABOVT TOWN.

Tho circulating literature of the Tenderloin
has lately been enriched by the addition ot one

or two publications Issued In other cities and
sent to Now York by a mothod less likely to load
to serious results than the uso of the United
States malls. Ono of these papors Is printed In
Chicago and another In New Orleans, and now

for tho first tlmo thoy aro accessible to any-

body uptown who has tho five cents tho nows-boy- s

ask for them. The centre from which
these papers are distributed for Now York uso Is
considerably further down town than tho region
in which they aro Just at ptwont publicly ottered
for sale, bolng located In Chinatown. In tho
past their circulation was limited to that neigh-
borhood and to others of tho samo character.
But in the days which see protests against tho
Mncmonnles statue and tho suppression of "Tho
Triumph of Death," tholr field has been widely
oxtendod. They wero formorly handled with
great care downtown, and were passed fur-
tively from hnnd to hand. But tho newsboys
sell them openly uptown now.

Nobody con rido on tho Boulevard now with-
out observing that the woman's high bicycle
shoo has become a thing of the past, and has
been very appropriately supplanted by the black
silk stocking and patent leather slipper. The
Improvement, from a spectacular point of view,
is not to be questioned. When the high shoe
was new It was stiff, destructlvo to the real out-
line of tho leg, and wooden looking. When it
was old it was wrinkled and sloppy looking,
with a dojootion of aspect that made trimnoss
out ot tho question. These were Its spectacular
defects. From u woman's point of view It was
Just as uncomfortable. During tho hot weath-
er O closo-flttln- g leather boot that reached al-
most up to tho kneo was not adnpted to con-
tribute comfort to an athletic exercise. But
whether It was really comfortable or not tho
high leather boot spoiled tho outlines of tho log,
and Iti proper decline In favor seoms only a Just
coiiHcquonco. Tho overwhelming advnntages
of the silk stocking aro apparent on the blcyclo
nowmlays evory day. Tho freedom of nctlon.
tho coolness in this matter, and tho merit ot
being w holly becoming aro some of its ail van-
tages to tho wearer, and the steady Increase In
Its popularity shows that they are appreciated.
Its superiority to the other form of leg covering
is something ot which the spectators would
allow no dispute. Tlio black silk stockings
with pumps similar to those worn by men in the
evonlng contrasted with a skirt of blue or
brown linen this combination is ono not infre-
quent now in tho Park and on the bonlovards
and no effoct so entirely rosthetlo has been pro-
duced since tho problem of reconciling women's
clothes and the bicycle first arose.

In an effort to cultivate a taste for flowers
among the children of the east sido, one of the
missions bos gono Into the potted plant busi-
ness. In front of tho mission house, which
faces Tompkins square, thero Is a small coun-

ter covered with cheap potted plants. Thoy
are all sold at the same price and that price Is
surprisingly low. The sales are limited to the
children In the neighborhood, and the buy
enough flowers to make It worth while for the
mission to employ a man especially to look
after this work. The Institution occupies a
large and impresslvo building and the contrast
between It and the small flower Btand with
tho wares ticketed to be sold at a phenome-
nally low prico Is rather Incongruous. The sight
of a man In a straw hat standing behind the
Uttlo counter celling the plants adds another
aspect ot the unaccustomed to the corner on
which the mission Is situated.

The Italians who have had a monopoly of
the newsboy trade In lemonade along Park
row have been crowded to tho curb recently
by two colored men. Smith and Brown, who
have revolutionized the business by several
Innovations. Until a week ago the Italians sold
lemonade out of ordinary; tin pails, and then
Smith appeared on the ground. He trundled
a big barrel painted yellow and mounted on
four wheels. Tho inscription across the front
read, "Tho Old Oaken Bucket Lemonade."
Smith wore a white cap and on apron. He
was a success from tho start. Every newsboy
on the row bought lemonade exclusively of
Smith. Threo days later Brown happened
along with another barrel mounted on four
wheels and brighter In Its colors than Smith's.
It had large red hands around it and was named
"Oaken Bucket" Two-third- s of the newsboys
went over to Brown and the other third clung
to Smith. The Italians along the row couldn't

away lemonade from tin pails. One of
icm followed tho lead of the colored men

but his barrel was a bad imitation. He
called it the "Standard Oakon Bucket' thereby
losing the signlrlcanco of the name. lie dldn t
wear a cap and an apron and he wasn't so much
of a success as tho colored men. Ho beat out
the tin-po- brigade, hnwover, and it looks
now as It they would be forced to give up
business or buy "Old Oaken Buckets."

