Ever since the
freshman race on last Wednesday, when the
Cornell boys mado such nn nnespectedly poor
showing, they have been In the dumps. Court-
ney put three subs In, but the crew worked
no better. Then he replaced them with
the old men. Aa nothing seemed to

heart In the crew ho tried a new scheme?ut morning. He sent the three crews out for a
spin, and to tlcklo the youngsters he saw that
they came in ahead of the two 'varsity crews.
This evening he tried the same tootles. Tho
crews paddled to the start of the course and
raced back to the bridge. The freshmen kept
ahead, but they had to work hard to do so. Both
tho 'varsity eights rowed in splendid form, witn
lota of reserve strength.

Ilrlggs continues to excite admiration by the
fine- work ho la doing. He pulls with more life,
and Is apparently stronger than ho wo lost
week. Tho Cornell 'varsity oarsmen have
returned to their old weight, nnd somo ore even
heavier than before their last race. Courtney
ays that exactly tho same freshmen and the

same 'varsity crew that row! last week will
compete In the coming races.

At llellevuo Villa there is the bustle
ot new arrivals as fast as tlio trains
team Into the West Shore station. To-

night Archie Wright, the crack oar of
the University ot Ponnsylvanla, who waa
captain of the only winning crew of that insti-
tution back In the eighties, came over from
Philadelphia and received a hoarty greeting.
Andy O'Dea, the Australian coach, ho
been giving a good deal of his timo to study-
ing the Pennsylvania crews. Ue does not favor
too long a strokcand Pennsy's men ore not to be
criticised In this respect.

There is some talk hero that Ward has altered
his stroke to embrace some of the features of
the Cornell stroke, but if thero has been any
change in the work of tho crews it is in the
direction of bettor form nnd more finish. The
stroke is unchanged. Tho 'varsity eight did
some fine rowing In a spin this morn-
ing between the freshmen and 'varsity tho lat-
ter won by a smill margin. Tho 'varsity cox-
swain steered tho freshmen, and when the crew
returned to the boathouse ho reported that the
boat drifted badly. To overcome this Ward
placed a fin on It.

All three crews were out this afternoon. The
second crew, which is mado up of subs, were in
a happy frame ot mind. Whether thoy row In
the race or not. which Is doubtful. It will soon
be time to break training. The eights rowed up
the river and raced down. The freshmen got
somewhat the worst of it nnd dropped oat at the
boathouse. The other two crews kept on to be-
low the finish, 'rowing altogether six or seven
miles. No time was taken.

Ward says that be not only does not see any
signs of stateness In Courtney's crews, but he
think they ore improving if anything.

The great demand for medium-price- bicyclos
this year ha convlncod tho loading manufac-
turer that it I Impossible to maintain stand-
ard price on tJlOO wheels. The Pope Manu-
facturing Company of Hartford, who make the
Columbia bicycles, announced yestorday that
beginning with their 8100 bicycle
will bo reduced to $76. Thl statement, coming
from oneot the oldest nnd most respesentalivo
firm In thl country, implies I hat 875 will bo the
prevailing price for tho hlgh-grad- chain blcyclos
for the rost of this season. Now of thl reduc-
tion In price ha causod a big tonsation among
riders and the trade.

The bicycle trade ha been in a chaotio state
tnoo early in tho sprlnsr. due to the widespread

practice of price cutting among tho local agents
throughout the country. Several of the big
firms have made strong efforts to maintain a
itandard prloe for their high-grad- e wheels, nnd

ome few have succeeded admirably. Tho com-

petition with tho maker of good V0 and 975
wheel has, however, reduced ths Bales of tho
highest grade bicycles to such an extent that It
ha become manifest to tho biggest firms that a
reduction must be mado in order to dispose ot
tho '07 stock.

