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No Bond Sales in Sight,

The cheerful forecast which Tnm Bow
made on Wednesday of the Government's
financial condition at the closs of [ta fineal
year yeaterday, has been more than eon-
‘firmned by results. The defleit In the reve-
moue for the year, Instead of belng a little
lesa than §25,000,000, as we sald It would
be, Is but n trifle over $22,000,000, show-
ing a galn of nearly $3,000,000 more than
we axpected. The balance in the Treasury
s also £237,000,000, against $230,000,000
on May 1, and $212,800,000 on March 1.

In the face of thess figurea some Mug-
wrump croakers are predicting that a resort
to bond sales to meet current expensea, such
aa were made by President CLEVELAND,
will be rendered necessary by the new
tarlff before the mesting of Congress next
December. The prediction is as silly aa it
is maliclous, The Treasury has In hand,

* bealdes ita gold reserve of $140,000,000,
sllver dollars, national bank notes, and
Government notes amounting altogether to
over $100,000,000, and Its net available
balance, deducting fractlonal and minor
¢oln, is $220,000,000,

Should, therefors, the new tariff, in the
course of the current fiscal year, produce,
a8 ita enemlea say It will, £33,000,000 less
than the Government requirements, thers
is plenty of money In the Treasury to meet

+ the appropriations until next winter at
least, and to give Congress ample time to
eorrect any shortcomings of this summer.

My, Low's Burprising Bilenoce.

No word has come from Mr. S8err Low
“eonosrning his candidacy for nomination
an since his letter to the committes
of the Citizens' Union wherein he an-
mounced his willlngness to take the nomi-

* mation If it shonld be proved to him that
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bo would be & “unifying force aniong the
friends of good government.” He has given
the consent of ailence, therefore, to the very

- extidordinary efforts which have been made
to boom hin candidacy, though thess have
been condncted In a spirit and by methods
which make impossible the unification he
laid down as an absoluts condition.

- " While the Citizens' Union has been In-

* flating his boom so laboriously, the Repub-

;1% llean organization In New York has pro-
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ceeded to make the annual enrollment of

¥ % it mombers, with the result of seouring

-m much greater llst than ever before,
At 8 meeting of the district captains
and organizers of the party, held pre-
wviously, the attendance was many thou-
sands, making it one of the most important
and suggestive political gatherings ever
sssembled In New York, though it met

Liew long before the excitement of a po-
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litieal campaign. Together with the re-
_markable enrollment of last Tueaday, It
indicates that the Republican party In New
York is now more compactly organized

-~ and under better discipline than at any

provious time, than even last year, when it
carried New York for the first time since its
foundation.

The enrollment of a party in a large com-
munity never affords the measure of its
wholestrength. A large partof the member-
ship, one-half, orat least one-third, neglects
enrollment altogether, not caring to take
any share in the management of the interior

*‘machinery of the party; and this Is true of
Republicans perhaps more especinlly. Very
many of them have no concern in practical
politics except during a hotly contested
eampaign, The Republican enrollment of
last Tuesdsy, exceeding 80,000, it is es-
timated, suggests accordingly that the
present strength of the Republican party
In New York is greater than ever before,
and It shows deep and unusual interest
among Its members even so roon after the
exhaustion of a long nnd bilter canvass
most trying to nerve a.‘:d emotion,

It indicates also that the unity of the Re-
publicans in their party organization is
negw more complete than ever. Unquestion-
ably the effort to push forward the candi-
dacy of Mr, Low in disregard and deflance
of that organization furnished the prime
motive in inducing them to come out in
largely [ncreased numbers on & hot sum-
mar's evening to enroll their names as faith-
ful followers of their party leaders, [t was
a demonstration to Mr. Low and his Citi-
zens' Unlon manngers that the Hepublicans
do pot Intend to have any municipal tlcket
forced npon them, but that they menn
themaslves to discharge the duty of unify
ing the opposition to Dryanlsm In New
York; that is incontestably theirright, thelr
obligation of political and patriotie duty,

