THE TESXKHSKE MEKVSOEltUS.

A Man or Their rtaee rltrn .hnut trie Mystery
of Their Origin.

Vom the St. Louts
Datotia, Tenn., July S. Much has been writ-

ten of n community ot pcoplo In Unnrock county.
East Tennessee known as tho Molungerus,
Many ot theso articles have both lntontlonnlly
nnd unintentionally misrepresented oxlstlng
conditions. Having been raised among this
class nnd being ono of them Idoslro to present
our side of tho caso nnd detail a Ultle history In
connection therewith. Wo llvo In n country
which now spapers seldom roach nnd which Is In-

frequently sought by visitors. This being tho
raso. when nn incorrect story goes tho rounds of
tho press tho public is Inclined to view us nB an
outcast race, ugly, dishonest, treacherous, nnd
unworthy tho confidence nnd respect of n civi-

lized people.
We hai 0 been correctly located on Newman's

nidge, but misrepresented ns to general charac-
ter, color, and phjslque. As to our origin, we
nro as much a mystery to oursolvos ns wo are to
every ono else. Wo are taught by tradition that
we nro tho descendants ot tho Axtccs, and tho
only ones now living. Long before Hancock
county was Bctlled by tho whites this raco
lived on that portion of Newman's Hldge
which runs through Hancock county to
tho Virginia State line, covering nn nren
of nbout twenty miles In length by two
In width, and but fow of our raco llo outside,
of this territory to this day. Now and then
a family mo es to somo point In tho West. Wo
hno had dialings with many of the whites In
Hancock and adjoining counties in Tennessee
nnd Vlrglnlu. and tlioy regard us as straight-
forward and honest. Our ancestors tlrst settled
on Noumnn's ltldgc. nnd at the time thpy enmo
to this country no porson could llvo In the val-
leys or on any ot too water courses, as the old
settlers who moved to this section were soiled
with chills, fovcr and ague, nnd other diseases
which wero prevalent In the lowlands. Our an-
cestors wero fond of hunting, trapping, nnd
fishing ns long as gnmo and llshwcro plenty,
an I slnco this occupation proved to be unnrorlt-nbl- o

our attention has been turned to farming
nnd fruit growing, nnd now there is no section
of country that has n finer varloty of apples,
penches, pears, grapes, and raativ other fruits
thnu Newman's Hldso. Our pcoplo are gcncrnll)
industrious nnd frugal. '

I havo com orscd with many of tho older ones
of our race, nnd they say thelrparonts told them
that they were ho descendants of tho A st ecs ond
Portuguese sailors who landed upon tho North
Carolinian coast andwanderedto thespot where
we now live. They bclteted that some of their
ancestors wore burled in mounds In North Caro-
lina, and their n relics ot pipes,
Bliells. pots, nnd other thlngt go along way in
confirming this iden. We have been classed
with tho negroes, but our long, black, straight
hnlr, our high cheek bones, and our red-
dish ol!ow tomploxlon Is evldonce that we
have in our veins no African blood.

Tho marriago of ono ot our race with a white
person or a mulatto excites considerable com-
ment, and when we have a departure of this
kind it Is always the lowestof our race with the
lonost class of some other raco. and it Is con-
demned alike by Melungerus and whites. The
numes which are most common with our raco
are Golns. Collins, Olbson, Goodman, Bunch,
Mulllus, Mores, nnd Miiers.

Mnnv of our pcoplo havo aspired, to office, nnd
thorc has not been a time in twenty years that
we have not bad from two to three magistrates
in the Count) Court. We nlwars have from ono
to two deputy sheriffs, and C. C. Collins was an
elector on the Hirrlson ticket In the First Elec-
toral district ot Tcnneaseoln 1802, and curried
tills district by nn Increased Republican major-
ity. One man here whose mntornnl parent was
a Collins was a Democratic eloctor several years
ago. and sen od one term In the Iegislnture, und
has on setcral occasions held important posi-
tions of trust.

We have several ministers of our race, Man-so- n

Goodman, Abljah Collins. Mrs. Huldah Gib-
son, nnd Martin Collins being the molt promi-
nent. Each Is tho pastor of a church. Mrs.
Huldah Gibson hns held several successful re-
vivals. The whole of our race are missionary
Baptists. We have a Post OfUce at Vurda. a
place named In honor of Varna Collins, ono of
the first settlers of our raco. This office is six
miles north of Sntcdrllle, and tho expense of
carrying thn mall Is paid by citlrens of our race.
Vnrda Collins wns a prosperous, d

citizen, a consistent member of the Baptist
Chnrch. nnd likod by all who lived and know
him in his day. Lewis Piibtt.

Tho sovonth congress of tho American Whist

League, which took p'.ico at Loko
Krle, wns probably tho most satisfactory over
held. Tho hotel accommodations wero excel-
lent, and there wore plenty of large, well lighted
nnd airy rooms available for the various
matches, nnd vvldo verandas and comfortable
chairs for tho Tho outsldo at-
tractions of yacht racing nnd bass fishing
seemed to hare little charm for tho whist
pin) era, who stuck pretty closely to their work
In spile of tho Intenso heat, spending (he morn-
ings In discussion and tho afternoons nnd even-
ings In piny.

In several respects this congress differed mate-
rially from Its predecessors. There were more
events on tho progrnmmo, more ladles among
the plnj crs, nnd there was a much greater
diversity In tho systems of play. Tho mnnnge-mon- l

w as much better than nt Manhattan Bench,
and nil tho ovtnlson tho programme were car-
ried out cvitctly as scheduled. The scoring wns
excellent, nnd the results of oven the most com-
plicated matches wero announced n few minutes
nftcr tho Inst enrd hnd tccnplnvod. There was
not n fiiifle enor during tho wholo toumsn'ent.

