The report of Major Sysoxs of the Engl-
peer Corps upon the proposed ship cunal
throngh the State of New York will be a
hard hlow to those who advocate a wholly
new waterwny, suitable for ocenn-going
vemseln, from the great Inkes to the Hudson,
ma a graln route from the Went,

The profect is ono that lins been before
bnwru-. and, in fact, the investigation by
Major Symoxa wos ordered Ly that body,
Varlous mutes have beon sigzeosted, and

much Intercat  has  Leen  mnnilfested
in one that procecds lown  the St
Lawrenco 1o somoe point not  far from

Ogdensburg, theace utilizing Lake Chome
plain, and wo going Lo the Hudson
at Troy. This route, lwwever, Major Sy-
sona diseards ns impraeticabile, though, in
an engineering sense, it Is possible. Then
there is anothership canal route, by woay of
the Niagara liver, Lake Ontario, Oneldn
Lake, and the Mohawk, which, he thinks,
I better, vet ** not worthy to be undertaken
by the general Government,”

As to the eatimated cost, $200,000,000,
doubtless the advoeaies of aship eanal will
not connider it prohibitory, and we reenll
that a bill was introduced into Congress in
April of Inst year in which the Hmlt of
bonds and stock for a company which was
1o construct such o eannl, under o Federal
charter, was exactly that amounnt, Hut it
wounld be an enormons expense forthe Goy-
ernment to incor, espeeially slnee, ns Major
Bysmoxs snys, the canal would bave no mill-

tary value.
But those who are not advoeatesof wholly
new routes will read with interest Major

provements recently undertaken by the
Stute of New York st its own expense,
Me alan says that, I further Improved,
nnd mnde navigalile Ly very large borges,
it would vnable freight to be transported
at a lower rate than by a ship canal to be
navigated by grout Inke and ocenn vessels,
Ench an enlargeent he thinks worthy of
belng undertaken by the Federal Govern-

England’'s Merchant Marine.

In a recent speech Senator ELRiss set
farth with much thoronghness the varions
el ments which combine to perpetuate Eng-
lund's mercantile power on the seas,

IPirst cames her erormons tonnage, which
for exceeds that of all other nations to-
prether.  This Is snpported by * the British
Lloyidl system of surveys and classifien-
tions, discriminating In favor of Dritish.
Toulfe vessels,”  Thnt svstem, in tarn, leads
to diseriminations Ly the insurance under-
writers, favoring English ships, Then
come mail sulsidies, *amwounting to aliout
#4,000,000" a year, on which Great Britain
in willing to suTer “n sceming loss of
about §2,600,000" aunuallyy while sub-
sidiea to stenmships ns suxiliney eraisers
add about $250,000 0 veay,

Again, she mans her ships more cheaply
than we man ours, aceording to Mr. ELEINS,
employing fewer men to the ship, and giv-
Ing lower wages, Her ships are surer of
cargoes, having markets everswhere, While
the tax rate and insurance are low, the
Income from ship ownerslhip is high, com-
pared with the eurrent rates of Interest on
money. Theship'ssuppliesnre “ taken from
goods in bond, or duty free.” Iu repairs,
the ships have an unequalled dock equip-
ment, with low rents for the docks and a low
cost of labor.

Other advantages which Great Tritain
holds are those of national pride and in-
terest in marine nffairs, giving the Govern-
ment & free hinnd In shipping matters; the
possession of the beaten track of commerce
and an enormous forelgn trade covering
the world; a banking system greatly ac-
commodating the debtor nations, and tre-
mendous in the eapital and surplus of its
banking houses : an excellent consular sys.
tem ; a national Doard of Trade which Lins
full executive power; a very extensive sys-
tem of submarine and other wires ; a systom
of grest colondesall over the world, ereating
and supplying markets; finally, a powerful
mavy for the protection of the merchant
marine, If needed,

