Mr. Parker has urged tp appropriation

Grant denounced, and Parker is Col. Grant's
friend. President Moss had threatened that
he would bring charges against any Captain
who failed to get Uiolovldenco, and tho Chief,
frightened by these threats, hurrlod to get tho
eridence himself. Orer all these and orcr tho
Parkhurst Boolety, of which Mr. Moss is coun-
sel,I rodo the Colonel with flcroo denunciation,
and he told his colleagues that their methods
would make a body ot liars and snoaks ot the
police force.

The case ot Captain Groo gare'oause for the
outbreak. It was in Oroo's precinct that tho
Chief gathered tho evldenco upon which he
brought charges for neglect ot duty against
the Captain. The charges were ret orred to Col.
Grant and Mr. Parker, tho Committee on Rules
and Discipline. Evidently Mr. Parker saw tho
coming storm, for ho refusod to make any other
report than ns to the bald facts in the case,

1 leaving the initiative to tho board. Therefore
the oommlttoe did not report yesterday. CoL
Grant merely presented his opinion. It was
sufficiently flatfootcd. Thoro was no doubt,
he said, of tho character of tho houses com-
plained of. CapU Groo himself had reported
them as suspicious before tho Central Oflloo
detectives went at them. Ho thus continued:

"It is not necessary to spread tho details of
this case before tho Police Board In its publlo
session. Their substance is that the officers
.who made tho affidavits procured their evldenco
ot .the disorderly character ot tho four housos
specified by lying as well as by participating
In acts of shamelcssness, as did the agents of
the Socloty for tho Prevention ot Crime, who
testified against CapU Eaklns.

"Tho only evldenco against Cnpt, Groo in sup-- .'

port of tho charges against him has been ob
tained In tho manner disapproved of by tho hon- -'

orable Justices. Using their opinion as a guide,
' and following my own ideas of what is right,

emphatically disapprove of tho method of
evidence against CapU Groo, and also

the charge.
"I foresoo. If this method of gaining evidence

In CapU Groo's caso is to bo followed,
differences of opinion may arise In this

tho policy of tho members ot which
houldTbe unanimously agreed upon to bo

I wish to state frankly my own position
opinion on this policy, and to ascertain that

my colleagues.
"So far as I am personally concerned. I shall

command or permit to be commanded
police officer to do personally the degrading
committed by tho Centrui Olllco men In

this case, and by the agents who testi-
fied In tho Eaklns case.

"It is only just to tho men whose affidavits I
have." to state that In expressing to me theiril feelings about tho work they were called
upon to perform that they found it most dis-
tasteful, demoralizing, and abhorrent,

"I myself do not admit that to secure a fine
ot $25 or any nominal punishment usually in-
flicted on the miserable outcasts, who unfor-
tunately return to their trade after their pun-
ishment, that the wholo police force should bo
demoralized and converted Into a body of liars
and sneaks. If I were a member of tho uni-
formed force 1 would resign before I would do
or command others to do the nets indicated,
which dlsgi 4co the profession and the men.

"If my views on this question differ from
those oCmr colleagues and of his Honor, the
'Mayor, I wish to resign myposltlon as a mem-
ber of this Police Hoard. This matter is to me
one of vital principle, and not merely a matter
of administration to which one can yield his
opinion. Feeling as I do thus strongly on this

and wishing to avoid further differ- -
ences of opinion, I think it wise for each of us
to place upon record our approval or dlsnp- -
proral of the said method of obtaining evi
dence. I therefore move tho adoption of tho
following resolutions:

Retolvcd. That In the opinion of this bosrd It Is
condaet unworthy and unbecoming an officer for any
member of the uniformed poUce force to aollclt a
prostitute on the street, or to accompany her socially
to any house of 111 rame, or to drink stimulants with
her, or to encourage or permit her In his pretence to
behave Indecently, or hy lies and deceit to Induce her
to act In any disorderly manner: and further, thatany officer who shall do any of these things or shall
pay any woman for doing any such thing, whether
out of lewdness or In order to procure eridence
against any place of 111 resort, shall, upon adequate

ot his offence, be dismissed from the police
orce.

