And her merchanis during the past
lmndred yoars have forieder arlstocriey.

High on Now York's rall of terchants Is the
name of Philllp Lydlg, who in the middle of the
eighteenth contury emlprated to New York
from Germany and bocutne one ofits then 8,000
iohabitants. Hix plaoe of business was ot the
ecomner of Ferry and iold stroets, and through
eontracts with the Pritlah Government bifore
ond during the Revolutlon ho made great galnm
Ho 1t was who onahled to be conktructed that
quailnt old Gorman Lutheran church which
until & few yonrs ngo stood nt the northeast
vomar of Frankfort aud Willlam streeta Hin
son David followod In his footstops in & store
st 100 Sonth street as a dealer In grainn and
fleur, and In early Hudson Itiver commerce.
Another Philip Lydig followed an a merchant In
tho third generation. Knlckerbooker by birth,
this second Phillp mnrried s daughtor of an-
other Kniokerbockor moerchant, Jolin Suydam,
and beoamn the falher of a gallant officer in
the civil war and of the wives of Judges
Charles P. Daly and John 1L Brady.

Tho firet Lydig had m mercantile contempo-
rary in Francls Lowis of the importing firm of
Lowin & Annesloy. Mr. Lewia becume a wignor
from this Stute of the Declaration of Inde

and subsequently his son, Morgan
Lawis, bevcame Licutenant-Governor, His mem-
ory In preserved in the nuwe of Lowis stroet,
which conneots Grand streot with Kighth. He
owed his life to a singular iucident. HServing
in hia early youth in a Cansdian campalen
agalnst Montealm, ho was wken prisoner sod
handed over for torture to Indians. Lewls
was of Welsh descent and cpoke thal langunge.
He spoko In Welsh to his captors and the chilef
oonoeived the ldea thaiilewis must be an ally,
and so spared hia life. lHis tombstone may be
visited In Trinity Church yard.

Ome of the earllest wmerchants Just after the
republioc was furmed was an Irish cxile named
Danlsl!McCormick, with & business plare at 57
Wall streot, Ile lived above hls sture aud
was the last resldent of Wall sireet. In 1484
evary other resideut had pold his bhouse or had
altered and rented it for ofMlces. In that year
MoCormick, founder and #rst President of the
Bt. Patrick's soclety, died. Had ho lved an-
other year be would huve reen the house whicl
for thirty-four years Le bad ocoupied vaulsh
in the great fire of 1830, He wure to the last
