grcss, because tho general transportation
fund would havo to bo used, and other I

army movements would bo correspondingly
cramped. Then tho drain of desertion
would be enormous, with the high price of
labor and tho possible, fortunes awaiting
tho miner, and temptations to It would bo
added under any hardships duo to incom-
plete preparations for the troops. Deser-
tions In Callfornlaaud other mlnlngreglons
In former years were prodigious. With tho
Government putting men on tho ground
free of charge and with pay until they get
there, it may bo Imagined that only great
fidelity to duty would keep them with tho
colors. It has lccn asserted that of tho
first detachment of Mounted Pollco sent to
tho Yukon not a man nnd that
a now force had to bo sent lost spring; but
It was at least something that tho Cana-
dians woltcd for their terms to expire.

Whllo not underrating tho objections to
hurrying off a garrison to Alaska nt, this
time, tho result Is something of a disap-
pointment. It Is mitigated by the facts
that we cau have a uaval guard at Juneau,
that tho Wheeling will soon bo sent to
Alaska, this vessel and tho Plnta being
expected to stay there through tho winter,
and that possibly a revenue cutter may bo
kept at Sitka. Still, it must bo owned that
theso resources aro not a full substitute for
a garrison on tho Upper Yukon, and Con-

gress will probably make provision for tho
latter next winter should tho military au-

thorities fall to send troops earlier.

Tho Better Element A Study.
The Sun has always looked with more

amusement than sympathy upon that part
of the community which has figured in
politics under tho d title of
tho " Better Klemcnt." As a rule, It has
been filled with conceit, much given to
slander, and fussy, troublesome, and, when-
ever influential, generally a hurtful Influ-
ence upon tho moro Important political
questions. As in tho case of antagonists
usually, wo havo observed Kb failures
without serious dissatisfaction ; but wo
regret a recent mistake sincerely and ex-

tremely. It Is full of Instruction upon tho
complaints of the better clement as to tho
maladministration of tho common politi-
cian and Its own higher devotion to the
public causo and superior fitness for tho
control of public affairs.

Tho Botanical Garden Society happens to
be peculiarly a concentration of the better
clement. The active members of it aro rich
and philanthropic. Their names are often
seen on the lists of of popu-
lar meetings for current laudable purposes.
They enjoy a reputation for public spirit.
They are known as laborers for tho general
good. And thoy are not idcntilled with
political organizations. They are tho sort
of men that read tho common Mugwump
falsehoods about tho regular management
of our politics with belief, and fall natur-
ally into crusades labelled "Virtue," like
that of tho Citizens' Union for Mr. Setii
Low, or of factional politicians against the
regular party organization.

Well, tho Botanical Garden Society, by
tho law establishing a botanical garden,
became to a certain extent clothed with of-

ficial powers. They were designated to
serve the public within limitations care-
fully drawn and clearly expressed in the
building and management of tho garden,
of which not a foot of land nor a pound
of material was to belong to the society.
They were to run tho garden after it was
ready, tho law providing merely that
the plans should bo approved by them.
Tho function of plan-makin- g was left to
tho Park Department. The society's share
in the plans, therefore, was wholly negative;
that is, whatever in their Judgment was
distinctly unfit for the garden they could
veto. But upon them was the burden of
proof that a plan coming from tho officers
of the city, which had paid and would pay
for everything first and last, was inadmis-
sible. So far as the society was concerned,
tho presumption was In favor of any plans
favored by tho city's representatives, and
the proprieties demanded their support
rather than their opposition.

Crediting the better element with all Its
arrogated merits, tho public would have ex-
pected tho Botanical Garden Society, as
representing It, to make their part in this
public business a model of administration.
Familiarity with tho most approved sources
of artistic construction and criticism, rever-
ence for all that goes to elevate and protect
tho public parks, Into which they had been
permitted to enter as advisers for their
development, and above all o determina-
tion to observe tho law in word and
spirit, and to preserve with the utmost
delicacy and to sco preserved without fall
tho balance the law prescribed between
themselves as irresponsible and unaccounta-
ble private citizens and the responsible pub-
lic officers, were naturally expected of them
by tho citizens of New York and by theLeg-islaturco- f

tho State. If theyhadbeenwhol-l- y

without ambition to confound tho politi-
cians by showing tho superior fitness of
prlvato gentlemen to deal with a public
project, a project particularly exalted by
art, ono would have thought that tho

men in their situation would bo to
exert tho powers they possessod with the
nicest taste, with tho most scrupulous con-
science, and without the prejudice of either
impatience or vanity.

