t1ons sent out by Mr. Poor concerning the busl.
ness conditions in the different States and Terri-
torien. No more complete and thorough proof
cotld be bad that a great wave of prosperity
and good timea I8 sweeplog over the country
than Ia furnished by these lstters. They come
from bankers in citien and smal! townas, In man-
uiacturiog and farming communiiles, from the
Gulf to the great |akes and from the Appa-
1achians to the Pacific, and with & very few ex-
centlons, that might be called almost Inalgnifl-
eant. thalr tons s hopeful and confident; and
where prosperity has not already set in at flood
tide It |8 on Its way.

Mr, Poor sent the questions to the varions cor-
respondants of his bank largely for his personal
Information, but the results were so gratifying
that he declded to maks them public, and gave
1o THE SUX yesterday the privilege of making
excorpla from some of the mosl striking letters,
The questions Mr. Poor put to the wvarious
bankers were:
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He has had the answers sorted and tabulated
with the following resuita. In reply to the frst
question elghty-threo letters Indlcated & greatly
improved condition and confidence In Its per-
manency; neven reflected an opposite condition.
To the second question seventy-nine lotters re-
plied that the sentiment was based on good
cropa, good prices for them, and favorable local
conditions. Seven letters based the sentiment
on hopes alone and four could find no basis for
such a condition. In reply to question 3, elghty-
nine letters reported the winter graln harvested,
the spring crop prospects generally good, In most
places of a better guality and greater guantity.
From the South the report of a proapect for
afine oniton crop was unanimous. In answer
to the fourth question, sixty-seven letiers re-
ported that manufacturers were employed, but
the margine small; nine bhad only fair reports,
nine came from noo-manufecturing districts,
and five reported things lo a bad way. Bixty-
three letters reported that many more men are
st work than at this time Iast year, twenty-five

letters reporied no change, and two said that
conditions were worse than last year, but one of
these sald that the condition was entirely local,
belog caused by a strike

In reference to siiver, thirty-two lotters re-
ported that the cause had lost many adherents
on account of the lmproved business conditions;
twenty-one said that the ellver seatiment had
walned breause prosperity did not foliow on the
heols of the election; twenty-three letters indi-
eated no change, and seven from rural districts
reportad it as being vary strong.

From the Pactfic coast came the most encour-
aging reports. A larger voiume of business is
being done, and in Californin in some lines a
larger business than in 1892, Crope ars the best
in quality and quantity in many jears, prices
are good, and there are practic no unem-
ployel, Sliver hus lost ground decidedly.

M'KINLEY'S REOENT ACTIOXN BATIS-
FIES THE REFORMNERS.

Far-Aearhing Hffect of he Bule Freviding
That No Memovals Sball B Made Rzespt
for Jumt Cawse and on Wrilten Charsee—
fomn of Cloveland's Appointres Protecied.
