THE REINDEER IN ALASKA.

It was M far back as 1 803 that Congrces mado
an appropriation, which wa smalt, to meet tho
expenso of the Introeluctlon of that useful ani-

mal, lh reindeer. Into Alaska, Tho experi-
ment was not rognrded at very promising at
first, but It seemed deslrnblo that It should bo
made. In ninny parts of Alaska horses cannot
b used on account of tho cbnrnctor of the coun-

try, and tho dogs which the natives employ for
draught purpose aropit'only for tho lighter
kinds of service It was thought that tho rein-

deer, which Is so largely utilized In Lapland,
was the animal neodod for Alaska.

"To tho Laplandor," says a traveller, "the
reindeer Is Invaluable bolng, in fact, his horse,
tils ox, and his shooD In ono animal. As a
draught animal' Its speed, endurance, and par-

ticular adaptation '.to travelling on snow ren-

der It most valuablo to pcoplo dwelling In tho
frozen latitudes. It has been known to run at
tho rate of noarly nineteen miles nn hour, and
It 1 not unusual for It to travol 130 miles In
nineteen hour. Tho weight ordinarily drawn
by tt in Lapland Is 210 pounds, but It can draw
QOO. Its moat forms dollcioiu food for man;
Its skin Is valuable, and the milk of tho herds
Is often the principal eupuort of tho owner and
his family,"

Years ago naturalist familiar with the
constitution and hablta of the relndoor ex-

pressed tho opinion that it would thrive nnd bo
useful in tho nortboruraoit parts erf America,
nnd that, with proicr care, tho herds would
rupldly multiply alter their kind. Soon after
Congross had autborircil tho purchase) of the
animals for tho Alaska experiment a number
of tlicm wore taken thither from Siberia, and
put in chargo of keepers at Fort Clearance, in
tho region of tho lower Yukon. Iteport, some
of which were oncouroglng, but most of which
wero unsatisfactory, wcro rocclrod nbout them
from tluio to time They certainly did not at
first thrlvo so woll as hiul bcon oxpectod; and

ages.

It is to bo supposed that. In tho course of
time tho Cio eminent will mako proUslon for
tho solo of the reindeer to citizens who may
desiro to purchase them. It cannot uiuko uso
of tho greut herds which nro oxpectod to como
Into existence before many years timo passed.
Tho price of them, ought not to bo boyond tho
means ot people In ordinary circumstanced,
for they can bo raised at small expense,: ami
they can find their own forago wheroter they
go In Alaska.

When any Alaskan can procure tho animals
for himself, ran mnke uso of them for travel
or tho transportation of his goods, can makouse of their nosh for food, and can make use of
tbulr skin to keep out tho eold. the nttntctlom
of llfo In Alaska w 111 not bo conllncd to tho gold
Holds.
