FHE ATTORNEY-GENEKERAL INTER-
PRETS THE NEW TARIFF LAW,

whe Duty Applies te Gosds Tmpsrted in Fore
slen Vessrln, Wxeepl Such as Arn Eafitied
by Treaty ts e Entered In Our Ports-The
Pondrd Gioeds ton ts Mo Declded Later,

wWanminorox, Aug, 11.—The Department of
Justice has rendered an Importaat decislon
totiching the scope of the provision in the new
Tariff Iaw placiag a dlscriminating duty of 10
per cont. upon certain merchandise transported
{n other than American vessals, A eonstriuec-
tion of the now law waa requested by the Secre-
tary of the Treasury In his letter of Aug. 6,
whereln he sald that slinoee July 24, when the
law went Into efMect, certaln diamonds, the
production of a forelgm country not contignous
to the United States, and worth $90,000, have
boon linported from Cannda, but whether In »
voanol or by rall wans not stated, The Secretary
of the Trousury asked:

Flrat—Whather o diseriminating duty of 10
per cent., under section 22, should be Jevied on
the diamonils deseribed.

Becond—Whether, in detarmining the linbility
of the dlumonds to the discriminating duty, It Is
material to ascertaln the mode of conveyance
used In transporting them Into the United
Biates from Canads,

Tho opinion of the Department of Justice,
written by Judge Richards, the Sollcitor-Gen-
eral, and approved by Joseph MoKenna, Attor
poy-General, says:

“Bection 14 of the act of 1994 readaas follows:

Smomon 14, That adiscriminating duty of 10 per
sentam ad valorem, in addition to the duties 1mposad
by law, shall be levied, coliceied, and puid on all
gooda, wares, o marchandise which ahall bs imported
in vessela mot of the United Btates; but this discrim-
Imattng doty shall not apply to goods, wares, and mer
shandiss whioh shall be Importad In vessels not of
tha]United Btates, sntitled by treaty or any act of
OCongress, 30 be entered in ports of the United Biaiss
on payment of the same uiities wa ahall be pald om
goods, wares, and merchandise Imported 1o vesssls of
e United ftates,

“Bootion 22 of the Tarlff act of July 34, 1897,
continued thoe discriminating duty imposed by
section 14 of tho former law, and sdded a dis-
erimipating duty of 10 per cent. on all goods
which, ‘being the production or manufacture of
any fersign country not comtiguous to the
United States, shall coms into the United
Btates,' from a ocentiguous ecountry without
béloe imported ‘in the usual course of strictly
retall trade.’ The full taxt of the seclion is s
follows:

MUSTY BRERITISH SHBIFPS PATY?

An Expert Tiiuks So, in Semo Casce—Treasury
Pepariment Thinks Net.

The point has besn raised that all cargoes
brought to this country in English bot-
tomsa, except such as come from the
British posscssions in Europe, are subject to
the discriminating duty of 10 per cent. By far
tho greatest part of the imports of this country
come in Englishk ahips, and of this part all ex-
oopt such as come from Great Britain and Ire-
land, Gibraltar, Malta, and Cyprus would be
subject to this duty.

REWARD IN THE REED MURDER.

The Mayor of North Adams Offers S500 fer the
Solutiom of the Mystery.

NorTH ADAMS, Mass, Aug. 11.—~Mayor
Houghton to-day offersd §500 reward for the ar-
rest of the murderers of Henry F. Reed and his
sistor, Dlanche M, Reod. To-night the police are
looking for an fceman who left the city several
days ago, and who wns well acquaintod with
Henry Heed, It issald that he took more than

200 with him when he went. It wsalearned
this morning that the Davia family, for whom
Reed was to purchnse the O'Connell farm on
Saturday, did not pay Iteed any money on Fri-
day. This spoils the theory that Reed hada
large amaunt of money in the house Friday
night, and that some one who knew the fact
want there to rob him, sand to cover his burglary
killed Reed and his sister.

At the Inquest to-day a large number of wit-
nerses were examined, but not much light was
thrown on the murder. Mra. Archio Crosier was
the most important witness. She was no doubt
the last pervon, with the exception of the mur-
derors, who saw Lhie Heeds alive, She called at
the Reed house on lust Friday uight ot 7:30
o'vlock. Mr. Reed was standing outside the
honse tnlking to two women in a carrisge at
the door. Mrs. Crosler went insido nnd entered
into conversation swith Mirs Heed, When the
women left Mr. Heed was joined by Mr, Wilber,
who came oo business and appeared to Mrs,
Crosier to pay Mr. Heod gome money, for Mr.
Hered camo into the house tedosomething about
a receipt. Mr. Iteed spent considernble time
with the women and Mr, Wilhur, gnd did not
duto the houae to remain for quite n while nfter
her arrival,

During the time Mr. Reod was oulside Mise
Reed and M. Crosler talked oo a nuuiber of
subjects. While talking Mrs, Crosier thought
slie heard footsteps. The: 'igtened for u few
geconds, but there were nosounds, When the
resumed, the sounds of footkteps wero hen
ngain, and they puauses longer to see if they
could 0x whence thoy came, Mre. Crosler says
that two or three men couid hive bid_in one of
the rooms aud nofther Me Heed nor Mise Reed
could have known they were there.

W hen told of the nolses upon his entering the
houga Mr. Heed sald:

I'd just assoon lle down here and
slecp with my revolver under my head and all
tlu&mu wide open as sleep with them shut
You koow that I always have & revolver under
my plllow."
