There Is no donbt In the minds of the Vir-

“We favor an income tax for the suppurt of the
Federal Goverument that Industry may o the leas
bordensd, and that wealth way bear (ts proper slinre
of the geuneral public burdsn, and, If necensary, we
favor a | 1] dment that such taxes
miny be lovied; the power of texation and the puwar
of regulnting the § t of forelg fur
nished to a Federnl Congress 10 eruploy means of re-
stralnlng the great trusts that breuk up amall indus-
tries nnd aggrandize themasives by Hlllcit combinge
tions, and we favor the exercises of such powers to
thair full extent, to tho end that these monopolies
may bo curbed.™

“We make no apology,” sald Major JJ.
Hoce TyLER, the candidate for Governor,
In his specch before the conventlon, * for
our adherence to the truths and prineiples
to which we are sacredly pledged.” The
apologetle Democrats are not the kind that
got respect or votea. And they don't seem
#0 be found in Democratic States.

Has Judaism a Future?

What s to ba the future of Judaism Is
an Interesting question which, however, s
rether mooted than answered In the Angust
number of the North dmerican Review Ly
Mr. AsnaM B, Isaacs, formerly professor
of Hebrew In the University of New York,
and now widely known as the editor of the
Jewilsh Messenger. It is principally the
superficlal and mistaken views of the pres-
ent and past of Judalsm held among Chris-
tlaos which Is discussed in his article, but
eventually he Indicates the two theories of
thelr destiny which are most in vogue
among his co-religionists,

It la true enocugh, as Prof, IsAACH says,
that the great majority, even of highly
educated Christians, talk and writo na (f
the history of Judaism had closed with the
destruction of Jerusalem by Titos, To
them the Jew is still the Jew of the Goapel
rocord, If he Is not the Jew of the Old
Testament. He s still a Palestinian, weur-
Ing broad phylncteries and utterlng ghast-
Iy !mprecations on his enemies (n a lan-
guage Intelligible only by the sacred fow.
Judaism is not studied asa living organ-
fnm, but Is relogated to the lumber rnom
of antiqulty, amid the fossila and relics of
primitive religloun; it Is dissceted and aun-
lyzed for the benofit of students of compara-
tive philology and made to furnlsh eurious
data In the flolds of ethnography and an-
thropology. To it & remote past 18 conced-
ed, but {ts recont past and presont recolve
but scant atiention from non-Jews, To the
sstonishing Ignorance of the post-Flayvisn
Bistory of the lsraclites in ascribed the
phjudlco aund misronception whieh exng-
gerata and distort tho truth, cither In one
direction or another, moking the Jew
cither a Daniel Deronda or a Fagin,
clther n Shylock or o Nalhan the Wiae.
What tho Jow desires, says 'rof. Isaacs,
{8 neither villteation nor fustifleation,
bat justice. Ve would like the eritien
of his coreligionists  to  stop  exing
them througzh a tolescope as if they were
oceupants o another sphere, and aluo to po-
nottnee the use of the mictoscope which la
epplied to Jews on the assumption tint

their defects aro deep seated, mulbiltuli-
nous, and intricate. If educated Clirist luns
wonld muake up thelr minds to judge the
¢avw ashe Is, and te study Judaism o its
netunl operation, thes would flod thar hotls
are very muech alive.  Prof. Isascs subinits
that the thne is past Tor labelling Juda.
fa1n as prehistorie, and for Leacketing the
Jows with the Phoeufelions, the Hittites,
and otherrepresentatives of extinet eiviliza-
tions.  To call him an arvestod develop.
maent, o survival, an anaclivanism, does not
warrant us o overloaking the elghtecn
ecnturies that havo elapsed wince (he fall of
the second tomwplo and the estabilishment
of a oman colony on the site where Jiri-
salem hind stocd,  The Jew no doubt fsn
survival ln the sense that ho has survived,
aud his he hns dons becavse, although pu-
merically wealk, he bus been spirftually
strong, Inspite of his Umitations be has
rasinted his environment; he has with-
stood opposing forces, and bo withstauds

