ting the erection of & ahod over the twaenly feet

CIVILIZING ALASKA.

The Mleadikeo Crase Makes It Hard Work—A
fiberian Capitalist.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 25.~Tu his recent report
to the Dureau of Education, Dr. Sheldon Jack-
son, gencral agent, describes existing conditions
fu Alasks, and mukes a speclal plea for the prop-
agation of lmported reindeesr in view of the in-
creado of demand caused by the influx of miners
to the Kloudike.

Dr, Jackson says that twenty day echools are
muintained in Alaska by the Interlor Depart-
ment, with 23 teachersand 1,267 puplls, A pub-
lic school was opened at Circle Clty fu the
Yukon mining district, he saays, but the Govern-
ment authoritiea fear it will be necessary to
close It because of the general exodus of the
city’s population to the mining districia My,
Juckson refers in his report to an interesting
old milner whom he raw when the steaner Hear
touched at Indian Point, Slherin, whoro the
trader Kobarri lives, Mr, Jackson saye:
