Hill Bays Ho Is the Last of the Hupedition
and Tells Hin Mtory.

“From alll bhavs been able to learn,” sald
Willlam Hill of Honesiule, Pa., “Tam the sole
survivor of tho U'nited Stales naval force that
took possesslon of Callfornia and held it in the
intercat of our Government in 1848, I had run
awny from my home in Honesdule In 1843, and
shipped on the whaling veassl Marcha from New
Bedford for athree years' cruise in the Indlan
Ocean. Wo got a full cargo of ofl in two years,
and sailed bomeward. We touched at Hono
Iulu, and there 1, in company with others of the
crew, quit the ship, becauss the Captain In-
sisted oo makiog the long voyage home with.
out freah ment on board. The Unlted Sintes
Conaul nt Honolulu took our part in the conten-
tion, and the Marcha sailed without us, Iahip-
ped st Honolulu on the merchant vesscl Ajax,
and sailed to Indin and back 1o Honolulu.

“One day n number of us sallors were ashore.
We were looking seaward over the coral reef
townrd MMamond Head and sighted n United
States man-of-war rounding the Head, We had
heard that war had broken out between our
country and Mexico, and we were all wild to
bave some Kind of a band in it. ‘The man-of-war
cnft anchor outside the reef. nnd we gave her
three bearty cheera. She proved to be the Cay-
enne, commanded by Capt. Mervine. A boat
come ashore from the vessel In charge of an
oflicer, who was jooking for men to enter the
United States naval service for three years or
during the war, We were getting from §75 to
#1000 o month in the merchant service, but
wages were o ohject when war waas concerned.
We were cager to enlist, and when the boat
pulled off shore to return to the vessell and
three others jumped In and were hurried off
with thew, We signed the enlistment papers on
board ship. Capt. Mervine lost no time in sail-
fng. § wasby far the youngest person inthe
crew, being not quite 20 years ald.

" We salled straight for Monterey and arrived
in the barborun July 6, 1548, The frigate
Savannuh, commanded by Commodore Sloat,
and the sloop-of-war Levant were there, The
Conmudore was walting for a larger force. 1t
dld not come, and the next day we went ashore
anuid hoisted the American fiag over Monterer,
putting out Fremont and his troops. The proce
lamating of jo-scesion was read in English and
Spanish, That's the way wo took California for
the United States, nnd we did not take It any
too soon, 14 we had been forty-eight hours later
the United States would have had to fght Eng-
land or give up all elabm to Calitornia, for
while the excitement over the occupyiong
aof Monterey by our forces was ok
It belght, on July 9, a British line of-bartle ship
apjpeared in the ofng. She was a formidable
Iooking vessel, 1 tell sou! She carried ntiore
gunis thun our three ships comulned, Neverthe-
less, our decks were cleared for action in short

oriler. Every man was ut his post, and every
gun ready to be fired at the word, The great
Hritish shilp sailed strafght for the harbor, but
= she entored it <he tncked, and ber band struck
up  "Yankee lwodie Our flagship's band
risponded with "God S8ave the Queen.” Tho
British vessel was under the command of Com-
modore Seymonr. Ho entered a twat and was
