cidentally an attack on Hobart
According to this story, Mr. Hobart attempt-

ed to force his way past Seaitrass, who was
tending a gato in the passengor shed, and Sea-gra-

properly refused to let him pass. It was
asserted that Mr. Hobart secured Soagrass's
dismissal, and that in consequence Seagrass
haa hod to break up his homo and send his wlfo
nnd child homo to her people, nnd Is now seek
lng work as a steam fitter's holper.

At the ofilco of President Thomas of the Krle
road it was said yesterday that tho printed
storv of the Incident which led to the dismissal
of Soagrass was entirely untrue-- .

"Mr. Hobart," It was said, "was coming from
a train, and, desiring to enter the waiting room
did so by going through ono of tho doors which
are gonorally used only by passengers who aro
going to trains, Instead ot going around and
entering it from the ferry end. Seagrass had
charge of those- - doors, and Instead of calling
Mr, llobart'e attention In a polite manner lo
the proper route, he called after him In a loud
and Insolent tone, asking him what ho meant
br going through that door nnd leaving It open.
Ho also used profane language.

"Our buslnoss Is dependent upon the good
will of the people who uso our road, and we
Insist upon all of our employees belnir courte-
ous at all times. When Mr. Hobart's complaint
reached us, it was forwarded in the regular
manner to the Superintendent's ofilco, and he
had it investigated. When Seagrass was con-
fronted with tho complaint, ha was unable to say
a word in his own defence, and ho was dis-
charged."

Mr. Seagrass visited Tne Sur offico last night
of his own accord to deny tho truth of the state-
ments attributed to him by the newspaper
whloh printed the story of bis discharge and
the consequent break! g up of his home.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 1. At the office of the

Alaska Transportation and Trading Company
It Is announced that the steamer Cleve-
land will connect with the delayed Yukon
River steamer Weare and bring down the Trans-
portation Company's gold dust, besides the
clean-u- p of about forty miners now on the way
out.

This Is the boat that should have connected
with the Portland at St. Michael, but was de-

layed on the passage down tho Yukon through
an accident to her machinery. The Cleveland Is
expected to arrive In Seattle between Sept. 3
and 10.

The Portland has received Government per-
mission to go on the dry dock at Port Orchard,
to undergo repairs and cleaning. Her Maxim
gun arrived from Chicago, and will be
placed on the forward deck before sailing next
week.

Another Copper River exploration company
Is outfitting at South Bend, Wash. It Is com-
posed ot twenty experienced prospectors, who
go prepared to stay two years. They will sail
for Prince William Sound, where the vessel will
be left in charge of ono of tbo party, and tbo
remainder, divided Into parties ot Ave, will
each work independently of tho other. They
will cross from Prlnco William Sound to tho
Copper River, twenty-nin- e miles, reaching thatstream ISO miles above its mouth. They may
go into the Klondike if they do not meet with
success on Copprr River.

WOBKIXO VP rVBI.10 BEXTIKEXX
AGAINST ANNEXA1ION.

Hatlvea Iran All (he Islands ts Re Assembled
at Honolulu lo Trotest Against the Treaty

Clauu Spreckele at the Bottom of the
Scheme A Show Tor Our TUIttng Senators.

Honolulu, Aug. 25, via San Francisco, Sept.
1. A grand-stan- play Is to be mado by tbo en-

emies of nnnoxatlonln order to make an im-

pression upon Congress and put an end to hopes
of the pnssago o( tho moasuro upon which tho
prosperity ot all except a small clique depends.
Tho financial backer of tho schemo Is said to bo
Onus Sprcckola, and Its main feature Is to bo a
big mass meeting ot natives here In Soptombcr
during tbo visit of Senators Morgan and Quay.
It Is proposed to assomblo in this city from the
various Islands from 15,000 to 20,000 natives,
and to havo them publicly protest against tho
annexation of tho Islands to the United States,
and to sign a monster petition to Congress.

It Is expocted that Senators Whlto and Thurs-
ton, loaders ot tho party In
Washington, will arrive on tho samo steamer
with Senators Morgan and Quay, to engineer
the mats-meetin- scheme, although it will lo
made to appear that the moeottng comes from
the local loyalist party, and that the assem-
bling of tho natives at this time Is spontaneous.
It It also In the plan to have the here.

The whole affair Is to bo as dramatlo as possi-
ble, with the Idea ot working upon the feelings
of Senators Morgan and Quay and send them
back to Washington with the Idea that tho nv
fives are still numerous on the Islands and feel
that they have bcon oppressed by a small num-
ber of whites who have secured power through
treachery. Tho Hawaiian Star prints the story
under the caption; "Spreckels's Last Throw.'
Itsaa:

"Hawallans from tbo Island of Hawaii to tho
island of Kauai bavo been notified to centre In
Honolulu about the middle of September, when
the Australia is due to arrive from San Fran-Cisc- o

carrying nt least two distinguished United
Statos Senators. The Hawallans aro to be per-
suaded to innkoa grand open meeting demon-
stration against annexation. They are to be
paid to convince tho Senators that they do not
wont tho country abeorlied by the greater re-
public.

France. The Cubans arc tiring Spain out. Justas wo are doing. What wo pray for is a general
revolt all along the line."

tion In the Spanish Parliament; nil prlesta'
lands lo be sold at public auction, and suppres-
sion of tho power to banish citizens. Aguinald
then concludes:

"It is absolutely necessary to prolong the war
and givo the greatest sign of lrillty possible In
order that Spain tuny be forced to grant what
wensk. Otherwise she will consider us a de-
crepit race, nnd In placo of amplifying ourrights will still furlhor curtail them."
