IL RUSSELL WARD KILLED.

BODY FOUND BESIDE A RAILROAD
TRACK IN 1OWA.

18 Is Probable That Hae Committed Suicidn—
Ma Left Ban Framcisre om Monday and
Acted Insanely on Wis Journoy—Mis Hlope-
mentin June Last with Mra, John Bradbury.

Cutoaen, 111, Septs 3,—A man named H, Rus-
#sell Ward jumped to death from the window of
antateroom in the aleeplng car Creston early
this morning while the Northwestern's Over-
land Limited was near Wheatland, Ia, Flo was
the man who recently achioved notorlety hy
eloping with the wife of John M. HBradbury, the
young Ban Francisco millionaire.

Ward took the train on Jast Monday night at
San Franclsco, buylng a ticket for Hutfalo, He
told the porter, O, M, Callaway, that he was
going to his family in England, and made no
offort to conceal hin identity. To all In thecar
thie man appearsd of unsound mind, He barrl-
eaded himself in the stateroom which he oo
pled, anil stood guard at the door with s revol-
var several Limes,

He rotired early last night, and was seen In
his borth by the portar at 2:50 o'clock in the
morning. When the train reachea De Kall, Ik,
ho was called, but no answer was received,
Portor Callaway crawled through the window
of the statercom while tho train was at a stand-
still, and found that the door had beon locked
from the inside, Asthe window was open, and
as all of Ward's clothes wore In tho seat, there
was no doubt that he had thrown himself from
the traln,

Telograms were sent to the »tations along the
I1ae of the rallroad, and when the train roached
Chicago at 7:45 o'clock this morning the com-
ductor was Informed that the body of a man
clad only In hLis nightshirt bad boen found on
the tracks near Wheatland. The identity was
esiahlished when the station agent nt Whoat-
land telegraphed that in the pocket of tho night-
shilet had beon found a draflt for $450, made out

AGREEMENT MADE WHICH BIMPLY
AWAITS RATIFICATION,

The Miners to €0 to Work at a 85 Conits Rate
Unill Jan. 1, When a Yew Wage Scale Wi
e Made—OMcera of the Union Yrge the
Men te Accept the Terma—No Arbliration,

Corumnul, 0, Sept. .—=The end of 1he groat
atriko of the conl miners, begun July 4, undoulin-
edls Is at hand, and within ten days the 150,000
siriking miners will bo at work,  What brought
about this state of affalrs was n proposition of
the committes representing the Inrgest minm
In e Pitesbyrg distriet to the mincrs' Exoou-
tive Board nt a Juint conference this morning.

The termn of the proposition were that the
miners should resume work at onco at a rate of
0% centaa ton ih the Plttsborg district and 56
conls in the Obilo teld, with corresponding ad-
vances in tho other States,  This rate is to ba in
effect untll Janunry, 1808, when a new rate,
which abull b agresd to prior to that tims by
tho miners and operatora In Joint conference,
shall go Into effcct and remaln In effoct fora
yoar,

This proposition was offered by the oporators
an thelr ultimatum, nnd after & conierenon be:
tween the members of tho miners' Exeoutive
Buard, the announcement was made that the
proposition would bo aceepted,  This netlon on
the part of the miners’ ofMicinds must be ratifiad
by the miners themaelves, and with that pur
posa In view o national convention of the
miners hos been ealled to bo beld in this city on
Tuvsday and Wednesday of next week,

The circular ealling thecouvention was [asued
to-night, It recites the basin of settlement and
recommends that the rulners ngree (o the propo:
sition. The call is signed by all the members of
the Natlonal Executive Board, ‘I'his plon davs
away with arhiteation entively,

When tho conference met this morning the
first proposition of the operators, to pay the Hi-
cent rate pendieg arbitration, which should de
cide upon a rato botween U0 and GO centw,
was ogain offerod, but was rejected 1y
the miners. The latter Then suggested thit
work be resumed at the dd-cent rate, and
the nward of the arbitrators should be some
rate between 64 wmnd G0 cents.  Thia
proposition was rejected by the operators, who
then offered their ultimatom, which was ac
copted.
