lUItltr. 1TATEH TltlEVES CAVaUZAT
OX8TEB RIVEtl'S UOVTU.

They noil Jmt Stolen a Hallhoat and Were
nealtngOiit to the Sound with It When Two
I'nrlles of 1'ursiiers Closrd In on Them and
Maito Them Prlseners After a Short light.

Biuduktoiit, Conn., Sept, 0. Tho mon who

Since that tlmo Hull has been on tho lookout
for his boat, and nlso has kept a sharp eye whon
any etmngo craft hnvo been In tlio neighborhood.

Yesterday, Just ut dusk, n sloop enst anchor
nbout n nillo otT tho mouth of Oyster Ulvcr.
There appeared to bo thrco men nboanl of hor.
With glns-sc- tho men aboard the -- loop surveyed
tho shore. At night vatlous lights wcro dis-

played on board tho strange craft. That was
sutllcieiit lo nrouso tho suspicion of Hnui. Ho
told Ucnjamln Lindlay and Harry Trowbrldgo
of his suspicion, nud they decided to watch tho
slrango lo:t.
