Interest {athereby renawed In antatement
of Mr. DasxvorTn's concerning the same
important subject printed In the Evening
Post of Aug, 20

“Imade a trip through the State lately and found
that many of thoss who wore loudest for m demand
for an Ind of the Chicago platf eare
more for what I might oall Bryanism than for free
sllver, That in, they llke Bavax and what he repre
sents generally, and are not particularly davoted to
the free-sllver cause. Thess men look up to HRTaN aa
the groat champion of D ney, the str man
in the party, and they belleve in him more than io
any financial doctrine.”

This may enlighten the National Demp-
crats offering to vote for Tammany's can-

didate provided silver ian't mentioned in
the platform, Silver or no silver, thero re-
mains Bryanism or the Chicago platform,
indestructible before 1000 without the con-
vocatlon of the Democratic party in na-
tional convention and the platform's for:
mal repudiation by the body that made it.

Another opinion of Mr. DAxronrTit’s In
the same interview contained instruction
for the New York ecity advoceates of *' mu-
nlcipal issues” only. **Isuppose,” snld Mr,
Daxrvortin, *that most of the county con-
vontions In the Interlor ot the State will
fndorse the Chieago platform ; but the lend-
ers up there tell me that they recognize the
great importance of Demoeratie suceess in
Greater New York this year, and will not
doanything to prevent {t. Those leaders
woere willing to let the Greater New York
members of the State Committes arrangoe
the programme.”

For the coming election in the Greater
Noew York the Democratic leaders in New
York State, and Tammany liall and the
Citizens’ Union in New York city, are In
harmony for *“municipal isaues only,"” and
for the same purpose.  In no other way can
they defeat the party opposed to Bryanism,
the Republican party, of the St. Lonis
platform for honest money and =ocialorder,

The great lssue Is that of the St, Louls
platform against the Chicago platform,
Republiean politicians who think of slur-
ring it for lecal profit are gulilty of treach-
ery to the party on which the entire con-
servative sentimment of the country relies
for the country's salvation,

The Men Behind the Guna

In the enrrent number of the Jowrnal af
the Military Service Institution, Lieut, H.
C, CannavGH presents an exceedingly able
argument for the increase of the artillery
foree, to insure adequate coast defence,

The system of seabonrd protection we
have adopted includes more than 500 high-
power guns, 1,000 mortars and 360 rapld-
fire rifles, to e grouped at over 110 differ-
ent points in about twenty-llve harbors and
alded by 0,000 submarine mines. To fur-
nishi only one relief for working these guns
and mortars, In time of war, would require
20,000 men; and if we should be con-
tent, in time of peace, with three capable
gunners for ecach gun and mortar,
10,000 would  still be  required. Tut
Lient. CArRvAvGH says that 7,500 artillery-
men wight be able to take proper eare of
the ordnanee material and ereate a defence
organization, although to provide fewer
would be trifling with the subject. Kven
7000 enlisted artillerymen, with extra pay
for gualitication ns gnnners, would not pro-
duce more than 4,000 skilled men,

A foree of 7,000, organized into ten regi-
ments, wonld give 110 seaconst batteries,
besides the ten fleld batteries now maio-
tained: and this needed addition to our
strength conld be had, says Liout. Can-
wAavGH, for only about 1,000,000 u year
additional.  There would then be a full
regiment for Boston and the coast north;
one for Newport, and the eastern end of
Long Island Sound ; two regiments for New
York; two divided between Philadelphia,
Wilmington, Baltimore, Washington, and
Hampton Roads; two forthe South Atlun-
tie nand Gulf coasts; two for the Pacitie,

Dy doubling the nmount of money, the
fnfantry could also be Increased, and could
recelve it mueh degired three-battalion
orgunization, while the great lock of the
National Guard in fleld artillery could be
supplied, The militia, having complete
control of the fleld guns and smmunition
thus furnished by the Federal Government,
could become experts o thelr use and
s great source of reliancs  in war;
whereas, if they should attempt to become
heavy artillery, they would not have the
control of the seaconst guns, and would
work them perhaps culy once or twicea
year. When we observe the prolonged spe-
clul tralning required for the eMeient han-
dling of modern high-power guns and thelr
accompaniments, and also  *“ the great
value of & well-aimed shot at s eritical
moment,” the need of reliance on regulam
Instead of on eitizen soldivrs in this matter
is apparent, The miss that, by a very slight
error in laying the gun, lets the hostile
ship run by, may be a fatal miss; and
even the expense of practice, in which a
single shot from a 12:-ipch rifle costs about
Bo00, suggents that it should be Isid out
on professionul artillerymoen rather than on
those who oun drill no rarely,

