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NEW YORK'S NAVAL MILITIA

HIGH PRAISE DY THE BOARD THAY
INSPECTED THEIR WORK.

For FEMclenry, Fouipmeat, and PFractioal
Knowirdgs of Thelr Puties They Finve o
Ruperiors In the Yaval Reserve—The Slenal
Cormn Receives Apecinl Commendation.

Wasinyaron, Sapt, 13,—~For aMaoleney, equips
ment, and practical knowledgs of thelr duties,
the men of the New York City Naval Militia
aro reported (o have no suporlors In the organs
lzatlons along the senboard which wers exers
ctund on ships of the navy during Lhe past aums
mer, The report of the hoard which inspecied
tho work of thoe New Yorkers finds that they
are a eapible body, well dellled, and would
prove & most useful ndjunct to the regular age
vol service Inthue of war, The poara rocoms
mends that militia organizations be deilled hepes
nfter on eruliers set aslile for this purpose. The
report 1s ws followa:

“During the whole week that this battalion
wan on board ths Massichusotts the men pere
formed thelr dutles with intelllgence, zeal, and
ereditublo spirlt,  They seem to boe of good
physlgie, und no slckness of any kind occnrred,
The uniform very closely conforms to the navy
pattern, the white sweater, however, being
worn under the blue shirt, When clean this
produces n natty appearance, but, being conapios
wits, materially detriets from the appearanos
of the men when solled, It Is nol adapted te
une on board ship.  The uniform of the petty
offfcers (s nearly the same s the naval uniforms
Tho rating boadiges and corps biilges are dils
ferent,  In the handling of boats ander oars and
enlls the men did remarkably woll and showed
good tralning,  The sub-calibre practice was
falr, consldering the numbor of new mon in the
battalion and the Hmited ninount of practioe
thoy had.

“The slgnal corpa of this battallon deserves
specinl commendation. They seut and recelved
messages with rapldity and precision, and are
familiar In & bigh degreo with all methods of
signalling. The signal oMeer, Lieut. Andorsol
Ixnn atturt and un enthuslast, and has reach

wnrknbly high dearea of proficiency In the
Ing of his corps, which would be a credit o
3 vosnel in cominlsalon,

T e target practies conld only bo eatlmnated
with the eye, as no shots wore recorded o
plotted, The smoke interfersd In n measurs
with good practice, Taking all things into cone
wlderution, the etloe was fnlr, sone shots be
ing remnrkably good and wome going very wil
The wl of the butinlion are well post
professionmliy, nod would seon becoms fomiline
with the routineof n war vessol and able te
enrry it out, The men, notwithstanding the
sphiero from which ther were enlisted aud their
Hmited n}umrlmnllvn for adapting themsslves
Lo ship He, fts dutles nnd routine, would be of
E”t value to the navy in thme of war, but are
