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STEAMER CATSKILL SUNK.

gUrr DOWN BY THE 8T, JOHNS IN
NORTH RIVER,

Tae Monts Colllded OF Fifty-ninth Sirest Last
Eroning—-ne LiMm Lost and One Person In.
Jured HNoenes of Wildest Confusion en Motk
Vesarin=The 81, Johns Bad 3,700 Pasen-
gers nud the Catekill AM—A11 but Ons of the
Latter Hescued Before the Siemmer Bank
—gowardicsa of Somo Male Passongers.

The big side-wheel passengor steamers St
Johne and Catakill collided Just beforo 7 o'clock
tast evening ln the North River, between Fifty-
ainth and Sixtieth streots, and within ten min-
utes the Catskill was at the bottom of the river,
rhere wan a hole In her slde blg enough for a
good-sizel rowboat to get into. Her terror
stricken passengers watched hor sink from
the decks of two New York Central Rallroad
tugs that put out from the big grain elovator
plong shore a moment after the collision
porurred, S0 far as ls known only one life wan
fost. Iertis Timmerman, & 8:yearold boy, was
belng taken to his homo in Leeds by Georgo
Cook and Miss Nellie McCrea of Brooklyn, In
the panic he was lost, and it {s supposed that he
was drowned,  Loeonard T, Miller, a retirod on-
ginser of 343 Garden street, Hoboken, another
possenger of the Catskill, s in the Roosevelt
Hospital with o broken lee,  He (4 the only per-
pon known to have been hurt in the collision,

The Catekill is one of the boats of the Catskill,
Hudson and Coxsackle line, which leave the
pinr at the foot of Christopher street nt 8 o'clock
avery evening, Bhe had an unusual quantity of
froight last night, and it was ten minutes before
7 o'clock bofore shoe wias ready to start, She had
forty-elght passengers all told. They were:

Noearly all the passengers live in the three
towns whero the boat lands, and aost of them
were at tho storn of the boat when the collision
took place. Cook, Miss McCrea, the boy, Hertle
Timmerman, Miller, and two other men were
peated up in the bow on thesecond of the steam-
or's three decks, The Catskill, on the trip up,
wsually keops to the cast side of the river, and
she did so last night.

She was almost opposite the Fifty-ninth street
pler, and about 200 yards out, when the St
Jobns wna scen coming down. She was also
keeping in toward the New York shore. The
Catakill was guing at full speed because she was
lats, nnd Capt. Cooper wanted to make up
time. He says Le blew his whistle twice to
notify the Captain of the Si, Johns that he was
going to port. Hoe says that the Captaln of the
Bt. Johns answered with one blast of bis whistle,
which meant that he wanted the Catskill to
pass him on the otherside. At that time, Cooper
mys, the boats were Loo close togelher to do this
The Captaines each turned thelr helms the way
they had signalled they were going to eteer,
sad before they could turn them back the
boats were so close that a collision was In-
eritable. Both blew thelr whistles agaln, and
the jingle bells in the engine room rang for full
peed astern. A moment Iater the boats came to-
gether with a crash that was heard on both sides
of the river. The St. Johns struck the Catskill
abgut fifteen feet from the bow on the starhoard
side, and her heavy steel-sheathed bow cut a
bole almost half way through the Catskill's huyll.

The thing happened 8o quickly that the pas-
sengers on neither boat realized that a collision
was imminent until It bad actually oceurred,
and then followed a scene almost indescribable,
On both boats there was mn panle. Men
and  women allke screamed In  terror,
and rushed hither and thither, knocking
each ottier down, As the engines of both hoats
were golng full speed backward when the col-
Lislons came It was less than balf & mioute be-
fore the St. Johns had backed ont of the hole
she made, and the water rushed into the Cats-
kill with frightful rapidity., The Catakill began
0 sink immedintely,

Her oficers realized the situation, and the
Caplain and the pilots shouted from the pilot
bouse to the passengers to get life preservers.
There was a wild seramble for the cabins, where
the life preservers were kept. There wure a

f0d moany more than enough to go
around, yet the passengers fought among
themselves over the possession of them.

