John A, McCall, President of the New York
Lito Insurance Company, was o witness yester-
dny before the Grand Jury, which is invesil-
gating charges made by the Law and Legiala-
tive Committes of the Central Labor Union
ngainst taxpayera nnd the Tax Commissloncrs,
The Contral Labor Union alleges that the Tax
Commissloners bave shown partiality to men
of wealth In this city, while levying tnxes, thus
discriminaling agninst the man of amall means,
und that the men of wealth have sworn falsely
as to thelr taxable property.

After hearing astotement made by Mr, Me-
Call and another made by Socretary Tyng of the
Tux CommIssion, who produced the Commin-
sloners’ books and papers for inspection, the
foremnan of ithe jury, Col. W. C. Church, sent for
Dr. W. ), O'Sullivan, who is counsel for the
persons making the charges, When Dr, O'Sul
livan bnd presenied his allegatlons, several of
the jurymen askod him to furnish the evidence
which e snid Lie possesserd. This he refused to
do, enying that be would rather withhold the
evidence until an indictment was found against
the Tax Commissioners, su that be vould use
tho evidence ot the trinls. Ho declared that the
Fault ible Arsurance Society had filed afidnvits
thiat they possessed over $168,000,000 worth of
property in thin clty, and that the Tax Commis-
sioners hod Agured it out at unl{ £4,000,000,

I, O'Sulllvan further stuted that great cor-
porations in this city had for yoars been using
the lnw Lo oppress s’ or unions huth by injune-
tions nnd police court procecdings. It is saidl
thist he undertook to mnke a further epecch to
the Grand Jury and waa promptly sat upon.
The Grand Jury finally gave Dr. O'Sullivan to
understand thut he hal no cose, and it isalloged
that he reptie! that politice played s fmportant
partin the wattor.

VWhat & Batanist Knows antt Dees Net Hmow

About the Celor Changs of Leaves.
From the Washington Star.

*Probably not one person in n thousand knows
junt why leaves change their color in the fall,™
remarked an eminent botanist the other day te
n reporter for the Star. *“The green matter in
the tissues of & leaf Isrcomposod of two colors,
rod and blue. When the sap consos to flow In
the autumn the natural growth of the tree is ro-
tarded and oxidation of the tissue takes place,
Under cortain conditions the green of the leafl
changes to red; under different aspects It takes
on ayellowor brown hua, Thedifterence in color
is due to the diference In combinations of the
original constitients of Lhe green tissues snd
Lo the varying condition of climnte, exposurs
and soll. A dry, hot elimate produces moio
brillinnt foliage than one that is damp @ nd cool.
Thins In the reason that American aufumns ars
80 much more gorgeous than those of England
and Scotland.

“Thereare several thinms nhout lenves, hows
ever, thet even aclence cannol explnin, For
inatance, why ono of two tros growing side by
