Withthe firat inrush of the
orow? Lhe large proportlon of women wan notice-
able, and as this wis true also of thelater arriv-
nls, It {8 probable that not more than 40 parcent
of the andience tnd votes.

But it was not the pompous siride and the
swelling front of Columbia’s President that kept
time with and llustrated the musle, It wan ex-
Mavor #Schieren, who rather deprecatingly
walked to the front af the siage, acoompanied
by John K. Creevey. ‘The audience welewmed
Mr. Schieren cordially. Mr Creever nominated
Mpr, Schioren as Chalrman of the meeting, and
the ex Mayor made a speech, in which he maid:

“We are proud of the distinction of haring
Nrooklyn's most honored and favorsd son, Seth
Low, placed In nomination as the candidate for
our chief magistrate. His name stands for ail
that is pure, honorable, and elevating in poli
tica, [Cheers.]

“ A publie official should have a keen sense of
personal responsibllity. Seth Low pussssses &
large share of this, which was munifeated in the
discharge of his duties when in public life. The
people of Brooklyn will ever polnt with pride
to the four yeara' service he rendersd as
chief magistrate of this  city: his sl
ministration stands out even to this
day, and always will in the history of Brooklyn,
as one of the most brilliant in munieipal govern-
ment.

county, with thelr house addross

Kunhardt 1s the leader of this faction.

With thess varlous motives to spur them on
they each of them ook o fall out of Heynolds
and  Clark, and thero was the deuce to pay gen-
eraily. Heynolds protested that he had acted
a8 hie thought best, and that he really thought
be had wecomplished a great coup, Larocque
and Plue gradually ¢ame around 1o his side, al-
though they were very sore at him for not
letting them share the credit.
