guished. Visions of a railroad wreck, added to
the miseries of a flood, flashed through his
mind, and he made his way. as best he could, to
warn somebody at the Grand Central Station of
th danger. Track walkers had already given
the warning, and a message had been tele-
graphed along the lino to hold all trains (they
were all freight trains nt that hour) at Ninety-sixt- h

street until further orders.
As the day grew older tbuse who stood where

the break occurred could see. looking south-
ward, thattthe water had covered roadbed and
sidewalk as far as Forty-secon- street, whero
It separated to the east and west, owing to tho
hill In Madison avenue at that point. About
this time the Catholic church bells w cro sum-
moning worshlppors to oarly mass.

From oast and west and north and south
peoplo came, answorlng the call of tho bells.
Those who had purposed going up or down or
across Madison avenue came to a halt on
nearby bridges over the New York Central
tracke, at adjacent point In Fifth avenue, or at
Forty-socon- street. Scolug tho water, appar-
ently coming from nowhere and stopping

Just rushing on wherever it lould And
an outlet, many were ready to bollera that a
second dolugo had come.

Once tho water had been turnod off It took
only about an hour, with so many outlets, to
mako tho streets passable. If one did not mind
wading In about a foot of mud In spots. Men
with broad backs and Btrong arms turned
themselves Into human ferr boats where the
crossings wore worst and ferried ovor hundreds
of women who had boon walling to pass for two
hours or more Fifteen cents a bead fur such
means of transportation wni tho prevailing
price, aud ninny a cent was diverted from tho
church collection to tho pocket of the ferrymen.

At 8 o'clock the street were sufficiently pass-
able to permit policemen to make a tour of
thehousosto learn whether anybody in base-
ments had been caught In the flood. The four
was that servants In some of tho houses who
Bleep In tho basements had been drowned.

Nobody was drowned, but the basement and
cellar of every houso in Madison avenuo, north
to Forty-nint- street and Bouth to Forty-secon- d

street, contained more or less water. Thebousos
in tho cross streets on tho east sldo of the
avenuo, between these points, wero In a similar
condition, and some of tho cross strceta west of
the avenue had been turned into reservoirs.

Tho cellar of William Aloxandcr Smith's
house, at tbo northwost corner of Madison ave-
nuo and Forty-eight- h street, had about eight
feet of wuter In It, Tho cellar was not largo
enough for tho supply and tho overflow filled
tho basament. Whon the servants got down-
stairs about 8 o'clock they found tho furnlturo
In tbo basement dining room floating about look-
ing for nn anchorage.

J. Hooker llamersley'a house Is at 414 Mad-
ison avenue, one door abovo Forty-eight- h street.
In tho basement was some vnluablo brio
and a grand uiano. Tho piano was said to have
oeen ruined nnd much of tho o was
broken. Next to Mr. Hamorsloy lives John
Slaynark. Tho Slaybacks. like tbo Ham-ersley-

aro out of town. Tho man In
chargo of the house said tho stoma
boiler and furnace bud been surrounded bv
water and all tho vegetables and nines In
tho cellar had been ruluod. William llustacc,
who lives at 415 Madison avenue, at the north-ras- t

corner of Forty-eight- h street, suid that tho
water In his cellar nearly reached the floor of
the basement. Mr. Hustuca is very dear, but
when ho uss asked b n reporter if be had sus-
tained damage he heard the question quickly
nnd said that if anybody thought mud and
water did the Inside of a houso any good they'd
belter taken look at his cellar.

Tho Knickerbocker Athletic Club at Forty-fift- h

streotnnd Madison avenuo and the Hull-roa- d

branch of tho Young Men's Christian As-
sociation opposlto on tho northeast corner sus-
tained tbo heaviest damage, as tho flood choked
up all tho sowers in the vicinit). Tho sowngu,
as well as tho water from the broken pipe,
foui'd an outlet In the lumenients of both the
Y. M. C. A. building and tho athlcllo club. Tun
feet nt wuter nnd two feet of mud lodge in tho
basement or tho former building. In the base-
ment aro thotiowlingallcysunil thogiiiiuasluni,
the latter havimrbuen Just refitted. The wator
and sowago ruined nearly everything in tho
gymnasium, flooded the furnacu and put out
the fire.

