Unahaken fa Kte Opluton That the Artist's
Wark Dora Not Merit & Places In the Clity's
Parke~The Fians for the New HRridge
Across the Mariers Niver Are Appraved.

The Natfonal Sculpture Boelaty, through ita
Bocratary, llare Ferre, annt a lotter to the Park
Donrd yosterday in answer to the protest of
Beulptor Turini, whono atatus of Gen, Bollvar
wis rejocted on the reomnmendation of the so-
cloty. Mr. Turinl was commismlonsd by the
Vonocuelan Government to make a statue to
roplace thie one of Gen, Bollvar now In Central
Park. 1lis model was nn exact reproduoction of
aatatun made by Tadolinl of Rome, and when it
was rojocted Mr, Turinl vrotested; sayine that
tho nction of the Senlpture Soclsty, of which he
Is wot & member, was vnfalr, and had done o
great Injustice to his professlonal reputation.
Ho aleo necuned J. Q. A. Ward, Prealdent of the
society, of bad falth, The anawer of the socloty
s an followa:

“The National 8Bculpture Boclety ia In recelpt
of two communications from the department,
dated Aug. 31 and Sopt. 28, covering two lotters
trom Mr, (. Turlnl. Mr, Turini's lotters seem
to allegoe, firat, that his equostrian statue fs not
aa orlginal work, but a falthful copy of a statue
by Tadolinl of Iome, which statue Mr. Turinl
assumes to be of admitied excellence; secondly,
that his work was examined by persons neced-

sarily prejudiced ngninst him and directly in-
terontodl in (s rejoction,

“The National Sculpture Socloly s consclonn
of having used tho best mnenns possible to ancor-

nand 1o present to the department the true
egrov of marit reached by tho work of art un-
der conslderntion. Whether it is an original
work by Mr. Turiol or not seoms to us not perti-
pent Lo Ltho inguiry, Ann-r-rda the second alle-
gatlon, the National Sculplure Boclety would
respecifully urgo the well-known and often eritl-
gisod tendoncey of artista of standing to Judge
too favorabiy the works of tlielr fellow orafis-
men and the certninty tbhat had the work in
guestion possossed any notable artistic merlt It
would have recoivind at least due recognition'

The letter was filml,

GLEASON THE NEWSBOYS' FRIEND.

His Hattie Axe Haolsed Againet am Employee
of the Long Inland Raillroad.

Augustus Kelioe, an employee of the Long
1sland Railroad, arrested by Mayor Gleason on
a charge of personating an oflficer, was arralgned
before Mayor Gleason in the City Hall yester-
doy morning. IKohoe s detailed nt tho Thirty-
fourth Street Ferry entrance to keep trucks and
corringoes in line, He wore the uniform of a
Quuens connty deputy sheriff. He was ar-
rested on the morning of Oct, 5 charged with
allowing the Long Island expriess wagons and
cabs to bonrd the ferrybonts ahead of regolar
traflic, and with preventiog newsboys from sell-
ing papers at the ferry enteance,

Over fifty subpwenns wero issued for wit-
nessed for yesterdany's hearing, Many of those
called weore cab drivers employed by the rail-
rond compuny. Three of the drivera wore put

on the staud, but they knew nothing nbout the
doings at the ferry entraniée on the day of
Kchue's arrosty Mayor Gleason said that they
had been sent by tho company because they
Know nothing of the vccurrence. He threatened
o issue uttachments for every driver In the
compnny’s employ, but decided not to do so, as
the company s cotunscl, Willlnm J. Kullf. wrom-
ldnad to have all the drivers before the Mayor to-
AY.
b':svernl newsboys testified that Kehoo kept
them away from the ferry gates. The Mayor

told theni o sell papers whersever Lhoy pleased
and that he would protect them. This called
forth a cheer from the newsboys,

LIBERIA DEFENDED.

A Wegro Lawyer Writes Haok That It Is &
Good Country and Is Develeplug.

PRILADELPHIA, Oct. 11,—At the annual moet-
Ing of the Pennsylvania Colonization Soclety to-
day the reports that Liberia was a desertin-
stend of a fertile reglon were denlad, A letter
written to the Amerjean Colonization Boolely,
of which Bishop Potter is Prenident, by I% A,
Wright, a negro Iawyer who went to Liberia in
1804 and {s now a member of the Liberian Leg-
Isluture was read, 1tsald:

*In conocluston, I shall only say thatl am per-

eftly satlsfled with Liberia, It is true, she
‘u-u{ol. advanced along u:u‘hnu aof mnnﬁrlnl
evelopment ne I could wish to nes her, but she
accompliahed quite as much {o that direc.
ﬂ‘on uy the first English sottlers in Virginia did
the same lu?gth of time, making a ressonahble
allowance for the difference in the people of the
two countries.

“The foundations have been lald for the
future pmimriu of the country, and tha onl
thing required of thosa of our race who wi
come here In_the future in to bulld upon these
foundutions. Here the opportunities are prosent
for any aund e\mr{ ono of African descent to do
and to be something both for himaelf and his

avorage for the last ten yoarn, Thore hins besn
an improvement during the month of 6 pointa
in Maryland and 4 in lowa. On the other hand,
there has boen a decline of 3 points In Kanana,
6 In Nobraska, 3 in Ohio, 3 In Illinols, 4 In Mis-
souri, and a general decline in the Southern
Hintes.
