These charges are thab her suljects thus
killed or wounded wero''not in unlaw-
ful opposition to tho anthoritien of
Pennsylvania;® that they were “gullty
of no acts of violence which might jus-
tity the menstires taken against them ;"
thiat somo of them were “ fired upon with-
ont eanse and while In retreat,” and that the
Sherlff of Lugerne county wan * guilty of
unwarranted and unlawful vseof powor,”

These are grave aceneations, and it may
well surprise our Government to wes them
put in this declarative form, We could
understand that Austris might represent
theso allegations as being found by her In
n portlon of the publie pressof the United
States, or perhaps as made to her by the at-
torneys for some ot her subjects; such rep-
respntations, whether substantiated or not,
would Le ample ground for a reguest
for information from our Government, in
order that indemnlty might be claimed, it
Justly due,

But the letter of Secretary Bupnymax In.
dieates that thess charges are made by
Austria hersell, as If she had examined the
facts and come to a conclusion upon them,
It may therefore be pointed out that it Isn
serious matter to Interfere with executive
procesacs (n this country by declaring that
a Sheriff, whose duty it Is to disperse a
mob and who formally warns the nsaem.
hlage todlsperse, s himsell a lawbreaker for
firing on it when it refuses to disperse. Is
Austria prepared to take that ground, and to
establish that precedent, for moba in her
own dominion, and for officers of the law
called to deal with stich assemblages?
Whethershe s or is not, we are not prepared
#o to do here,

Perhaps, however, In the official papers
the nllegations of Austrin are put only as
information tbhat hns reached her, rather
than as conclusions which she hos deter-
mined to maintain. I so, the Information
which Sheriff Mariis and Gen, Gom s will
furnish may throw a new light on the sub.

tive, Brascmanp was o French pro-
fessional acronaut, and Dr. Jereiries an
Ameriean by birth, a graduate of Harvawd,
who had made s home in Englapd, prae-
tiving mediclne there,  Draxcuann had
visited England in 1784, when Dr. Jep-
¥iues pald him o Lundred guineas for n

seal in his balloon on & voyage from
London to o place somewhbere in
IKent, Dr. Jeyeries also pald for the

longer trip across the Chanuel, tho cost
Lieing, it Is sabd, 1,500, which suggests
that ballooning was not u very cheap form
of recreation In those days, The journcy
was niade sueecessiully on Jan. 7, from Do
vér to Calals, and the courngeous Bustonian,
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nfter alighting, drove off witha post-chalne
and six to the castle of Viscount Desax-
pnoviy, where hia exploit was duly
honored,

Just about o eentury later, on jnly 30,
1880, thie well-known aeronaut, 1'[losre,
asccompunied hy the astronomer Maxgor
crossed o a balloon from Cherbonrg to
London, In 1870 there had been o stifl
longer trip, two French neronnnts being
earried by high winds from Daris clear
across the North Sea to the Lifjeld Monn-
talns in Norway, Dut the reflection that
perhinps most strikes one is the compara-
tively sinall advanee of acronnution diring
the 112 years between the exploit of Dr,
JEFFIIES and  this present one of the
nephew of Baron Portock. With a favor-
Ing wind, almost anything desired is
possible, bat the attempt to control and
use contrary winds is still bafed, Save
for that we should all have higher hopes of
ANDUREE'S plucky voyage, while the day
would not seem sao distant when people who
are victima of nencsicknesa will follow Mr.,
PoLrocx's example of making the journcy
from England to France through the air,

Registration Under the New Cone-
ditlons,

Under the ehanged politieal eonditions
brought about by the present voting law,
it his been noticeable that in local elec-
tions there has been a tendency among
cltizenn to delay registering untll the last
day of registration, though In national
elections the largest registration is on the
firat day uniformly.

Moreover, the days now fixed for regis-
tration are not so favorable to an extensive
enrollment as those under the old law, but
they are more favorable to n large vote,
Before 1800 the last days of reglstry were
the Friday and Satorday preceding the
week before election. In 1505, for Instance,
they were Oect. 26 and 24, election day
being on Nov, O, or only nine days later,
including two Sundays; and such had been
the rule for many years. This year the
registration closes toaday at 10 1. M,
fourteen working days nnd two Sundays
before the votiog.

It may be that these changed conditions
are not a0 favorable as the old to nlarge
registry, for the reason that one weel more
and the hottest week of the eampaign is
now carried on after the elese of registra-
tion; but it has bheen demonstrated by ex-
perience that the pereentage of decline in
the vote polled from the registry is less than
formerly, In the Mayoralty election of
184, for Instance, 34,000 registered elti-
zeus did not appear at the polls, but last
year on n materially larger vote the number
of such delinguents was only 15,000,

A large registry onght to be enrolled to-
day. The proportionate falling off In the
vote from the registration s not likely to
be greater than it was last year, for the
issne before the eftizens will be the same
and the gravity of the election not less.
