THE HIATORY OF A HOLE IN
DEPARTMENT ARUMIVES,

Mo Tracs There sl tha o Distingulshed Fervloss
far Which Ma ot Wis Mednl—'* Chronlo
Byspepsla and Arrvous Prestratlon' iLhe
Rennon Ffor Mis Retirement from the Army.

WaRrRGToN, Oct, 25,—~0Mcinls of the War
Department who wers on duty as far back na
the first Cleveland Adminletration, when “Col.
onel” Asa Nird Gardiner, the present Tammany
candidate for Distrlet Attornes on the to-hell
with-reform platform, wers aniused when they
rend of tho dally exploitation of theColouel's mili-
tary record, Thenriny offlcers who are at present
In chnrge of the huroats of the department, nnd
know the “Colonel” only from lils record aa ant
forth in the archives of the Adjutant-Urneral's
oftice, are more Indignant than amused,

Mnany of theso oillcers, who wers sure-enoigh
fightors both during and after the warthink that
the medal of honor business has been overdons,
They long Liave had strong suspiclons that men
have manngsd by book ot erook to get thelr
uames upon this so-called roll of honor who
never smolled powder, The attention of thesa
officers Ll mot been direcied, however, until
quite Fecently to the vase of “Colonsl™ Asa Bird
Gurdinor, bul they nve had constantly before
them the offfvlal record of the facty that an officer
who {s nt prosent in chargs of oue of the largest
and most Important brauches of the millitary
pervice recelved a medal of honor for his gul-
Iantry in golug inte action with bhis regiment
when he (il aot feel mt all well, The eane of
“Colonel" Gardiner s sommewhat differons, be-
cause It cannol bo made Lo wpipesr that the ever
wenl Into a battle nt wll, whether feeling well
or otherwise,

To put it all in & vutslioll, “Colonel” Asa Bird
Gardiner recelved In 1872 n mednl of houor fer
nobody knows) what, wnid for what nobody can
fAnd ont, and fu 1845 ho was rebired from tho sut-
wive tor Incapocity,dus to chronle dyspepain nusd
nervous prosteation,  The fact that this serious
comhination of allments, from which “Colonel"
Gardiner no doubt long since recovered to a de-
gree that renders him capable of performing
the duties of District Attorney, shoald he be
electad, causcd the retiremont of the “Colonel” La

Department, nnil so carefully withheld from
the eyo of the public that it is hrought to lHght
now only after the most perelitcnt eftoct,

The gallant exploits of war which; won far
*“Colonel" Gardiner s place uvpon the roll of
military heroea and the privilege of woearing
upon his broad bresast oo tmely ocomsions n
medial of bonor granted by & grateful Gov-
cruwent o those wiin were most consplouous
and brave In thelr efforts to maintain It, are
not spread upon elthier the private or publio
records of the War Department, and there s
good reason Lo holieve they never will be, An
investigution Into the cause of this omlsslon
from the wmilitary history of the country do-
velops a‘somewlat remarkable state of fuota
snd throws much lght upon the real character
of ‘Colonel” Gardiver's galiant services to his
Government during the civil war.

In 1801 theWar Departmonot first began the
publication of the medal of honor list author-
fzed under the act of Congress of March 3,
1863. In the list for that year and in that for
1892 the nawes of “Col.” Asa Bird Gardiner
does not appear, It is in the iist for 1883 and
subseyuent years, however, and 1t wiil be iu-
teresting to the public to learn for the first time
bow it got there.

When In 1891 and 1802 it was discovered
that the name of “Col.”" Asa Bird Gardiner aid
not appear in the list of those to whom msdals
of honor bhad been granted, his friends, perhaps
having in miod his politieal sspirations, may
bave thoughbt it well to bestir themsalves and
bave the rocords of the department changed to
sumethine llke what they thoughb these should
be, instead of what they were. Thersupon they
pluced ou file the following wfMdavit prepared
by a man who was chief clerk of the War De-
partent in the days when the now “Col."” Asa
Rird Gardiner, candidate for Distriet Attorney
on the sulphurous platform and his army ree-
ord, was a plain Major and Judge Advocate:

*1 ubserve that in the '‘medal of bonor' list,
publishied in the Army Register for 1893, the
name of Juldge Advocate Ass Dird Guardiner,
United States Arwy, retired, has been inad-
vartently omitted,

“When I was chief clork of the War Depart-
ment 1 becawe personally soquainted with the
following facts:

“In 1872 the late Becretary, Gen, Willlam W.
Belknap, caused w ‘medal of bonor,” under the
act of Congress of March 8, 1804, to ba duly en-
graved and himsolf handed it to that oMcer in
my presence in the War Department, directing
mo to send to that officer, who was about going
to New York, an official notitication of this
sctlon, which communication was made to
bim Sept. 24, 1572, and stated that the mednl
waas conferrod for distinguished services per-
forwed during the late war,

*“I'ho offivial statement of this ofMcer’s mill.
tary services-certiied by the Adjutant-Gen-
ernl of the army—from the records, that this
mednl of bonor was conivrred ‘for the Uetlys
burg campaign,’ is correct.