"Owners of tenement property on the east
sido that has been condemned for parks
are having a hard time of it these days," said
one of them yesterday. T have several houses
on East Houston street that wore condemned
some months ago for a now park. Many of my
tenants are tailors, and when I ask them for
rent they tell me that they are all on a strike. I
then tell them that It they can't pay the rent thoy
must get out To this they reply that the prop-
erty has been condemned, ana that the oity a
employee! aro likely to turn up any day and pull
the bouses down round their earn. Thoy say
that under thooe circumstances their lawyers tell
them that It wonld be foolish to pay rent Now,
what can I do with theso people! It costs a
month's rent to dispossess them. Every one of
them knows some pollco court lawyer who ad-
vises him on oil sorts of questions. Ot course,
tho city Isn't going to tear down thoso buildings
without due warning, and they know it aswoll
as I do. When tho city doos take them I shall
invest in no more east sido tenements."

This Is probably due tn tho placoUcbrow women
havo ooouplod In tho past bolng expected cblofly
to fill tho position of housekeeper and mother,
and nothing higher, Tho boj s aro more enrnest
audmako better material to work with. Wo find
many intelligent und capahlo executions, how-
ever, among thn young girls, and wo do not fall
to commend them for their putlcnco and domes-
tic virtues, as well as for their Industrious spirit
This last characteristic applies to both sexes.
Even young boys may bo scon peddling, and
Jewish girls work early and late with their

When Canadians speak of giving a preference
to English goods they mean, of course, a prefer- -

enco over goods Imported from Ihe United
I 8tates. Canada's total Imports in 1695 amount-e- d

to $105,252,511, of which (31,000.000 came
from the United Kingdom, and 954,000,000
from the United States; Qermany.France, Japan,
and the Spanish West Indies being the only oth-
er nations that sent more than a million. Thus
It seems that England is being offered a tre-
mendous chance ot adding 950,000,000 to ber
export trade. But what is the truth I Of the
$54,000,000. 928,000,000 aro free goods,
and 924,000,000 only aro dutiable So
England's new market Is cut down at
onco by holt. But It la not 924.000,000
but a great deal less that Is offered.
Somo of the goods which make up the amount
of $24,000,000 are not manufactured or ex-
ported by England at all, and wo may take it
for granted that when England has not hitherto
sent of any commodity 10 per cent, of what tho
United States has sent, tho reason is that nat-
urally tho advantage Is so much in favor of the
United States that not even a 23 percent, lower
duty will induce Canadians to buy of England
In any quantity.

If wo apply this test, we And that of the
821,000,000 of dutiable goods imported
from tho United States, about 911,000,-00- 0

aro practically at present not sub-
ject to competition from England. Either
England docs not manufacture them or the con-
ditions ot distance and freight are such thst Itdocs not pay to Import them from England, ex-cept In casual quantities. The fifty-fou- r millionshave now dropped to less than fourteen, butthis amount must be further reduced. Customstables are never very accurate nor very mu:h Indetail, and often very different (roods aro in-
cluded under tho some name. Books are Im-ported from the United 8tatcs and from Eng-
land, but the two countries do not come Intocompetition. The class of books imported fromthe United States are mainly paper-covere- dreprints and novels, which could not beimported from England. Then. Americanhardware Is different in kind from Eng-
lish hardware, and the one kind couldnot supply the place of the other; and. preferenceor no preference, the Canadians will continue toImport American hardware. It is the same withdrugs and medicines, mainly proprietorr arti-cles, carriages, green fruits, and nuts, and thatmiscellaneous group which is entitled "PostOffice parcels. For various reasons there willbe no diminution in the amount of these classesof goods Imported and used, and consequentlyEngland will gain very little here. But the totalImports of goods of this class from the United8tates must bo valued at nearly 98.000,000; sothere really remains of United
to English attack something less thYnevenmif-llon-i-.

Tho beauty of the wholo transaction lies Inthis, hpneter, that Canada does not mean toallow EncllBh goods to enter Into closer compe-
tition with her own productions than they havedono hitherto. Sho did not keep tho old tariffand give a 25 per cent, reduction on Englishgoods, but Ilrst raised the tariff In manv In-stances by asmueh as it was to be reduced by thopreference; and thus, wlthmitexposlng her ownmanufacturers, sho v. as nhlo to give a preferenceE",1' Roods entirely at tho expense ofothers.