The salo of bloycles throughout the country
this year has been large, but tho demand for
9100 wheels ha fallen off, and the outlook as-

sumed such a discouraging aspect that It Is
that firms In all sections will within the

next ten days meet tho cut made in Columbia
bloyoles. In the bicycle trado a reduction of

In the leading wheel ho beon anticipated
or omo time, but it was not oxpoct od that tho big
iousos would make any reductions this season.

It 1 generally understood that four or five firms
propose to put the chainlets bicycle on tho mar-
ket next year. Including tbo Popo peoplo, aa their
leading wheel. Tho Introduction of this novelty,
which Is now declared to be in perfect order,
must necessarily result In a reduction in tho
price of tho chain bloyolos, but It was not
thouo-h- t ltkelv that the reduction would iro Into
effect until the chslnless wheel was Introduced
and Hated at $100 lata In the fall.

Elliott Mason, the Now York manager ot the
Pope Company ,wa seen by a reporter ofTllK Scn
nt his office at 12 Warren street yesterday. Mr.
Mason verified the report that the company has
decided to reduce their U00 bicycle to 973. Ho
attribute the reduction to thedcslro lo compete
with the firms who are selling bicycles at re-
duced prlcos and at publlo auctions. IIo declares
that fit company has sold a gruat number
ot wheels this season, and while in no wleo suf-
fering from the price cutting in other housos.
thoy feel that they can better compete with rival
houses by selling at a slightly roduced figure.
He compares the bicycle Industry with the his-
tory of sewing machines, and predicts that the
business of the former will follow the progress of
the latter. Rumors of overproduction were
abundant last season, and it was expected that
ome of tbo firms would exsrolso great caution

this year In their output In order not to become
overstocked.

ot firms are In financial dlfllcultlcs
this year due to being unable to dispose of
enough ot their output to meet outstanding ob-
ligations.

A man closely identified with the trade mode
the following announcement to The Sck re-
porter:

" The announcement of the Pope Manufactur-
ing Company that they would reduce the price
on tholr 1897 wheels to 070 baldly came as a
surprise as such a step nod long been anttci- -

In trade circles. There is no doubt thatBated of the Pope Company has lieen largely
due to the recent auotlon sales of bicycles
In this city and the general wholesale
cutting of prices throughout tho country. It has
been an open secret for weeks past that almost
every bicycle could be bought at a cut price. The
manufacturers of high grade wheels havo en-
deavored to maintain list prices as announced
by them at the commencement of the Bcason,
but the growing competition of the dry goods
stores and tho great publlo demand for a bicycle
costing less tnn $100 have brought about
the step Just annoumedby tho Pope company.

"What the action of the other manu-
facturers will be, cannot be stated at pres-
ent, but It is apparent that, with n, fow twa-slb-le

exceptions, all will follow In roduclng their
list price. This step may be regarded as an in-

dication of prlcor) for 181)8. The cllect of it will
undoubtedly be to eventually kill off the various
auction sales and dry goods business, ns the
buying publlo will most certainly prefer
to deal with the reputable manufacturer
than buy wheels sold under another name at a
fancy prior. There Is no doubt that this action
will very seriously affect the American business
in foreign countries, moreospeclally in England,
where the demand is for high-grad- wheels,
which the publlo are willing to pay a good price
for."

It is rumored on good authority thntnext year
the guarantee on bicycles will be abolished. The
action of tho members of tho Hoard of Trade In
reducing the guarantee this year to six months
served as an index as to whotber the guaruntoe
really served any useful purpose as n selling
agent. Cyclists generally have not hesitated to
accept the six months' guarantee, nnd the lead-
ing manufacturers now think the time Is ripe to
abolish it altogether.

A meeting of the Executive Committee of tho
Board of Trado will be bold y, and there is
no doubt the whole situation will bo carefully
gone over and interesting dovelopmenta are ex-
pected, but whother they will bo made public
Immediately is soinowhat doubtful. It Is ex-
pected that the Executive Committee will con-
sult with representatives of the hlcyclo tiro
manufacturers In relation to abolishing the
guarantee on both bicycles nnd tires.