It haviog thus bheen mode plnin to Mr.
Low that the canvaas for him as an inde-

dent candidate is hopeless, and that It

%' ‘vends to division and confuslon rather than
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to unification, how can lio encourage It
longoer by Lis tacit assent If Mr. Low was
& man neeking only publiclty, the udver-
tisement of his name by the meanns adopted
by the Cltlzens' Unlon woull well serve
his purpose, But he annonneed in the be-
ginning, with evident sincerity, that he
bad no other desire for the suggested nom-
fuatlon than the desire of becoming a
“unifying force,” That Is, he declared very
plainly that he would not run simply for
the sake of rupning, and to encoursge
the dovelopment of an  Independent
movement by bhis supporters, but only
if bis candidacy shiould bind together
all the opposition to Tammany Hall.
Ohvilously, ocoupying the plecs he does as
the head of o great university, be could noi

~ ran otherwine without offenco to the dig.
nity of his ofiice, his own self-respect, und
the publie respecl In which be and the in-
sbltution represented by himshould be held.
We are surprised, thorefore, tha* DMr.
Low continues to permit the conditions of
his letter as to his candidacy to be so openly
violated, with the consequence of bringing
him ioto discredit and oven ridicule. He
Is boaring the outrage committed against
the diguity of his offico aa the head of a
great school of learuing, and agaiost his
own dignity, with fonexplicable patience
and toleration. It caunot be doubted,
aftor the facta showlng the asubstan.
~ tially solid Republican sentiment of
~ this community, which we have recited,
that It the Citizens' Union persistsa in
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ting him actually fn mémination om Ita
own acconnt salaly, be will malks eo fnslg-
nifieant a showing at the slection in No-
vember as to bring humilistion on him and
on the univeraity of which he Is President,
Withont the hearty and primary nomina-
tion of the Hepublioans, Mr, Low would
really ba nothing more than a Tammany
alde show., Whan the Good Government fa-
naties inaiated on making snch a diversion
In 18806 one Tammany leader remarked to
another: “We must nuse every means to
keep the Goo Goo ticket Im the Mfeld.”
Now, we observe, the loudest advocacy
of Mr, Low's nomination comea from the
World and the Journal,

Meantime, Mr., Low's candldacy recelves
little attention from senaible peopls, al.
thongh it Is conductad with so loud a blow-

Are the Indianapolis Democrata for

Bines the Democrata who refussd to fol.
low BaYAN mot and nominated a ticket for
Prealdent at Indianapolis, the Hon. DoNgL-
sox CArrEry, Senator of Louisiana, has
been thelr most conapleuons represantative
In publie life. He has been the one
to lead the opposition In the Demo-
erntioc name to the Republlcans revising
the tariff. So heroic has been his effort to
make the betrayed and discarded prineiple

This continued to be the pollcy of Mr.
JErrersox's second Administration, and It
wans followed by his sucoessor, Mr. MAD-
180N, with results equally satisfactory. Mr.
JErrERsox made approving reference to It,
in 1811, In o letter to M, DurosT DE NE-
Movna in theso words:

“Weo are all the more reconclled to the tax on Im-

vote for the protectioniat re
which stands In the name of CLEVELAND
and WirLsoN. Senator CAFFERY was one
of the most energetic of that band of pne
triots whonsos devotion to the eardinal doe-
trines of Demooracy and the principles of
JEFFERSON  were of so  sublimated a
character that they ecould not be in-
duced to vote n  Republican ticket
under any clroumstances, even to save
the country from the portentous evil
which then threatened it in Bryanism.
They justified thelr action on the ground
that allegiance to party wans a higher obll-
gation than duty to country, and that It
was of supreme moment to maintain the
form of m Democratic organization and to
keep burning the Jeffersonian light which
the Democrats of the Chieago platform had
spat upon. So resolute were they inup-
holdlug the old atandards that they had
the courage, cuckoos though they were in
the main, to keep out of their platform the
Cleveland income tax. Their alleged
reason for existence then and now s
that they continue the principles of the
Democratio party as originally conceived,
Yet, in the course of the tariff debate last
week, Senator CA¥rERY, this pretended
Democrat of the old school and stanch
champlon of the constitutional tariff for
revenue only, closed a carefully elabo-
rated speech preliminary to the passage of
the tariff bill with this declaration:

*Such, sir, is the hope thal encourages me, spring-
tag etermal from & Democratic bresat,

“Towsum up my position:

1 believe In & tariff oo luxuries.