Tho prlrcs were hardly lit for such an Im-

portant occasion, nnd rather Buffered by com-
parison with thoso of last year. Everything
was a league button, whethor It was for the
championship of tho world or tho top score In n
progressive pair contest, tho only distinction
being in tho ornaments on the rim. Some ot tho
Bhort-suitcr- s carried off enough of theso but-
tons to supply themselves nnd tholr friends for
several v cars to come. At tho Inst congress tho
winners in tho champion four and pair ovents
received solid gold sleev 0 links, dcslgnid by Tif-
fany, bearing tho plaj er's monogram, appro-
priate emblems, nnd tho dntc. The A. W. L.
winners got liznrd-skl- cigar cases mounted In
silver, nnd tho fortunato ones In tho progressive
ovents got solid gold wntch charm compasses,
solid silver match boxes, nnd diamond tcarf-pln-

nil designed by Tiffany.
Tho manmrof conducting the various contests

was a great improvement on previous years,
nnd left no room for complaint that every team
had nut had u fair chance actually to defeat every
othor. In tho Hamilton trophy matches ouch
team played twelve boards against every other,
and the two teams winning the grcntcst number
ot these matches played off n flnil nnd docidlng
match ot forty-eigh- t hands for the trophy. This
required each team to play two or three of these
short matches overy day, and thoro was no such
labor attached to it as In forntor years.

In tho A. W. L. challenge cup matches the
regular club gamo of compass whist was carried
out. ono pair from each team sitting north nnd
south, the other cast and west, the total num-
ber of tricks won In both directions being
credited to the team as a unit. This was con-
tinued for four evenings, playinr; fifteen trays
in oach round, tbero being fifteen teams en-

tered. This manner of playing Is quite now for
a congress, but sccmod to meet with general ap-

proval, becauso it was nn exact reproduction of
the stylo of gnmo which every player finds at
his own club week after week. It is certainly
reasonable that when a man does all his
training nt a certain stylo of game, such as
compass whist, he should have some oppor-
tunity to test his strength In it against
members of other clubs, nil of whom have been
trained under the snme conditions. It is hardly
fair to ask a man who has nover played any-
thing but compnss whist, one deal ngalnst each
opposing pair, and a strange adversary every
hand, to show his whist ability by playing a set
match of fort eight deals ngalnst fonr men who
hnvo spent years studying nnd practising thnt
style of play. Tbe result may not bn as satis-
factory as a long match would be, but it Is an
excellent test ot a plnycr's ability in tho com-
mon club game of America, compass whist, and
it is worthy of note thnt the teams who were
next tho top last year occupied the same posi-
tion this year, although the conditions were so
different.

The Minneapolis championship for pairs was
playod on tho same principle as last year, except
for thn manner of scoring, which was a decided
Improvement, ns It made any foreknow ledgo of
tho value of a hand Impossible. Tbe pairs
moved according to nn Ingenious schedule pre-
pared by K. C. IIowill of Boston, so arranged
that every pair played an equal number of
hands against every other pair, and all over-
played the same hands, K nnd W or N and 8.
There were six Blttings. fifteen hands In each,
making a total of ninety boards. The score
was computod on tho system originally sug-
gested by Fostor. nnd used In his correspondence
tournament, taking thn top score N nnd S and
E and Was tho possibility of the hand, and
charging each pair falling below-th- o maximum
with a loss of so many tricks. After each round
was played these losses were all added together,
and the pair llm had lost tho lonst were given
the top score, they having come the nearest to
getting all there wnsout of the hands. At tho end
of the six sittings the to'nl losses were ndded up
and divided by fifteen, the number of teams en-
gaged. Tills gnvo the average value of the
hands as they would have been in an ordinary
compass game, tho player's nutual score being
then deducted from this nvcrnge value. For In-

stance : The averago loss on tho 00 hands was
00 tricks, nnd as Toledo lost 70 only, they must
have made 20 more than tho average

In tbe progressive ov onts tho regular compass
whist system was followed for tho pair matt ho,
separato prises being awarded for high score N
nnd S and K and W. In tho progressive fours,
two matches wore playel on Howell's system,
matches to win. Just as In the Interclub tourna-
ment in Brooklyn, which was described in The
Sort last winter. The oilier two wore played ns
in straight compass whist, trick scores N nnd S
nnd E and W of each leant to bo added together.

Tho system of scoring In nil the events was
that described nnd recommended In Tub Hun on
May 23. Each N nnd S pair wrote on n printed
Blip the number of tricks taken nnd the number
of the team played ngalnst. Tho K and W ad-
versaries this slip and tho assistantscorers immediately look It up nnd carried It lo
the official scorer, who entered it upon 11 largo
score sheet ruled for Iho purpose. As there wore
no h and W scores taken, mistakes as to tho
total number of tricks taken at omb titblo ware
Impossible, and tho moment the match vvnsovor
the total number of tricks to tho credit of eachpair was rapidly ndded up. theckeJ. and an-
nounced. From three to ulno minutes vrns Iho
time between tbo play of thn last card and

the result, even with twenty or thirty
tnbles In plv.

A great improvement in tho progreislvo
evenu was their being toropletcd in one sitting.
Instead of being carried over from aflornoon to
oveulng. as at Mnnhsttnn Beach. This plan
secured large entries, nnd made tho contests
much moro Interesting. Many of tho teams thatwore engaged In tho A. XV. I matches at night
took a little practice spin In Iho progressive
nitrites In tho nftornoous, but tho pace was too

hot for thorn, tho Hhorl-suller- s winning every
iifioriioon event but tho llrst.