The wage-caruing power of the British
merchant mariue is pnt at 75,000,000 an-
nually, and the freight and pussenger earn-
Ing power at F500,000,000, whils all this
gives remunerative employment for supply-
Ing coal, iron, and steel, and proflts in
bullding and repuiring ships,

These points are not entimerated hy way
of discouragement, hut merely s s ratfonal
explanation of existing British maoritime
supremacy. They are hard facts, and jt
was with a relinuce on existing fucts that
the London 7%nea recently deelured, in re-
viewlng the discussions of the proposed re-
vival of Awmerican shipping, that il
Union Jack is not 11krely to huve anythisg
to fear from the Ftars and Stripes for s
long time to come,”

But the true lesson s that, with Grent
Britain thus strongly Intrenched In the
world's carrying trade, no ordivary mens-
ures will restore to us a fulr shure of it,

The Dream of a British Costoms
Union Dispelled,

The July number of the London Nafional
Review contains a detalled report of the
replies made by the colonial Premlers to
Mr. CHAMBERLAIN'S proposal that a Pan-
Britannle Zollverein should be established,
under which Great Britain and her colo-
nies should reclprocally impose prefercn-
tinl duties on each other's goods, As we
slinll see, some of the coloninl Prime Min-
isters looked favorably on the project, but
those representing the Dominion of Canada
and New South Wales opposed (1, the re-
sult being, as the Nutfonal Review admits,
that Mr, CuHAMBERLAIN'S scheme has
fallen through,

freo of dutly your Manitoba No. 1 hard
wheat, your Alberta ranch beef, and your
apples from Annapolis Valley "

Sir WiLvnip anawered: ' Well, no, per-
haps not, If England wers willing to give
us a preference over other natlons, taking
our goods on exceptlonally favorable terma,
I would not object. It would be a great
boon for the time, But how long would it
Inst? Would it be an advantage in the
longrun! That la what men who think

beyond the paasing moment have to
ask themselves. Suppose Euogland did
such a thing and abandoned her

freo trade record. She would inevita-
bly ecurtail the purclasing power of
Lier people. Do you not think we should
suffer from that, we whoalone have natural
resources enough to feed your millions from
our fertile landst? 1 have too great a beliet
In the common sense of Englishmen to
think they will do any such thing. What
we have done in the way of tarlff prefer-
ences to England, we have done, as I sald,
out of gratitude and not becauss we want
her to enter upon the path of protection.”

While Sir WirFrip LAURIER thus put
nside the idea of an imperial customaunion,
which Mr, CHAMBERLATN has at heart, he
made another suggestion, for which, as yet,
the English people are by no means ripe,
namely, that the colonies might eventually
send delegates to the House of Commonu,
“1 renlly should not be surprised,” he sald,
*“if representation were found to be, after
nll, the wisest and simplest solution for the
problem of the British empire.”

Mr. Rem, the Premier of New South
Wales, the oldest of the Australlan colonies,
was equally pronounced against evervthing
in the shape of an mperial Zollverein, and
acknowledged that proposalsfor a preferen-
tinl tariff would meet with his opposition.
The question was put to him: * Do yon
think the end in view, the close federation
of the British empire, Is more likely
to be attained through the customs
union proposed by Mr. CHAMBERLAINT"
Mr. Rum's reply was that he did not
think Mr, CHAMBERLAIN'S proposals prac-
ticable, bmr, if ke did, he should feel Im-
pelled to reject them on general gronnds,
“In my opinion,” he sald, “the British
empire s better maintained by its present
poliey of free trade, even with enemies, than
it could be in any other way. The British
cmpire,” he went on te acknowledge,
**would have been an intolerable aggres.
sion upon the righta of other nations
but for its magnanimous trading policy,
which has given the world un equal share
in the benefits of the British empire, and
which has tended to ereste enormous busi.
ness interests o favor of peaco with Great
Britain. I fecl,” he concluded, " that any
attempt on the part of England to change
her poliey would, {nstead of strengthening
the empire, supply many new motives to
Jealous nations for hostilities,”