' Rtiolvtd, That a committee ofthe lawyers com-
posing this board be appointed, with Instructions
speedily to examine the statutes and law reports, to
consult If necessary with the City Magistrates and
District Attorney and Chief of Police, and to devise
and report to this board, tor the gutdancoof theChlef
of Police and his subordinates, such a plan and pro- -
c( dure for enforcing the laws for the regulation andx suppression of disorderly houses as can be followed
by members of the forco without, on their part, par-
ticipation In or Instigation of acts of falsehood. Im-
morality, or Indecency."

As Col. Grant sat down he said with a sigh:
"I lust wanted to niako myself perfectly

dear.
Commissioners Moss and Andrews looked at

each other, nnd tho fornior asked if Col. Orant
had talked the matter over with Commissioner
Parker, wbo just then cumo in. He had not,
he said. It was bis own affair and his own
opinions. He felt them strongly.

"Don't you think," said Mr. Moss, "that to
be logical you should recommend that cliargos
be preferred against tho officers who planned
these raids, and against tho men who did the
Indecent acts you complain of in pursuit of thut
plan I"

"That," said the Colonel, "might ho done
afterward. I am not sure I would. Tho thing
has been done In the past. It was a custom
which I mean shall ccaso now. There are tho
bills coming in for this work, some of them nro
on my desk now. I shall audit thorn, because
that has boen'tho practice, but on each I ehall
make a noto to the effect that I will not do so
again never again. If the bo r I adopts my
idea, then there will be no such bills hereafter.
If not, and the matter fa hy tho
authorities, I don't want to he a party to that
kind of business. I don't bellevo in it

"I don't supposo," said Commissioner An-
drews, "that any member of tho board will
countenance lying and lndoccncy. I never did

I never wilL Jlut, Colonel, tbcro soern to

President Moss, who hod been eying CoL

Orant thoughtfully across the table, broko In
as if be hadn't heard his colleague at all.

There Is gumbllng, now," ho said. "Sup-
pose that members of tho force, in tho effort to
get rid of gambling houses, ingratiate, them-
selves with the gamblers, pretend to be sports,
and pa'jonlzo their houses, ostensibly as
friends, really as police eiilos nnd to maka
their case.

Thorn didn't bothor to do much more than
shavo himself and brush his clothes, llo lookod
neat and clean, however, nnd his prison life
doesn't seem to havo hod a bod offoct on him.
There was a largo crowd waiting to got in the
court room and tho court officers Bhowed tho
same bod judgment that they always do at big
trials about whom to admit and whom to keop
ouU Lawyers, who had a right to admission
wore absolutely barred by the attendants,
while droves ot womon who were hanging
around from curiosity wore lot in. Friends of
the court officers wore allowed to enter, but not
more than half a dozon lawyers wore ablo tr
hear the arguments. A number of complaints
about tho matter were mndo to tho Judgo.

BATONNE CITS ABE KICKING.
Municipal Salaries Too lllah, They Say They

VTIII Appeal to the Courts Again.
The new tax and salary ordinances rccontly

passed by tho City Council of Baynnno, N. J.,
have bocouio operative, and the Citizens and
Taxpayers' Association threatens to carry them
Into tho courts again, Tho association hold a
mooting on Tuesday evening, vthen it was re-

solved to again npply for a writ of certiorari to
compol the Council to rcmovo tho amounts
added to tho salaries of eovoral city ofllctnls.
The tax and salary ordinances were first passed
in early May. Boforo they becamo operative
tho Citizens' Association, under tho leadership
of William C. Farr, nppllod for a writ
of certiorari, and tho court held that tho two
ordinances were Illegally passed. Tho Council
accordingly rescinded them nnd passed others
almost similar lu construction, hut avoiding
certain objectlonablo features.

The association charges that the Council has
Illegally raised tho salary of tho City Treasurer:
that tho office of clerk to tho Pollco Hecordor,
at an annual salary of 9000, Is unnecessary, nnd
tho olllce of private secretary to Mayor Sey-
mour, nt 81,500 n year. Is only calculated to
give somebody a soft Job nnd thereby lucreaso
tho burdens of tho taxpayers.