But what is the resultt In the begin-
ning a mortifying failure. In the end a
scandalous intrusion Into tho domain re-
served for tho officials.

Acceptlngthe task of preparing tho plans,
the Botanical Society employed experts of
little or no standing In their profession.
An aichltcct, who evidently worked more
as a mere cmployco than as an expert,
and In subordination to tho crudo notions
dominating the society's committee, n
gardener, and a road maker, under tho
direction of the society, mado tho plans.
Wo believo it lias been said In the society's
behalf that these men were taken because
the particular agent employing them knew
of no others better.

But that was not all. Through the one
member of tho Park Commission who
lias nuy Intellectual relation with the loro
of parks or any elevation of Ideal as to the
obligations lying upon people intrusted
with their care, a committee of tho highest
experts was uppolntcdtot'xanilnotheplnns,
and to speak for tho city which was to
sacrifice to the garden so much of beauty
and value. They were Prof. Saikiknt nnd
Mr. Oi.MSTKnof Boston, and Mr. IIasti.num
and Mr. Pahhons of New York. Theso
gent lemon are known from one end of tho
United States to the other in every circle
whero art shows Itself in the open air; and
what thoy found before them when taking
up tho plans will lie understood from tho
following passage of their report ;

"If Hwere slm ly aucsnt tract of land, without
features of exrrptlonal natural beautr, and jwrmls-lio-

wan given the director to choose a site for his
duelling, he would probibljr select a hljh. command-
ing point, Hell removed from the annoyances of the
railroad, with broad lawns and line trees staudlng at
sufficient latcrrala to afford extensive views from his

house. He would then. In order to prrseVre the Tlewa

from his mansion, find some secluded spot for bis
stable, another spot for his glass houses and

(

gardens, and another for his gardener's cottsgei In

short, he would proceed to take possession of all tn
surrounding land and me It as a country seat. In
choosing a site for bis museum he would probably
look about for another high oommimlln? site In open
land, so that all might lee the building and admire Its
magnificent and striking architectural effect. An-

other commanding slto would bo utilised for the great
conservatory.

"This It tho method which would bo adorted In

laying out a sorlos of houe sites In an open suburban
neighborhood, but It Is not the way to lay out a pub-

lic park, whrro tho brauty of tho landwsnpe and nat-

ural features are so great that It has been tho control-

ling motive In tho selection of the land. The most
reverent regard for tho landscape should absolutely
control every step In the deilgn for fitting such land
for publlo enjoyment and Instruction."

This was a pretty startling utterance It
showed that tho thought of saving any-

thing of tho beauty of Bronx Park and of
Its usefulness as beautiful had been
rudely Ignored In tho common upstart
thirst to " build," and to give consequenco
to tho works of tho builders' hands. Harsh
as our language is, it is no harsher than tho
facts Justify. Tho plan prepared by tho
society had been radically wrong In spirit,
conceived in total hcedlcssnessof the park's
existing valuo as a public place.

Again, wo would havo expected tho Bo-

tanical Society to listen with respect to
this opinion. Even If they disagreed with
It, a proper regard for their relations to tho
city would have commanded them to re-

spect it, inasmuch as Prof. Sargent and
his colleagues directly represented tho city
and spoko in Its behalf. As residents of
Now York they had seen It proved again
and again, if they gave any real attention
to public matters, that the veto of experts
speaking officially was tho most pow-
erful and henco tho most deslrablo of
nil bulwarks of tho park system against tho
vandalism and selfishness that beset It
everywhere and always. As business men
not seeking to overreach their partner, the
city, they would not havo besought It to
repudiate tho counsellor preparing for it
tho contract It was about to make, or havo
permitted it to be so besought or so influ-
enced. And yet that was done. Instead
of holding back carefully and respect-
fully on tho side of tho lino marked for
them, tho society stepped across it nnd,
enabled by a set of officials as Ignorant of tho
law as of art, and yielding to tho weight of
tho society's personality, thesoclety got tho
entire enterprise Into thclrown hands. Onco
having mado their plan, they became its
champions for tho overthrow of everything
that stood In its way. The Mayor was visited,
and although the Park Commissioners were
specifically intrusted with tho responsi-
bility of examining and approving tho
plans In behalf of the public, the Mayor re-

quested them by letter to hurry up and
ndopt them Tho influences put
upon the Mayor wero doubtless put upou
the Park Commission. And so tho society,
with tho lmpatienco of children nftcr a
new toy, got tho job through with slight
consideration and unrevicwed, tho rest of
tho peoplo protesting through tho Fine
Arts Federation nnd a unanimous press.