theen stlll. To tarm him an “arvested de-
velopment™ In to beg ‘the question; na de-
velopment he unguestionably ls, and the
very thing he complaina of Is that Chris-
tians will not take the trouble to note the
process and ita outcome, They do not rec-
ognize that ho waa denationallixed to be-
come Internationnl and cosmopolitan; that
In losing Palestine le gained Lho earth,
and that just ns the Dabylonlan eaptivity
cured him of {dolatry, 8o his world.-wander-
Ing Is teaching him the eatholiclty and
breadth of saympnthy which Iny at the basis
of Jewlah proplietiam, Thern Is, In trath,
as Prol. Isaacs says, no blunder more
egroglous than to conslder Jewlsh his-
tory synonymous with biblleal history.
Tho Old Testamend tells saimply of
Jowish beginnings, The Jewish ex.
odus did not end with the departure
of the Israclites from Egypt. From the
downfall of the kingdoms of Isracl and
Judah the deportation and migration of
the Jews have gono on until this day, The
spne flux and progress are discernible in
thalr inward an In thelr outward history.
No one is competent to discuss Judaism
who {8 capabie of mich an anachronism as
tospeak of the prophetiam of the patriarchs,
or of the rabbinism of Mosgs, or of the
Judalam of the Judgea. Ona should not at-
tempt to handle the subject who s not
famillar with the distinct stages or phases
{n the evolution of the Jewish religion;
not only from ABRAHAM to Moses, and
from Mosea to Ezra, ns stages with which
Christian thealogians are supposed to be con-
vernant, but also from Ezra to JoORANAN
Bexn Zaooar, who founded the school from
which Talmudism sprang; from the sages
of the Talmud to the medlmval rabbis with
whom the rabbinical era began ; and finally
from MAIMONIDES and his suocessors, with
the development of looal codes and customna
which becamo the orthodoxy of their ages,
to MrNpELssoRN, the forerunner of & new
epoch contemporary with the French rovolu-
tion, on the one hand, and the birth of the
Ameriean republic on the other, Hy him
who has thos studied {t, modern Judaism
Is perceived to be the product of continuous
growth,

What, then, of Judaism's future? Prof
Isaaca submits that the Jew's persiatence
on the stage of human effort s not likely
to weaken as the ages advance. The odds
are very far from being as much against
lifm as they were; there are those who think
that io cortain countries the odda are In Lis
favor, It iscertain that the world (s cons-
Ing to be a bnttle ground of creeds, and that
In the struggle for exintence the Jow has
more nuxilinries than ever hefore. Never-
tholess, 1t s acknowledged that the
ultimate phase of Judalsm bafMes Inquiry
no less than the ultimate phase of human
progress. Prof. Isaacs cites two opinions,
both of which he describes as purely spec-
ulative, and Lo nelther of which does ho
avowedly subscribe, Theone prevision sees
the future of Judnism In a rebabilltated
Jewlsh State, having Jerusalem for its
capltal, ThisState will prove, it is hoped,a
court of arbitration for the nations, diffus-
ing peace and happiness throughout the
universs, Tho other forecast finds Juda-
ism's future not, indeed, In the whsorption
of the Jews by the environing nations, but
rather in the spiritual absorption of the
natlons by the Jews, the thorough per-
meating of mankind by the spirit of Juda-
ism alrendy manifested successively in
Christianity, Mohammedanism, and the de-
ism of those who recognize God, virtue, and
Immortality. In the vlew of these enthu-
sinsts the resultant religion will not be
different in spirit from the declaration of
the Pentateuch, which is reasserted by the
Clristiun Gospel and flnds its echo In the
bibles of many creeds: * Thou shalt love
thy neighbor as thyself,” When, in a word,
the nations shall have reached the heights
of perfect brotherhood Judaism's future
will have dawned.

Torpedo Boat Tactios.

In ealiing a conference of officors of ex-
perience to arrange s programme of torpedo
bont practice, Acting Secretary Rooseverr
Is not premature, It [e true that onlya few
torpedo boats are yet In commisalon, but
oLthers are coming forward, and there will
bo a reapoectable flotilia ready for manou-
vres during the autumn and winter,

Hitherto no rules for torpeds boat exer-
cison have heen formulated, as our only boat
for years was the Cushing, supplemented
by the little wooden craft Stiletto. Onlyof
late has the Erlcason, after many mishaps,
been added to the nnmber,  And even now
that fleet operations are in order, the
point that presses most on attention
Is the large measure of Importance
attached to the work of the individual
vessel, The very fact that torpedo craft
will rely largely for thelr success on the
cover of darkness shows how much
must depend on the hoats acting singly,
and, in o measure, independently,

Nevertheless, concerted actlon has Its
place even with these little vessels, Itis
obvious that their chances of success are
best when their attack {s dellivered on the
same object in palrs, trios, or swarms, The
big battleship which discovers and riddles
ono or two adversaries may fall a prey to
still another, darting In simultancously
from another quarter, Hence general sys.
tems and methods of combined attack and
of slgnalling to each other mnst by studled
and carefully practised, whils in actual
history we have th2 successful sallying out
of a torpedo flotille against the enemy, as
showa in Japan's war with China,