Licut, Canpavan also strongly urges
ualty of command in aefending a harbor,
this command properly belonging to an
artillery oflicer, who may have from elx to
twelve different polnts of defence to super-
vise., In bin demand for unifleation he
would transfer also the charge of the sub-
marine mines to the artillery, and that of
the scarchilights, range finders, electric and
ateam plants, and the appuratus for com-
munlicating between points,

We regard this subject as one of the most
presaing of those that will coms before
Congress ut the next session, The article
by Capt, AuTHUR WILLIAMS on ** Readlness
for War," preceding Lieut, Canbavan's,
expining o gencral the need of & larger
army, and slso well doserves perusal by
Congressmen, It should be remembered
that acy added artillerymen will be avail-
able for that enforeement of natlonal laws
'hicb‘lb sometimes required, as at Chicago

Silver Republicans and Gold Demo-
crats,

The Silver Republicans of Colorado held
thelr State Conventlon last week, Senator
Terren is the leader in that State of this
party, which comprises the majority of
those who were Republicans up to 1806,
while Senator Worcort Is the leader of the
minority, called MeKinley Republicans,
Efforta were mude by the latter to Induce
the former to eo-operate with them in Stata
elections, but the efforts met with absolute
fallure, The Colorade Silver Nepublicans
are determined, aa their resolutions say,
“to oppoes affilintion with any organiza-
tion which does not stand with us upon the
questions of bimetallism, which we regard
as of controlling and paramount politicnl
importance,” They “expecinlly opposs
affilintion with the present Republican
Administration, because It deelared In ita
platform of 1806 that It is opposed to the
free coinage of silver.”

A candidate for Supreme Court Justice
was nominated, * We recognize,” says the
platform, “that a judicial convention
should be, as far ns practicable, divorced
from politics, yet we desire to place our-
selves on record ms being unqgualifiedly in
favor of the free colnnge of silver at the
ratio of 16 to 1, without waiting for the
will or consent of any nution or country on
earth.” The nominee for Justice of the
Supreme Court **has ever been an earnest
advocate of the free coinhge of silver.”

The Gold Democrats are resxpectfully re-
nuested to observe that the Colorado Silver
Republicacs Insist upon carrying natioual
issues into State and loealelections. When
national issuesare to bedeclded at anational
election these Silver Republicans do not
consent to become aninglorious and useless
third varty, or fourth, fifth or sixth party,
but vote with the party which agrees with
them a8 to the silver question, which they
regard as the chief political quesation to be
decided. Senator Trrrer and his friends
are strong protectionists, but the Demo-
cratie progranune of a tarifl for revenue, the
lncome tax, and even the disorderiy and
sinister parts of the Chicago platform counld
not keep them from voting the Demoeratfe
ticket, They threw away details, The
Democrats agreed with them as to the main
thing. That was enough.

Both in national and State and loeal pol-
itica the Silver Republicuns ought to bea
lesson to Gold Democrats,

The One Hundred Dollar Limie.

Mr, INNGLEY'S newspaper In Malne, the
Lewiston Evening Journal, discusses the
tourists' personnl effects clouse In an arti-
cle apparently written by the responaible
aunthor of the new tariff,

It is evident that mome apprehension ex-
ists on the part of the mokers of the tarlff
ns to populur judgment concerning the one
hundred dollar limit, both as n revenue
producer and as a protective agent, It
was an experiment, o new experiment, and
perhaps the most doubtful experiment in
the act of 1807,