Meantime the crew of the Catskill, under the
orders of the first mate, had jumped to the life
bosts, of which there were four, and lowered
thetn, Just ma the boats struck the water the
water in the Catskill's hold reached the engine
oo and put out the Aire. The boat was lighted
by electricity and the dynamo stopped.

Then came ahsolute darkness, which served
ta make the fright among the passengers n great
deal worse,  T'he ofticers of the Ontakill ordered
that the women Lo taken into one of the boats
first, but the moment the boat was in the water
the men made a rush for It, and there
was & hood-toshand  fight to keep them
AWar. Inthe struggle mon seized the women
And threw them aslde, They grabbed hold of
sach niher frantically and fought and wrentled,
They lost their hoads completely, and all the
time the shrieking and yelling were kept up.
Finslly all the women woro got into the boat
Bowe of the men followed them. Thore wers
mare than enough hoats th take care of sll, but
everyholy seemed to want to got into the same
boat and at the same time,

Whilonll this was golug on on the Catskill
the Caplains of the tugs at the New York Cen-
tral grain elevator, who had heard the erash
and the screntna and the whistling, were honding
out toward the sinking boat. The ofMcers of
the St Johne, top, bod kot her under con-
Wol, and swung her around to go to the
Catskill's nsslstance, Sho did It with & ven-
geance, She came up on the port side and hit
beragaln, thin time almost carrying away the
PHOL hone, A Linlf dozen or more passengors
whi Ladu'y succesdod In wetting into the life-
boats leipnd abionrd the St. Johns the moment
of the secund collision,

The excitrment on the Bt. Johins at this time
Wan fiully ny groat as it was on the Catskill.

The 8t, Johns, secing that all the paasengers
were safe, went on down the river to the Jorsoy
Contral dockn in Jersey Clty so that hor passen-
gers might catch their train,

While there was all this excltement on the
water, thore was nlmost as much on_land, As
han n atated, the sound of the collislon waa
heard on both slles of the river. On this

The pler at this time was jammed with the
erowd, who without reanon were shouling nnd
yelling almost as loudly as were the panio-
stricken ones on the two boats, The police drove
them back and had the pler pretty well cleared
when the tughonts got in with lﬁu passongers
and tho crew of the Catskill,

The vrew wanted to bo taken back [mmell-
ately to the company's nler at the foot of Clirls-
tophier streot, and a good many of the passens
gers went with them, Others got off at Fifty.
ninth stroet and went down to the West 8horo
station and home by train.

Cook 14 o clerk
and livea at 52 Firat sireet, Brooklyn, Miss
McOree livea at 431 Union street, Hinoklyn,
teo, Hecause of the fact that the boy
drowned, they wers aent

by the police, nnd there ll!rr told & story of the
nccldent subatantinlly ns it is told abovs, Cook
sald that when the crash came he grabbed the
boy and with Miss MoCree started townrd the
stern of the t. where |matl'.ll all the other
passengers were. Heo had hardly started, he
sald, when the child’s hand slip from his. He
was going fast and he took soveral steps before
he could stop,

Ho yolled to Miss McCrea to go on and then
turned and ran back to find the boy, but he was
nowhere to be seen. [t was dark as pitch, the
lights on the Catskill having gune out.
Cook saldl bho  felt all about with his
hands and called to the boy, but he got
no reaponse, Thers wia so much yelling and
the whistles of both bouts wern blowlng, sothat
it was im ible to make himself heard. When
be couldn’t And the boy, Cook says, he ran to
wanrd tho stern after Miss McCrea, for then the
boat was settling In the water rapidly, He
lhnuzht thnt the boy had In some way been
caught in the wrecknge and drurﬂl aver .