In the basement of tho athletic club, besides
tho bowling allo)s nnd gymnasium, is n bicyclo
room, in which wero 21H1 bicycles. Kvory bicycle
was floated In its rack, and when the wator
went down the precipitate of tilth from the
sewer clung to them. Tho Secretary of tho
club. Itoland B. Moliueaux, triod at one of the
engine houses to have an rntriue sont around to
pump out tho water. The foreman of the o

company refused, on tho ground that the
filthy condition of tho water would befoul tho
engine. Tho loss to tho KnlekerlMieker Club. In
wine, ruined nnd in other wavs. Is estimated at
ti.OOO. Tho loss to individual uiombcrswill.lt
Is thought, amount tons much more.

Taioju, Wash., Oct. 10. Men who have Just
arrived from Dawson report that three miners
have gono crazy there over the gold excitement,
L. F. (ierrlsh, who arrived en route homo
to West Superior, Wis., sujs:

"The sanitary condition of Dawson City is
not no bad as many reports havo declared. In
many Instances sickness aud death has been
brought about by hard work and excitement.
Bomo men live on barely nothing, uud that only
half cooked. The excitement attondant upon
tbo washing and accumulation of gold is so great
that men devote tho tlmo to It that should
bo given to cooking, cleanliness, and rest.

"A man named Johnson washed out $30,000
and could not dispossess himself of tho Idea
that ho was going to bo robbed. Tho mental
strain was so great that It caused his death, for
he was found ono morning doad In bed, and
underneath his pillow lay his sack of $30,000
In gold dust. Whon we left Dawson men were
begging at tbo storo doors to ho allowed to enter
and get supplies. It was some days beforo our
party succeeded iu obtaining enough provisions
to supply us on our Journey out."

Two other cases of mental derangement from
similar causes are reported, but tbo names of
the men affocted aro not remembered by tbo
men just out. Mr. and Mrs, Patrick Oalvln of
Helena and Charles Thebo aro other members of
the party from Dawson. Tho bo estimates that
the next spring clean-up- s In the Klondlko dis-

Gowns, fresh from swell
dressmakers; beautiful capos, cloaks, and wrap
of silk, velvet, and sable, and dainty lingerie
wero on ono sldo, and on tho other woro suits of
men's clothes, silk pujamas, silk undorclothos,
silk socks, umbrellas, and walking sticks. On a
table In tho corner w oro dozens of knives, silver
candlesticks, aud all kinds of stiver and gold
knlcknacks, togolhcr with throo Jimmies and
two rovolvors. In tho midst of It all wero Capt,
McClusky and Chief McCullagh. smiling aud
happy over tho biggest and luckiest catch tho
pollco have modo In a long tlmo.

It must havo been n surprlso to Mr. Frank II.
Bcott, President of tho Century Company, and
hiswifoto loam in Boston )ostcrdny morning
that all tho stuff they brought with them from
abroad this surninor had been stolon and re-

covered beforo they know anything about It
loss. Oeorgo Donnott, the "New York Kid,"
and Cyrus C, Hyland lootod Mr. Scott's houso In
Orango on Friday. Tho Job was plannodday
ahead and carried out with a boldneBS that
should win the admiration of every crook in
tho country. No less ndmtrablo was tho manner
In which Central Ofllco men Vnlloly, O'Connell
and Cain, aided by Capt. McClusky, caught tho
thieves and saved for Mr. and Mrs. Scott
$10,000 worth of flnory.

Last Monday evening: Dotectlvc Sergeant
Vallely whllo walking down Uroadway ran
across Mary Rogers, a badgor gamo thief, who
Is also known as Chicago May, but Is not tho
woman generally known by that name, Val-
lely followed her a bit and saw her moot Den-

nett, also known to him as a crook. Tbo two
talked together, and then walked up tho atreet,
with Vallely after them. They went to 250
West Forty-thir- atreet, whero the dctoctlvo
learned tho woman had a flat. Capt, McClusky
was notified, and he detailed O'Connell and
Cain to watch tho place with Vallely.

Nothing happonod until Friday night, by
which time the detectives hud learned that
Hvland lived In tho flat also. At 7 o'clock
Friday evening an expressman druvo up and
delivered u trunk and u lot of valises, how
many tho detectives wero unable to sec. Capt.

that the family waaauuy in Kuropo. it was said,
and that tho houss was closed. Noons lived In
It, but a coachmun, who lived in tho stable, was
supposed to act us watchman. Outside shutters
covered all tho wiudows of thohou.e and no
ono entered It during tho day. lly watching
he found that the coachman walked around
tbo houso two or three times a day, did odd Jobs
about the grounds, hut inado no pretonco of
watching It at night. He also learned that be-

tween the hours nf 4 and 7 o'clock in tho morn-
ing Orango is without police protection, for tho
night force goes otf nt 4 o'clock uud the day
forco doesn't gu on until 7 o'clock. He mado his
plans accordingly and decided to mako tho Job
of bis life.