“lv was given, as 1 know, for conspiocuous
bravery and distingulshed conduct durlog the
Gettysburg campalgu, partoularly in the ao-
tion at Sporting Hill, Pa., June 30, 1863, and In
the defence of Carlisle, Pa., July 1, %, 18063,
while serring as Captain, Twenty-second Negl-
ment, New York Volunteer Militia Infantry,

“I'he details were set forth in papers which
wers bofore the Scerotary when bis aetion wus
tukon, and subseonently came into my hands
when the medal wes onlered to be engraved,
and the papors wern recomtusudations for that
officer's promotion by brevot by the cowmand-
Ing General of Lis brigade, indorssd by his dt
vislon commnuder, for the above distluguished
services io that eampaign,

atd that thera is absolutely no foundation
for the stories of desertions to  Low,
ln  fact, the most reliable information
leaves no room for doubt that, whatever
chaners  have taken placo  during the
wosk In the polltical alignments, thers has becn
no elgn of waveriug along tho Tracy lines, nnd
thut they bave gained some substantinl strenglh
through defections from the Low columnn, The
Inronds which Henry George is making In the
rogular Democratio hosta (urninh frosh encour
agament to the Ropubiican chleftaing to prose-
cule thelr work vigorously to the ewnd, so

as Lo bave Gen, Traey ol the head
of the Drooklyn Mayorally column, One
of the most mnotible gathorings of the

cnmpaign will take wlnee toenight at the Acad-
vy of Music, Tt will bo held under the diree
tlon of the War Volvrans' Association ns n
tribute to Gen, Bonjamin F. Tracy, an honored
cumrade of the Graond Army of the Itepublic.
On Thursday night Gen. Tracry will do somo
groat campalgning in Hrooklyn, buing schoduled
to speak at 1o less tban five mectings, On
Friday night tbhe blg closing demonstration of
the campaign will be Leld at the A adciny of
Musle, with Gen. Tracy, Gov. Black, and Chuun-
cey M. Dapow as the princlpal spenkers,
Theodore B, Willis, who has bieen a closa ob.
snervar of politles in Hrooklyn for the past
twenty years, and who has s deop persouad in-
terest, an the Repulllcanoandidate for Lugister
in the present campalgn, said: **"t'he conviction
has boen steadlly growling fu the mindsof donbit-
ful Republicans that the only surewny to defent
Tam:amany Hall is to vote for Gan. Tracy.
Even some of his former mo t ardeat advo-
cates uow reallzo that Mr, Low has no chianco
whatever of election, and naturally turn o Lhe
tuly candidate who can rescus thew from fall
ing under the conttol of Tammany Hall. The
Low people are dolug an Immense smount of
shouting, just as the Shepnrdites id for theic

ennsecrated candidate two years ago, but the
wiil cut an inslgniticant Agure on election day.”

Among those whio liave been making the most
extravagaul clalma for Low, ex-Mayor Charles
A. Hehleren s f;rubnhl:r the wost asfute poii-
folan. Mr, Schivren bases his estimates of the
Low yoteon hin own persana arvations of
the nileged widespread devoltion and entliusi-
asin for the Citizena’ Union candidate. On
Raturday Mr, Bihicren was askea o fig-
ure up the probable Low wote hy wards,
and Ea did " so  carefully, wvonderitg on
the relative stremgih of the rival candi-
dates in each particnlnr distrlet na he went
along., Mr. Schieren was both surprised and
dumfounded when ho found that Lis fgures
footed up only 845,000, just abour half the vore
which he credited to Mr, Low In his general oati-
mate  In the same way the Low hifalutin vote
18 surw to shring hinmenssly when sublecled to
storn mathematical anclysis, This Qs how w
veteran politieal figurer in Brooklyn, whose
sympathion are with the Democrats this year,
forecasts the result :

This estimate gives Mr. Low an average of 89
votes in each olection district, which Is five or
#ix in excess of what the liepublican managors
oconcede, and |t Is a very liberal one.

The Hrooklyn FEagle thus bogan a double-
lended editorial;

“One or botl of them may die, but unless all

resent signs are false, and unless the convie-
qun. of all sane observes are deiusions, the race
is botwaen Seth Low und R, A, Van “'yc'.; and
one or the othor of them will be the first Mayor
of Greater New York.

It was the same Fagle which on Nov. 1, 1895,
on the eve of the electlon for Mayor, wheu
Wurster, Grout and Bhepard were the ltepubli-
can, Demgeratic and lndependent candidates,
respectively, sald:

ndents npow, and if not arreated or diveriad