“1 belleve In oxcise taxes.

“1 beliove In an Incomn tax.

“ 1 believe in & tartff on mporfs placed so &s o pui
money ia the coffers of the Government and not tn
the pocketa of Individuals.”

A tariff on luxuries is not a tariff for rev-
enue only, An income tax s a cardinal
plank of populism. Senator CAFFERY'S ad-
vocacy of it puts a new mystery into the
Indianapolis movement. What other pit-
fall is masked by the Indianapolis plat-
form 1

The Jeffersonian doctrine [s the organie
law of pure Democracy. It is unalterable
by any body of men, and every departure
from It, in spirit or letter, is to that extent
o departure from Democracy. It is s writ-
ten constitution of political faith. The
authoritative announcement of it, ns a
whole, was made by JerveErsoN in his
first inaugural message, Its essential prin-
ciples are: “FEqual and exact justice to
all men, of whatever stats or persuasion,
religious or political ;" * peace and honest
friendship with all nations, entangling alli-
ances with none;” the “support of the
State Governmenta in all their rights'; the
“preservation of the gencral Government
in ita whole constitutional vigor;" “a
jealons care of the right of election ;"
“majority rule;” *economy In the publie
expenses ;" **honest payment of our puhlic
debts and preservation of the public faith ;"
the "encouragement of agriculture and
commeree;” ‘' freedom of religlon, freedom
of the preas™ and *trial by juries Impar-
tially selected,” *

When Jerrerson announced these prin-
ciplea ho had inherited from the preceding
Administration a vast and elaborate sys-
tem of internal taxation, He immediately
resolved to uproot it, and as a result of his
efforts nearly every filre of It perished,
And he did so on two grounds: Fiest, [t
was an oppressive hurden on the peoples for
which there was no (lonncial necessity ; and,
necondly, heeause he belleved a large part
of it to be unwise from nconstitutional peint
of view, although it had its warrant in the
Constitution, *“The excise law,” he wrote
to Mr, Manisox, the father of the Consti-
tution, ** is an infernal one. The first error
was to admit It by the Constitution; the
socond to get on (hat admilsslon: the third
and last will be to make it the instrument
of dismembering the Union and setting us
all aflout to choose what part of it we will
still adbere to,"

The apprehension of dissolution was not
a mere speeulation, for there was grave
peril that the discontent, engendered by
the system, would lead to that most dread-
ful of all calamities, In the Southern tier
of States, one portion of the enasctments
was reprobated as odlous and tyrannical ;
while In the East another part of thein was
held inequal detestation, This was thesltua-
tlon as outlined by JEFFERSON seven yearn
beforo he beosmne the Chief Maglatrate, and
It bad been Intensified when he assumed
office, In his first annual message he rec-
ommended the abolition of nearly all these
Internal taxes, and Congress embodied his
suggestions in law. His policy was to rely
alimost solely on fmport dutles to meet the
abligations of the Goverament, and In un-
folding it he said :

In fact, the poor man o this coun-
try. who nses nothing but what ts mades within Lts
awn farm or famlily, or within the United Stntes, pays
not a farthing tax to the general Govermmenti bul
on his salt; and gmhowld we go (ioto that
manufscture, as we ought to do, we will not
pay one cent. Our revanus onoa liberated by the
dlscharge of the publie debt and Its surplus applied
to canale, roads, schools, &a, and the farmer will sce
his Government t 4, hia child ducated
and the face of hls country made & parsdise by the
contribntions of the rich alone, without his beimg
called on to epare & cent from his earnings. The
path we are now pursulng lesds directly to thia end,
which we cannot fail to sttaln, nnless our Adminis-
tration ahould fall into unwiss hands.™

The dire distress {nto which the Treasury
was thrown by the second war with England
compelled & revival of the internal taxes,
but as soon aa that conflict eame to an end
and the state of the finances permitted (t,
Mr. Moxrox, following the fiscal policy of
JErFFERsoN, urged their repeal In a measage
to Congress. He said :

It appearing in & satlsfactory manmer that the
revenus arising from imports and tonnage and from
the sale of public lands will be fairly adequate to the
support of the civil Goverament * * * without the
ald of tnternal taxes, I consider It my duty (o recom-
mend to Congress their repeal.”