The London National Review, although

Senator ALLEN of Nebraska avowed his
utter want of fuith In battleships, ns being
unwieldy eraft that “are constantly going
ashore, coming in collisfon with some other
vessel, going aground, or cutting up some
other caper not on the programme.” He
went aboard one of them, and It was an
*utter surprise” to himthat “the thingdid
not absolutely sink, without being arm-
ored.” Childlike wonder at the buoy-
ancy of thick Iron or steel, when In the
form of a ship's hull, Is not uncommeon
among some peopls who are beginning
their observations of naval architecture.
e also thought rather less favorably even
of Ameriean than of forelgn battleshipa,
ITe doubted *if we have a battleship to-
day thut would be capable of going into ace-
tion against the best vessels of Europe," And
yeb In the Indlann, the Massnchusetts, and
the Ovegon we hinve three vessels whieh for
their combination of armament and armor
we beliove to be unsurpussed In the world,
If, Indeed, they are anywlere equalled,

Eduncation In the Hawallan Islands,

Those who oppose the annexation of the
Hawalian Islands assert that the inhabit-
anta are unedueated and Ineapable of as-
similating American elvilization. Thin Is
by no means true so far as the Hawalian
and Portuguese clements of the population
are conoerned, The facts are set forth in
the July number of the North American
Review by Mr. Daniern LoaAs, the editorof
the Honolulu Evening Bulletin,

According to the censun of 1808, the
population of the Islands is 106,000, where-
of 46,023 are Aslaticn who are not eligible
for the franchise, Almost incredible as
it may scem, 24 per cent, of the enfran-
chised nationalities, and more than 12
per cent, of the entire population, at-
tended school In 1804, the whole number
of pupils being 14,023, Of these, 5,480
were Hawailans of full blood; 2,448 were
part Hawallans, and 8,600 were Portuguese,
Even of the Chinese there were 021 and of
the Japaness 307. The growing eagerness
evineed by Asiatics in Hawail to obtaln an
English education bears witness to the
power of Tawalian elvilizing influences, Tt
ahould be noted that the Hawallan lan-
gunge I8 no longer taught in the publie
schools. For some time Fnglish had pre-
dominated, and last year the use of it was
made compulsory In all schools, private as
well aa public. The law requires that every
child from five to sixteen years of age
shall attend elther a publio or a pri-
vate school taught in English. The text
books employed are almoat all Amerlean,
tha only exceptions being those dealing
with Hawailan geography and history.
More than a third of the teachers in all of
the schools are Americans, the Hawaslian
and part Hawallan instructors coming next
in number. It should also be mentioned
that sehools are In sesslon even In remote
dintriets for forty weaks of the fifty-two.

Formerly it was the custom of the Legis-
Intures to make granta of money to schoola
under the control of different religious
denominations. Now, however, the Con-
stitution of the republic of Hawail pro-
Libits any ald from the publie treasury to
scctarian schools. Practically, the Islands |
have n frea school system, the only excep- 1

tions being a group of establishments con-
verging to the Honolula High School. No |
other country In the world devotes so |
Inrge a proportion of its publie revenuo to |
ecdueation. Of §1,930,078.560, the tolal sum
appropriated hy the Hawalian Government
for all purposes, in the two years ending |
Dee, 81, 1807, the amount allotted to the
support of public schools Is $404,000, As
the private or Independent schools are like-
wise sustained out of the pockets of the
people, the aggregate contributions of Ha-
wali to the cause of edueation may be falrly
described ns astonishing.

York amount to $45,000,000 In a year, and
the revenues from vault privileges amount-
ed Inst year to $130,000, With energy In
the eollection of the charges and penalties
for vault privileges, it is thought by some
optimistic reformers that this sum could be
Increased to certainly $140,000 In a yvear,
and this view of the case appears to have
impreased lItself strongly upon the Dep-.