All that the Park Commissioners can And
to say in defending themselves for abetting
this outrage is that they have a right to do
as they please. They have. As we havo said
before, under the law they can rip up every
park In town. But Park Commissioners
are not appointed in the expectation that
they will do it or anything nkin to it,
Buch as their work In Bronx Park.

Tho design Into which two hundred nnd
fifty ncres of Bronx Park aro to bo trans-
formed nnd upon which tho city will ex-

pend millions of dollars, stands without tho
approval of any expert representing tho
owner, the public of New York. It Is an of-

fensive scandal, extraordinary, artistically
and administratively, and bound to produce
upon the public an extremely undesirable
impression as to tho place and influence of
wealthy citizens In connection with tho
public administration. Astounding ns it
may seem, It is practically the work of
the better element.

A Demoralizing Monomania.
Sinco Parkiiurst started out "to 'see

tho sights of the town" In tho disguise of
nn old rcprobnto from tho West, tho pecu-
liar form of vice he went forth to provoke
nnd cxploro under tho cover of the night
has been thrust into a prominence as a sub-
ject of discussion nnd conversation alto-
gether disproportlonato to its actual and
relative magnitudo as a feature of New
York life.

In any great city a man searching for nny
form of depravity to which human nature
can possibly descend is sure to find the filth
he seeks, if ho Is ready to poy for Its exhi-
bition. Parkiiurst, accordingly, had no
difficulty In discovering tho places where
tho "circuses" now known by his namo
would bo provided for him In return for n
money temptation. If ho had got drunk,
he might havo obtained personal experi-
ence of tho lockup and tho methods of the
police toward their prisoners. Ho could
havo stolen and acquired like experi-
mental knowledge of Sing Sing or Black-well'- s

Island. If ho had killed a man, ho
might havo found out how it feels to be
killed by electricity.

I'AKKllURsr simply made a publlo sensa-
tion of the depravity which, to the shame
of mankind, can always bo assumed to
exist In greater or less measure In ovcry
largo or considerable community, and
whoso existence, therefore, Is ono of the
commonplaces of such social aggregations.
But when tho subject was pushed Into
a theatrical publicity by a professional
Christian minister as nn original discovery
of his inqulsitivo vigilance, it took on a
new and startling guise, and became a pro-
vocative novelty and tho theme of universal
discussion. An actually infrequent social
soro was magnified to appear as cover-
ing tho wholo social body. Tho social
sewers through which ran tho moral filth
of tho town wero uncovered to assail' tho
nostrils of decency, until it seemed
as if thcro was nothing of Impor-
tance In Now York to tulk about
except Its filth. Pahkiiuhst, too, draw
to his ahsistnnco volunteer explorers
Into the forbidden depths of a great com-
munity, and tho wholo zeal of tho pollco
was prodded to spread the moral miasm
unearthed, Theiowaa not another of the
great capitals of tho world where tho maul-festatlo- n

of the particular evil which had
so much fascination for Parkiiurst and
ills disciples was so llttlo offensive In its
display as In New York before tho sen-
sational appearance of this clerical de.
tcctlve. It was kept In tho hack-groun-

us it should always be. De-
cency avoided reference to the subject.
But Pahkiiuhst trented It as tho most
conspicuous feature of tho life of tho town,
and he made It tho most discussed. Ho
provoked the vilest exhibitions of tho

In order that he might see them
with his own eyes j he preached about them
to congregations of men and women and
children. Ue became notorious on tho

strength of his nocturnal prowllngs In
search of It in Its most loathsotno forms,
and ho Incited olher men to emulate his de-

grading activity.
A now Pollco Commissioner took offlco

yesterday. H0 Is a decent man ; his ap-

pointment was not duo to Parkhurstlan
Influences. Let us hopo, therefore, that
Commissioner Smith, not being a victim of
tho odious Parkhurst monomania, will havo
somo higher conception of thoofllcoof tho
Pollco than to assumo and proceed as If It
was primarily to follow In tho shameful
footsteps of Parkhurbt. Already New
York has suffered too much from that
monomania as to a subject tho fixed con-

templation of which is peculiarly debasing
to public morals.