The officers In conferencs, Lieutenant-
Commander KiMparnr, who s to have
charge of the flotilla; Lieut, Usner, com-
manding the Ericason, and Lieut, FrREMONT,
will therefore find enough work before
them. For, of courss, their tnsk coneerns,
as has been sald, the best methods of sepa-
rate action, as well as o2 combined evolu-
tions, and these Iast may be underraken
either In connection with a squadron
of battleships, as in the British an-
nual manceuvres for several years, or
In n programme for torpedo bonts ex-
clusively, ns In this summer's English
exerciges, It seoms probable that enreful
Individual practice will be firat preseribed,
the manceuvres as a flotllln coming later,
when the handling of the boats has beeone
famillar. A long perlod of operations may
ensue in porthern waters till cold weatlier,
and then in southern through the winter.

One of the incldental good features of the

now torpedo boat flotilla Is the chance it
gives for many independent commands, In |

ndding s score of the little eraft tothe
navy, with small erows and at light cost
for maintenance, an excellent school of
responsibility s furnished to offleers whose
rank wonld not otherwise entitle them to
such advaniages. For this reason as many
as posuible of the boats should be kept in
commission and at sea,

Distancs also 18 nov the ouly elemoent in
the problem, The advance of the Anglo-
Egyptian forees carries them further from
thelr base, nod wukes It possible for the
cnemy to bavass their communientions
with greatarsuceeds,  Thus fav, indeed, the
resistanes offered to theiradvanee hias heey
shight, Dongols was oeenplol wihth the
Rgrealest eawse, and while the ottaek an Alin
Hanmed was only effected by some harnd
fighting, In which Mujor S1nxEY and Liousr,
Frrz Upangxcr wera sanong Cho Killed, yot
nothing like the batiles of 1554 has yet
beoen aven,

1t was far beyord Abu Hamed thot the
sovere cngugement s of Abu IKlen nond Gubug
were fought, when Gen., Srewant made
his gallant advance seross the Habilude
Desert to Meteimnneh which cost him lis
life, Inthe earlicr stoges of Lond Worse-
LEN'S cumpudgn of thirteen years ugu, the
Mabhdl did not troulile blmselt o offer
wiieh opposition.

It must be said, however, that the condl-
tious are In some respects more favorable

Flonty of myoney will alio orush out the
truste. They flonelh only In hand times."”

Thin theory of trusts is suhstantinlly the
aame as that published by the Adtlanta Con-
stitulion some weoks ngo. According to
this theory, capitalists are ao poor, on no-
count of the insufficiency of tho cur-
rency, that they have to combine to cut
down expenses, Abundance of money
must prevent trusts, i this theory he
true. But Senator Joxes must ba is-
taken In belleving thut prosperity will
bring about the ** abeyance of the hatred
of trusts.” ‘I'he people who think that
they hate trusts will keep on hating
them, The habit has become inveter-
ate, Evon If the trusta would nccept
Senator JoNgs's theory and go out of
business &% n concession to the good
times, the trust hunters would not ecnse to
hunt, What would beeoine of some of the
moeat Industrious spouters in this or any
other country if trusta were to be abollshed ¥
What would they do for a livingt

Noj terrible as prosperity is for the Demo-
crats and the Populists, it will not go to
the extent of destroying the trusts, Theso
will continue, both ns anecessity of busi-
ness and as o necessity of the Populistic
and Democratic wind,

Sir Isanc was wn ardent Methodlst. 1le be-
eamo a loral proacher nmong the Wesleyansg
but, though prominent, wis never populnr, heing
“strongly 'aritunie, often bitter, and alware
wtern.” Like sunny milllonalees, bis bubits were
ws simple ns those of the poorest padd clerk in
his employ, Thronghout his whole life ho hind
nuver missed o day's exoreise, unless, indesd, he
was condined to bed, Eighbt miiles o doy was his
"eoustitutional’” walk, rain or shine, bt or eold,
Nownatter how busy he may have been, or how
niatiy liwurs he had to work, he always took time
for such n walk, nnd _continued to o =0 cven
after he had renched the age of 85, To this
habit Aol his  abstemiousness at tnble he
uttrlbuted the excellont and vigorous health
which e enjoved s nn octogennrian, Never
could he be tempted to ent meat oftener than
once o day—al lunch. Wrenkinst and dinner
wore minde of frodt and some lictle farivieeous