Mr. Dixguey, or rather Mr, DixcLry's
newspaper, remarks that this provision of
the tarill vielded “nearly $50,000 revenue
in August,” and that *the Assistant See-
retary of the Treasury says that ungues-
tiomably it indireetly produces minch more
revenue by diminishing the amount of mer-
chandise brought in by tourists, and thereby
mnking so much moredemnand for the same
merchandise from merchants who pay the
regulnr duty,”

This seems like an assertion of the pro-
teetive intent of the clause, and yet the
Lewiston Jowrnal pretends to say that
*“thera is no question of protection in-
volved, It Is simply one of equal rights
and cqual obligations,” This statement is
thus explained :

“Itwill be remembersd that the Treasury agents
reported that 840,000,000 of mer-handlse, comprised
largely of wllke, gloves, luxuries, and clothing, were
bLrought in free of duty by tourists last ¥year, under
the free provision of the old tarllf. In many caaes
milllners and olher Importem made & hislness of go-
fug to Furops several thines & year o bring back
wtocks fres uf duly an personal effects, while the mass
of people who capoot afford to go to Europe
pndd  the proper  duty on &ll they bought,
The freedrade papars Lave been eritieliing the
new tarlf for cutting off thin discrimination
in favor of the wealthy, on the ground that 18 dis
turbed tourisis to be obliged to discluss what mer
vhandise they have in thele trunks. Wil some of
these cFiblva tell ua why an Astok should be pers
mitted to bring in alxty wrunks Alled with gooda fres
of duly, whan prople who cant go to Europe are
obliged to pay duty on slimilar goods which they con-
wurme

Whatever may be the reply of free-trade
erities to Mr. DINGLEY'S questlons abont
the sixty trunks of the supposititions Mr,
AsToRr, we beg leave tocall the attentlonof
that sinecers and enrnest advocate of pro-
tection to another aspect of the matter,

If the personal effects clause was or-
dained siimply on the principle of * equal
rights and equal obligations,” that s simoly
to prevent citizens who go to Europe from
buylog clothing and kolek-knocks a little
more cheaply than those citizens can buy
them who stay at home, why was there any
excmption ifrom duty on suech artlelea
Why was there dxed at $100 o limit Inside
of which the citizen who can go to
Europo Is permitted toenjoy this advantage
over his fallow citiren who stays at homef
A considerable number of returning trav-
ellers, perhinps even a majority of all Amer-
fcans who go abroad for recreation, do not
bring back in purchases as much ss ons
hundred dollurs’ worth of dutiable mer-
chandise, Why shiould they be permitted
to eacape duty even on less than one hun-
dred dollars’ worth, if the principle of
equal rights and equal obligations s to
apply all aronnd?

The man who brings home clothing of
forelgn make to the value of $50, under
Mr, DINGLEY'S exemption clause, possssses
what is In principle precisely the sames un-
equal right, sud what s relatively the
same peeuniary advantage over the Ameris
can who would buy that amouut of foreign-
made clothing if he could go abroud, as the
bypotheticgl Astom, with the sisty trunks,

posseases over hia fellow altisan who *econ-
sumes similar goods," but eannuot afford to
go to Europe with alxty trunks,

On thie other hand, (f the peraonal effecta
olanse Is primarily s revenus produocer, it
can hardly be regarded sa an Illustrious
success, August s one of the greatest
monthsfor returning travel, and yet thenew
provialon yielded less than $50,000; and
this sum, It must be remembered, In.
cludes all such duties as would have
been pnald on the docks even un-
der any preceding tariff. Four or five
hundred thousand dollam annually wounld
bs s llberal estimate of the direct reve-
nie from the new system, As to indlrect
revenue, that s Impossible to compute; but
wo may be sure that, beoause a returning
Ameriean Is deterred by the §100 limit
from purchasing and bringing home a cer-
taln article of utility or beauty, it does not
follow necessarily that he will buy it after
hia return at a pries [neluding the duty.