Another of the passengers landad at the pisr
was Miller, the man whoae leg wos broken, He
was thken Lo Hoosevelt Hospltnl, At the hos-
pital he safd that hesaw the boy In the wator
End that be tried to rench him, but erippled as

e was he could not do anything, and quickly
lost  wleht of the little fellow, Miller
sald that at the thme of the eollision
he was sitting on the upper forward deck on the
starbonrd alde of the Catakill, almost at the
spot where the prow of the S5t Johne struck, e
had noticed the lights of the St, Jolius only &
mowment before, and before thers was time for
bim to fump out of the way the criish came,

He felt himself erushed in the wreckage, and
when the 5t Johns pulicd her nose out of
the hole she had made he wan  still

foned there. Ile could move bhis bady,

ut  could not move his lega. The boat
sagged and  durched a couple of times
Each time, be says, he was submerged, apd sud-
denly he felt himself free in the water. He was
pleked up n few minutes later, and was taken
sboard a tug. 1t was while ne waa free inthe
water that he snw the bay,

The newns of the accident was telephoned from
Fifiy-ninth street to the offleers of Uhe company
that owns the Catskill line, and its officers were
waiting for the Captaln and crew when the tug-
boat with them aboard arrived at Christopher
street, fter a consultation with the oifleers
Capt. Cooper made the following statement con-
cerning the collision:

“We left the ill.!"l‘ at the foot of Christopher
street st 6:50 o'clock lant nlight with forty-cight

assengors aboard, most of whom wera bound

or Calskill, We were 50 minutes late, 6 o'clock
being our regular time for starting. We wore
off Fifty-seventh street when the St John's
was sichted. Thae pllot lmmedintcly blaw twice
to notify the St. Joha's that we were goine to
port. By way of answer the St John's blew
onoe, thus crossing our signal mnd notifying us
that she wiahed us to go to starboarnd.

By this time the boats wore close together,
and after blowing three blasts, which is the
signal of danger, our pilot L;nvq the signal to
back. We Lad just started to bmck when the
8Bt, John's struck us. She immedintely backed
awny, and coming up onour port slde sho struck
us azaln, nearly carrving away the paddle box,
Tha fault of the collision was elearly hors.”

Capt. Cooper's story of the nccident was cor-
roborated b{ Filot Turner and Willinm F, Hitch-
cock, tho wheelman,

Mate ‘l'umrkim also made n statement, In
which he told of the frightful panic that fol.
lowed the collision and of the wild rush forthe
lifebonts, He said that the conduct of the men
wns simply shameful, They knocked women
down and fought each other like wild beasts,

wshing mnd plruf:wlinw to get into the boul,

Io waid he yelled ot them to stapd back and

Ive the women n chance, and grappled with the
enderas and held them by maln strength, until
finully the womnen were put rd.

Superintendent !-’uhm'r-lrrnl' the Cat=kill line
sald that the loss of the Catskill would smount
to ahout S7THOM0, He said thore was a smnll
Insurance on the boat. The Catakill was a
three-deck slde-wheel stenmer, She was 204
feet over all and contalned ninety statercoms,
Ehe was bullt in 1862, and was then known na
|ge Escort. Hhe has becn rebuilt twice since
then,

After the St, Johns unloaded her Kunlengrvrn
Capt. Braisted brought her over to New York
and docked her at Pler 3, Then be disap-

sared. The other offlcers also kept out of
he way. The watchman on the pler told
all lnguirers that he had  been Instructsad
ta say that all information about the collision
miuat cotue from the ofllces of the company in
Communipaw. Thore ofMlees were locked up,

Late In the evening reporters were permittod
to go aboard the boat and see what damage
was done. Tt woas slight. All the jolner work
on the port bow had beon earried away. all the
windows on that side were smnshed, the rafl
of the upper deck was  partly  carrind
away and the Iattlee work was dangling in the
wpter, The plates of the hull were scrapod nud
dented, but so far as could be seen were not ae-
riously damnaged,

The St. Johins is a bigger boat than the Cats-
kill. She is 250 foat Iurur and 38 feet beam, She
was huilt In 1878 at Wilmington, She ls one of
the Bandy Hook line and 1s oue of the fastest
slide-wheol buita in the barbor, Yeslerday was
an off day with ber.