On 1 hursday night he and Hyland went out to
Newark und stujed there until 5 o'clock Friday
morning, when they look the trolley car for
Orange. They each took with them three jim-
mies and arovolvor. They reached tho house
about U o'clock. It wus daylight, but not u soul
was stirring In the neighborhood. On one sldo
of the Scott house was an unoccupied dwelling,
and on the other an occupleu one.

One of the worst
forost tiros ever known In this section is
now rnglnp; nenr here, and 250 men nro
Lighting It with might and main. Tho
flames aro travelling underground, and threat-
en, unless controlled, to reduce to ashes
nil the villages and buildings within a radius of
many miles. Thovillagoof Mcadvlllo hns been
partly destroyed. A largo swamp a mllo or so
east and COO acres of swamp west of Shelby
Contro are a roaring mass of flames.

The village of Mcadvlllo comprised a number
of dwelling houses, two stores, and a large mill,
which Is valued, with tho stock on hand, at
$35,000. It Is situated within tbo radius of the
Tnnawanda Swump, and about it Is a den.o
forest.

Fires practically surround tho village, and
tlireo or four hundred men aud women turned
out to tight tho fires. Special ofTorts were made
to snvo tho handsome residence of Chancellor
Moade. formerly owner of tho mill, and from
whoso family tho village was named.

Trenches wore dug all about thu place and men
nnd w omen, nrmed with hoes, spades and buck-
ets of wuter. stood In nclrclo about tho vlllugr.
As soon as the Ore broko out In ono placo tho
word wus passed along tbo lino und men aud
women congregated thero for the purpose of
stamping It out before spread.

While tho tl luics advanced, the mil kept una
continuous blast of the whittle, PUlnnionili.

BULL FIGHTS IN FRANCE.

Mllo mado a
regular Itomun holiday, Bavo that. Instead of
Christian', six bulls were tho victims of man's
love of slaughter. Here in tho very north of
France, less than 150 tulles from Purls,
about tho samo dlstnnco from London,
and less thuu half that distance from
llrussols, in a district that Is in the very centre
of Western civilization, tho national law of
Franco is forced to bow to tho desire of
tlio peoplo and penult bull tights to be
openly held. It was less surprising when
the Uovcrnniont, after a vain itfort to
suupicss such lights, submitted In tha
southern region, whero tho Influence of .Spanish
Ideas uud tastes is potent. Hut hcio iu tho
virtuous north, m thu midst of n quiet, in-

dustrial population, ono would not have
thought to witness a Spanish hull fight
In all Its native brutallt). Hut as a
local paper said ycslcrday, it seems
that aftor tho outcry raised a fortnight ago,
when tho flrst fight was held, every ono recog-

nized thut "whoov or dislikes bull fights might
Btop nvvny, leaving others to thofrco cnjo.viucnt
of a sport that Is evidently much to tho taste of
(tin TVnT,ln nf n,irttAt-t- i Vrmipn "

This is comfortable philosophy for thoso whom
It cuti satisfy. However, thero Is no need to
morallzo upou that which Is tho national
sport of a race whoso history, sinco
tho tiiuo of the Inquisition to tho Cuban
struggles, and the sickening tales of the horrors
of Spanish nluctocnth-contur- prison torture Is
sufficiently known to the whole world. Hut It is
worth while to draw attention to tho fact that In
tho very north of Franco the tiovcrnniont
fears to enforce tho law, nnd visitors
from all tho surrounding country nnd
from London and Hrusscls poured Into
Llllo to witness a bight, in describing
which It Isditllcult to avoid the nppeurance of
writing with tho mere object of making a sen-
sation il story of itlsgustlng horrors. There-
fore, let the account bo as plain as possible of

proceeding. A little on
the part of tho readers of Tun u.v will All in
tho details.