Thus fell & second time, under Jefferson-
ian Democracy, the Internal tax system,
with the odious income tax features em-
braced in It. It was no part of the JefTer-
sonian creed. That creed was embodied in
JerrERson’'s declaration that **the true
foundation of republican government ia in
the equal right of every citizen, in his per-
son and property, and in their manage-
ment,” and that ' taxes on consumption,
like those on capital or income, to be just
must be uniform.” :

The spoliation of property under the
forms of law was denounced still more em-
phatically by the founder of the Demo-
cratic party in these memorable words:

*To take from onse beoausa It Iv thought that hie
awn induatry, or that of his fathers, has seguired too
much, 1o order to spare others, who, or whose fathers,
bave mot exercinpd equal Industry and a4t s to
wiolate arbitrarily the first principles of asocintion.*

In other words, it is robbery of the few
for the benefit of the many; the admission
of the abhorrent doctrine that property is
the result of pillage and the provision of a
punishment for it. That is the very re-
verse of the JeTfersonian teaching of equal
rights for all, and noman who Inculeates it
can be a Jeffersonian Democrat, except by
a false assumption of the name,

The income tax guestion is not now a
constitutional question; it is a purely po-
litieal one. The Supreme Court has dis-
posed of the constitutional phase of it,
Discussing it, thercfore, from a political
point of view no disciple of JErrensos, no
Demoerat ean be an advocate for fta im-
position while the country is at peace. e
may be a Bryanite, a Tellerite, o Tlllman-
lte, or o Cafferylte, or Clevelandite, but he
cannot be a follower of JEFFERSON,

If, therefore, Senator CAFFERY and those
who aeted with him at the Indisnapolis
Convention are really In favor of an income
tax, the last vestige of fundamental Jeffer-
sonlanism iseliminated from the Democrney
of the time, and the different factions of it
are masquerading undera banner they have
no right to carry. They have apostacized
from the trua Democratio faith and are con-
verts to the communistie theories of gov-
ernment never contemplated, except with
abhorrence, by JEvrensoN and the fathers
of the republie,

Nosdloss or Worse.

There seems to be no doubt that Seere-
tary SHERMAN has been preparing a new
treaty of general arbitration, which Is to
be proposed to Great Britaln, It Is under-
atood that this treaty will not be submitted
to the Senate untll the regular session In
December, and perhaps not then, unless
clenr evidence can be had beforehand thiat
It will be ratified,

An Mr. SneesMan advocited the Olney-
Pauncefote agreement in  ita modifled
form, while still in the Scnote, he is con-
sistent Innow tryingto find & substitute for
it, Thera s also, no doubt, somo tempta-
tlon for the new Administration to show
that ita predecessor failed In this business
through not going mbout it in the right
way, It must be admitted, too, that a
treaty on this subject submitted by Fresl-
dent McKiNLEY would carry more weight,
nt the ontset, than the one submitted by
Mr, CLEVELAND, apart from Ita lotrinsie
charncter, The attitude assumed by Mr,
CreveLaxp toward Congress, asan Incubus
on his bands, and his specisl arrogance Lo-
ward the Sennle, gave treaties proposed by
him anything but a favorable start.