Freo Ijoctnres to tho Pooplo.
The report of Henry M. Iximovn, Ph.

D., supervisor of tho Freo Lectures to tho
People, on tho results of this feature of our
educational system last winter, Is a very
interesting document. Tho lectures were
given at thirty-fou- r places In Now York,
and at most of tho places thirty-seve- lec-

tures wero delivered, tho total attendance
being 4i!0,l)l!7. The incrcaso in attendance
over tho preceding year was 34,104, while
only twenty-flv- o more lectures wero deliv-
ered. This shows the steady growth of tho
Interest of our peoplo In these edifying
talks, which are Intended not to amuse,
but to possess educational valuo and pro-
duce educational results.

Tho freo lectures, begun eight years ago,
havo become a permanent feature In our
system of education. Tho platforms of
theso lecture centres are occupied by men
from tho university, nnd from all profes-

sions nnd callings, who placo their best be-

fore audiences that are eager for tho best
and soundest Information. No lecturer
who has addressed these thousands that
work all day In tho streets and shops and
homes of this city, has failed to bo Im-

pressed with their serlous-mlndednes- s and
their desiro to learn.

Physiology and hygiene, natural science,
history, art, and literature are foremost
nmong tho branches of learning represented
In theso lecture programmes, and such top-
ics havo crowded tho halls even on the
stormiest evenings of tho winter. Lists of
books relating to the subjects of many of
tho lectures aro distributed among tho
hearers, and the constant effort is to stimu-
late a habit of study.

Prof. James of tho University of Chicago
has said tiiat our schoolhouscs ore used for
only about six hours a day ten months In
tho year. In other words, tho plant has
been very much underworked, but In our
city it is now being turned to fuller and
better account by these lectures In tho
school assembly rooms. They extend tho
usefulness of tho school buildings, and help
the workaday world to widen its horizon
of Interest and of knowledge.

Minority Representation in Massa-
chusetts.

Mr. n. J. JAcquiTir, a member of the Mas-

sachusetts Democratic State Committee
and one of the most convinced and eager of

Of tho candidates for Governor,
Woi.cott, Republican, got 258,204 votes;
G. 1'hed Williams, Democrat, got 103,002,
nnd Frederick Octavius Price, National
Democrat, 14,104. The Republican and
Democratic parties are tho two leading
parties in Massachusetts, and nro entitled
to representation on tho various Boards of
Registration. Mr. Sheridan's party, tho
National Democrats, was not even third In
Massachusetts, for 15,181 votes wero cast
for tho Bryan and Watson electors.

This ca.se of Mr. Sheridan seems to show
that some of tho National Democrats do not
yet understand that they do not belong to
the Democratic party and havo nothing In
common with it but tho name. Tho Demo-
cratic party Is an Immense party, and tho
National Democratic party is a very small
party and destined to grow smaller. Pre-
sumably tho Massachusetts Supreme Court
will tako noto that a Democrat and a Na-

tional Democrat aro two different and op-
posite things.

It would bo a felling blow to
the rebukers of monopoly if Mr. Mills should bo
developed into an oil trust.

The Buffalo Commercial " has no de-

fence to offer for' brainy;' it is a vile word. But
what says The Scn to ' handy ' I" Handy is a
good old word, of sound pedigree and continu-
ing good usage, but what have the merits of
"handy" to do with tho hopeless case of
" brainy," that wretched adjective! You can-
not argue safely from analogy when you
come to consider whether a given word
or phrase or construction is or is not
good English. Some of tho best and oldest
Idioms would be ruled out of court if analogy
were to be relied upon. Usage is the best, and
there is no other. In an evil hour somebody
manufactured "brainy" as an unnecessary
synonym of "clever." "intelligent." But
it does not follow that because "handy"
from "hand" is an irreproachable word,
"brainy" from brain is also irreproach-
able. It is not in good usage, and should
bo avoided even by the writers of circus
advertisements on country barns.

Tho Indiana poetry crop is reported as
even uncommonly large this year. Lyrics,
prime and active; didactics, heavy and no de-

mand; sonnets, firm. In fruitful Indiana even
politics is freshened with poesy, and tho commit-
tees on resolutions have the greatest difficulty
in keeping rhyme, let alono blank verse, out of
the platforms.