This tax, so inguiaitorial in Its enforce-
ment even with thes most courteous treat-
ment of the travellers on the part of the
Custom House authoritios, is not likely to
yleld to the Government much more than
n quarter of a million doliars a year, If we
nre not mistaken, Mr., DiNGLEY'S committes
originally estimated the revenue from this
source at $20,000,000,

Only 7,688 voters In New York last year
did otherwise than put a& cross mark
within one or other of the circles on the
ballot to indicate thelr preferences. In
other words about 9§71 per cent, of the
electors voted stradght tickets and 21y per
cent. voted split, irregular, or Independent
tickets, or voted in violntion or ignorance of
the law and did not have their votes counted,

Under the present ballot system the so-
ealled “regular parly organizations” enjoy
a decided advantage. The candidatens
nominated by them have the benefits of
all the official machinery of eandidature.
The election of independent nominees upon
an independent ticket Is, practically, im-
possible, The law requires that the ballot
rhall be so arranged that at the right of the
lnst eolumn for regular party nominations,
the severnl tickets of the nnmes of the
candidntes independently nominated shall
be printed In one or more columns having
ahove each the political or other name se-
lected to designate each, and the cirele, and
nlso the device or emblem to represent the
reveral independent bodirs making nomina-
tions, Thevoter is instructed to designate by
a cross mark Inthe lnrgo blank eircle his de.
nite to vote for each and every eandidate of
a party ticket or by o eross mark in a blank
before the nnme of ench candidate his choice
of particular candidates, To vote a split
tieket, or for candldates of different par-
ties, the voter would have to make a cross
mark befors the oame of each candidata
for whom he votes, 1 the ticket minrked
in the eircle does not contain the names of
candidates for all the oflices for which the
elector wants to vote, he may vote for can-
didates for the offices so omitted by making
o cross mark before the names of candi-
dates for such offices on another ticket, or
by writing the names, If they are not
printed upon the ballot.

It Is, therefore, about forty.nine timea
ecasier to vote fora regular party than it is
to vote for an independent candidate, and,
ns the results of the last election showed
conclusively, there are forty-nine times as

many voters desirons of voting and willing |

to vote a straight-out party ticket as there
are independents, “seratchers,” apd pus-
celln and promi voters,

Candidates for the following oflices are
to be voted for by the electors of this town
on the second day of November next:

A Judge of the Court of Appenls, a Mayor, Shariff,
County Clerk. Distrlot Attorney, four Coroners, Reg-
tster, two Suprems Court Justioen, Comptroller, Presl.
dent of the Munfeipal Counecll, Prestdent of the
Noroigh, two Clty Court Judges, members of the
Councll, Aldermen, s Justies of the Munlcipal Court
of the Eleventh Judiclal distriet. Justices of the Mu-

The Citizens’ ['nion I8 not a political or-
ganization, It bas no status as such. It
cannot nominnte candidates for any office
except by a petition, It bhas never run a
candidate for nny office. It is destitute of
any of the political machinery of elections,
and its “symbol,” a rattle, a goose's bill, or
o donkey's liead, has yet to bo deeided upon
by the committee of thirteen which hus ay-
sumed charge of the Low eanviss,

Without warrant of authority, lawful or
implied, theso amateurs in {mpudence and
foolishness propose to set up a ticket for
the voters when, in [net, they Lave only the
power under tho law to set up a ticket in
part, unless, indecd, they intend to embark
In the fleld of State and national polities,
their chief abhorrence and the objective
point of their potulant hostility,

In the municvipal election of 1800 their
ploneers in political idiory, the P, M, L., of
s memory, took a similar course, and by
utterly confusing, complicating, and disar-
ranging the plen of voling succeeded in de-
feating the candidates they favored! The
1%, M. L, ticket being, in part, blank and
not o complete ticket, those who voted it
disfranchised themselves unconsciously as
to such oftices ns no nominations had been
mude for, and npon the allles of these ama-
teurs, the Ropublicans, not upon thelr oppo-
nents, the Tammany Hall Democerats of
that period, the burden of loss through
* hiank votes ™ fell most unjustly.

The Citizens’ Unionis s politically {rre.
sponsible affair, It bas acquired no right
to nomivate candidates for any office and
{t is Incapable for mechanical reasons,
which the " Cits” probably do not under.
stand, of nominating a full ticket. The Re-
publican party of New York, which polled
284,000 votes within the enlarged New
York at last year's election, will not turn
over it opportunities and its supporters to
this coterle of Incapables and political
hobbledeboys.