Troubls In the N, Viecont de Pavl Penlien-
tiary Because Tobacce Was Nlopped.

MONTREAL, Que,, Sept, 15, —The 8t, Vincent
de ’'aul Penltentiary, near Montreal, one of the
Inrgest institutions in the Dominlon, ls threat-
enod with n serious revot, Recently an order
wis issued vrohibiting the uso of tobacco
among the conviots, The removal of this privi-
lege han created great dissatisfaction, and o
schemo of rovolt was hatchod, Last night the
convicts, in answer to a preconcortod signal,
ntarted to howl, and enntinued to ralse a perfoct
bedlam until Inte at nlght,

The nolae was so great Lhnl the villagers were
alurmed, and roports gulned ourrency that a
dungerpus revoll wian in progress, It was also
planped among Lthe convicts that when they
wenl out to work to-day they should rise ina
Lody In revolt, hut the plan was glven nway
and the men were kept in confinement, Thirty
wlx of the wost dang rois were placed in the
dupgeon. There are 301 convicin in tho peanis
tentiiry, Including some nost dangerous clinrs
acters, and a revalt would be attended with so-
rlous consnguences, Detective O Lanry of Kings-
ton Penitentinry hins haon summoned Lo assist
In quelllng tho disturbancs, Tonlght the cons
vivrs are still keoping up their howling nnd the
villugors are nlimost paniostricken,

FIVE PRISONERS LYNCHED.

MOB OF INDIANA FARMERS TAKE
REVENGE FOR ROBRERIES,

The Sen Wers Held In Versallles for Robbery
~The Farmera Mad Breen the Vietima of
Thinves for & Long Time, and When They
Had Nemsonable Assurance of @wmili, A
sembled at Nlght and Lynched Foar Metn.
bersof a linngand Ons Dutslder—dall Raldod
Eanlly—~The Men Heaten, Ahot, and Banged,

Vendarties, Tnd,, Sepl, 15,~Flve mon wore
Iynched hare onrly this moriing, They wore con.
fined in the county jnll for robbery. The lynch-
ing was attended by brutality so shoeking that
it han awakened widespread sympathy for the
victima and thelr families, The affair was the
culmination of a merlen of robberiea thiat have
been golngg on in the country for three wonths or
more, and which the authoritles were unalle
to prevent. Farmera wero robbed alinost
nightly, stores were broken open, and women
were confronted by armoed and masked men in
the farmhouses and robbed in daylight, There
has been much excltement over the robboeries,
but sueh a culnination as that which occurred
early this morning wnae not dronmed of till the
dcod was done and the perpetrators had coins
pleted thelr work.,

About ten days ago Sheriff Bushing was in-
formoed by one of the wen under suspleion for
the robberies that a store at Correct, in this
county, was to be robbd on Baturday nlght, nnd
he arranged with the suspect to accompany the
robbers,.  Ho and peveral deputios hid them:
selves in and about the store, and when the rob-
bors appoarod he grabbed ono of them, nnd o
deaperate fight ensued. The Sheriff was shot
through the band, and oneof the thieves, who
proved to be Clifford Gordon, was shot three
times in tho body. Boert Andrews, another
of the thievea, was also recognised, and, although
Gordon nnd  Andrews escaped, they were
arrested the next day, They had driven Lyle
Lovi's buggy to the store, and it wan learned
that the plot had been hatehed at the house of
William Jonking and Levi and Jenkins were
arrested as accomplices. Henry Shulter, ar-
rested for robbing o barber shop, was also in
Jall when the other men were placed under
Arreat,

These men had been long suspected, and the
desperate flght with Sherif Hushing caused
excitement and indignation against the gang.
Throeats were made freely of dealing summarily
with them, This blew over, however, and it
was supposed that nothing of Lhe Kind would
occur, and that the law would take ita course.