Tho littlo village nf l, a fow
miles outsldo of Lille, wns tlio scene of
nctiou. It wns an uuwoutcd sight for a
Sunday afternoon to sco thousands of
people streaming through tho narrow

strict?, 'lhu church bolls o

ringing, but none sccinud to obey the call. Tho
crowd, wbhh appeared all the groater from tho
BtuallnesH and qulctudo of the village, hurried
toward tho arena. It was composed chiefly of
mon. but thern wero manv hundreds of women
and even children amid tho pedestrian crowd.
There wero ulso bound for tho scene many
vehicles of ever) description, from tho
landaus of tho wealthy to tho cart
of the couutrjmjii. 'Ihcso slowly forced their

I way to thu grounds, where tho spaelousarcna
was surrounded bv stands lontitlning tvvonty
tiers of seats, w,th a broad poinouudo on tho
ground, lletween thu promcmido and arena
there was n w idu passage, on tho arena sldo of
which was a solid moro than live
feet high, having doors here and thoro opening
upon the arena.

At 2:30 o'clock every seat was filled with
spectators, who uumlcrcd moro than 20.0(H).
A band plajcd tha "Mursclllilso" and other
stirring music fir some time. T hen. amid cheers.
itstrucgunthoTorcidursongfrom "Carmen" as
two toreadors rode in mid saluted the President
nnd rantered around the nrenu. Tbi-- ro

Joined by a band of eight gorgeously drcsticd
.Spanish matadors. Picadors, nnd two other
horsemen. All was bright and gay, save tho
fuursorry steeds, not one of which was destined
to see

After renewed salutations and cheering the
business of the da) started. Tho llrst hull, a
htinditomo black beunt, cnteic-- thu ring quietly,
staring around with a purzled nlr. He was

' soon goaded Into fury with llupplngcloaks. Ho
churcreil vainly ut his tormentors. Twont a time.
six darts, with gaj lv do uratod shafts and steel
sidkes hix inches long, vvcru tlirti-- l Into his
shoulders, and then, when at the heightof his
race-- , a tnountnd toreador was led toward him.

Tho poor, blindfolded horse- - whs held, quiver-
ing in every limb, for tho infuriated beast to

h ergo upou. and tlio shiiip, long, curved horn
went through lis flunk. Thu wretched hurto
wus lifted olf tho ground, and when tho horn
was withdrawn the blood spurted forth from
tho cruel wound, uud tho tlrst vic-
tim was led away lu death, 'lho bull himself
was the second victim. After twclvo minutes
nf cruel teasing ho stood still and looked aruund.
Th' n he quiutl) lay down, and thu toreador
with one sharp stroke plunged a short dagger
into his neck just b irk of his head.

It is needless to describe tho (tenth of each
brute. Three were desputi hod in fort) nilriulec.
not one uttering a sound. Thcsothn-cul- l seemed
mora puzzled thun augr), and the excitement
did not ic ich its height until tlio fourth
bull entered tho arena. Hu rushed in angrily
and chased n matador, who vaulted over the
palisudo just in time. The bull then
ihnr.cel at n mounted toreador, whose
blindfolded horso was, as ulvvays, held
by a man on foot, to its
death wounds in chest and flank. Now tho bull
hud darts thrust Into his shoulders, and u sword
thrust deep into his bark. When he cornered
the second horso. which hid tiei u light!) gored
In tho chest, ho plunged his second horn
ilcop Into his boivcls. Then ho wns exhausted,
lie gavo a llnul mad stagger, ami witli a deep,
hoarse uio in dropped in the centre of (lie arena
und received n dagger in lho and for tho
fourth time horses weru brought into drag away
the carcass.

Thou tho fifth hull entered and tvventy-flv-

minutes elapxcd boforo he dropped exhausted to
rccolve his confute tirnce.

In the meantime, what of tho demeanor of
tho crowd! il was strange to observe that,
when u horso wus gotcd. abovo tho cheers
of the men sounded tho shrill shrieks
of tho women. Sometimes thero was
utter silence. Then with skilful thrust
tho toreador planted a long sword deep Into tho
hull's bleeding back, and tho men would shout
nnd cheer nnd laugh. The women stood up,
trembling nnd pale and laughing hysterically.
Somo turned their bn kson the sight they wero
unahlo to endure. Others forced their wny
among tho crowded seats to lenva the sickening
sight. Most, however, remained, somo cillous
und somo weeping, llchind mo wns a small boy
somo eight )cirs old He ate chocolates und
pointed, laughing, nt lho bull, which streamed
li'.ood from shoulders to fetlocks, w hllu ahorse
was led out with a gnpltig wound in Us stomach.