Yot mo reason Is visible why Secrctary
SurnMAN should concern hlmself with
another general arbitration treaty, What
is the need of iti We are getting on
perfectly well withont it, and our relations
with Great Hritain have not changed a whit
since thoe rejection of Mr., OLNEY'S treaty o
few months ago,

Ithas beon sald that Mr. BHERMAN will
avoid all the objectionable features of the
old treaty, But It must be remembered
that the objectionable detalls were, one
after another, eliminated from the former
document, and that after they were
out of It the treaty was rejecied. The
naming of King OsoAR as the fifth arbltes- |

If all hns gone well with ANDREE he may
now be hovering In the alr beyond the
Arctie cirele, or, If he has been particularly
fortunate, he may have reached terra firmna
again on the Siberian or American coasts.
As 5o much has been done of late years to
make the Asian Arctic known, It was AN-
DREE'S hope that he would be blown acroas
the unknown area bordering the American
Arctic archipelago.

In such an enterprise as his, however, he
Is largely at the mercy of the elements,
His experiments with sails and gulde ropes
led him to belleve that he might divert his
airship a few degreea from the direction of
the wind : but he may not be able to control
hls movements even to this extent. There
are critical factors also in Arctic ballooning
concerning which no man's opinion Is valu-
able without actual experience,

The most that ean be said of AxpRER's
polar ballooning project Is that it s the
only scheme of the sort that haa ever been
treated with the slightest respect by sclen-
tiflc men, and that the attalnments of the
explorer and his extremely careful prepa-
rations for his experiment have encour-
aged many to hope that he may succeed.

* 1 suggest that t~e present rules goveraing boxing
contests bo modified so as to exclude the face and
hoad from hlows, confining all bh'ows struck to the
tody, which s coversd with muscie. Much of the bru-
talily attendant upon boxing botita has been caused by
one or two blows on the face. Omn blow will
hiacken an eys, ona blow will break & nose, one
blow will cut & iip or knock out teeth and one blow
will split an ear. If the wiriking of blows 1w con-
fined entirely to the body the ocontesi then be-
cumes more than heretofore & Question of
endurance and akill in Andiag openings, and
would be altogether more satlafactory s & means of
determining superfority between two men in the
same cianss. It sooms to me that such & modiNcation
of the Queenaberry rulea would meet with the ap
proval of the authorities and st the same time would
furnish enough *ginger' in any Aght to satiafy the
most ardent and pugnseious of us,

“As Tue Sux in the Ieader and authority fo all
sporting matters, I make thls suggestion in its col
umns with & view (1) §o encouraging boxing as »
healthy form of exercise and recreation, ene
bling men and boys o defrnid thomealves withouk
baving recourse o weapons: (2) bolding boxing tour
tiaments which will come within the law and he ao-
ceptabile to the suthorities, and at the same time pro-
vide suMclent diversiom to make them profitable.

In onr opinion, most of the foeling mani-
fented lately in opposition tohoxing matches
asthey have been held In Now York has been
manufoctured. It has been strengthened
very largely by prejudice against the per-
sonality of the boxers, The professional ath-
lete of any sort Isn't often the most refined of
men inhin appearance, or the most delicate
in hls manners, or the mont tender in his
wayn, The professional boxer (s a person par-
ticularly non grata to those to whom vul-
garity Is cause for final condemoation and
to tho believers In government by the slect,
and hence to them his doings are peculiarly
awful. Moreover that tough lump, the
human fist, when driven hard in a powerful
weapon, It can, If well directed, brulse
the cheek or paint the eye, It can even

“e & ¢ drowns & noss unused to flow,"

It can do It with a single tap, and that
easy, A sport in which such a result s not
only necepted as m pomsibility and Is fre-
quent, but is deliberately sought for Indi-
rectly, will be generally set down as brutal,
Nevertheless, the achoolloy who would
filnch from It had better be packed bome
aud stamped useless,

There are othier vulnerable points besides
the nose. Abrasion may happen In the case
of the ear, or the check, or the llp, the
whole man above the belt being exposed to
attack. Bealdes, o great blow may cause a
man to drop, though no sound man Is ever
hurt by it, and all coms back for more.

Up to the time of the recent police spasm
for interference, boxing matohes conducted
uuder the Horton law were well regulated
by them, and were very Interesting, aclen-
tifically, to vast numbers of people of great
varlety of callings and walks in life, But we
don't see how Lthe head is to be protected by
a rule against hitting It and at the same
time boxing remain boxing, When we loss
boxing we shall lose something eminently
worth having,