The prisoners were very apprehensive, and
Iast night when Deputy Kenan locked them in

thelr cells they asked him If he had bheard any-

thing about n erowd coming to et them. Thin
intimation had been glven to the prisoners by
triends, but the deputy thought thers was no
danger. Shulter asked to be roleased, saylng
that he wos not a member of the Jenkins gang.
He appeared very uneasy over bis situation,
but the fear was not shared by the officers,
although the Sneriff had taken the precaution
to provide three deputies for the jall. The
Sheri wan suffering with bis wounded hand,
and was not on duty during the day or nlght.
henan, In charge of thedeputies, was in the
Jaller’s room, and It was supposed that the four
men were amuply able to protect the prisoners It
thers should be a demonstration against them,

Nothing oceurred during the early part of the
nlght, and the depulies were asleep in the
room when the trouble began. About 1 o'clock
several porsons saw a large crowd of men ns
sembling near the town lmits, and when one
mnan started to give the alarm be found that
the guards had been thrown out in all dires
tions and that it was impossible to got into the
town, Forahalf bour ormore the arrivals wera
nteady, and at the end of that time more than
S0 men were on the scene, There was a short
consultation, and the mob divided and ap-
proached the jall from four directions,

When within fty feet the main body halted
and some twelve or fiften nien ndvanced toward
the jall under the leadership of a tall, square-
bullt man, who hat evident!y been selevted for
that purpose. The men thus selected to seenre
the deputies wore masks, but Lthose in the mnin
body took no pains to conceal their faces, When
the loader reached the door of the Sherlit's
ofMice he knocked gently and the knock was
responded to by Deputy Kenan. As hio opened
the doorn revolver was thrust in his face and
the door was pushed open and the twelve men
entered It

1t wus the work of only & moment to disnrm
the deputics, who were terrorized by having a
dozen revolvers presented at them, The keya
to the jall were demanded of Kenan, but one of
the mob shoved his hand in the deputy’s pooket
and brought them out, The deputies wore then
Jaft under n guard of four men aud tie mob
rushed for the Jall

Levl, Jenkina, and Shulter were on the main
floor in o tior of cells and Gordon and Androws
ware in cells in the tler sbove. The three mon
were pulled out. One of them striock s mcne
ber of the wob aod tried to get to the dour, This
appeared to ang:r the mob and they beat all
the men into insonsibility with the butts uf their
platols. One of the mob used a stone which he
picked up at the door, Soveral pistolshots were
fired. Levi was shot and the other two men
wore badly beaten,

Aftor clubbing the three men Into insensibil
Ity Giordon and Andrews wers brought from
the upper tior and the mob started with the five
men to the outskirta of the town, wheroe they
had arranged to bang them. Hopes hwd beon
pinced around thelr necks in the jail, and thoy
were dragged through the streets by the mob,
which ocessionally set up a yeli an they pulled
tho hodies aloug. The men were dragged by
about twenty moen on each rope, The othors
pussed along with them, cheering thom in their
work.

Ton minutes after lenving the jail the viotims
wero unider an old elm tree and several mon
hastily climbed it and tied the ends of tho ropos
around a limb, While this wns belng done
other members of the mob held tho five men
above the ground, and when the ropes woro
tied the bodies were left hanging in the air, As
woon ay its work was accomplishied, the mobrode
away, leaving orders Lo the apectators who had
been attracted Lo the scons that the bodles
should not bo taken down til this morning,

By thin time tho town was in n terrible excito-
mont, but the orders of the mob wore observed,
and ¢ was several hourn before the cliizens
pummonod courage to take the bodies down,
They were romoved finally, and today a pesco
Justico summoned n jury and held an Inquest.
A verdivt was rendered that the woen oame to
their deathy at the hands of persons unknown to
the Jury, and this will probably end the matier,

While lnws have been enforeed In the county,

It was thought lmpossible to broak up the gang
that wasdoing the rubberies, and no doubt many
who have suffered at their bands wore nmon
those who took cuch sumiary vengennoe, I't'.
