1t the Cita aro suffering from groat sorrow by
ronson of the death of Henry Goorge, as thele
leaders protend, thoss who gnthored at Websior
Hall Iant night to listen to spoeches by Law,
Falrchild, and other Cits' orators certainly did
not manifest theie feeling of depression, On
tha contrary, tho meeling msaumeml the char
acter of a jollifeation, and when the candidacy
of the dead single taxer's son was mentioned
by Joseoh H. Choate, the audience exprosased
fta sympathy with the bereaved fumily by biss-
ing.

Only Choate apoke of the Henry George who
bas tukon the place of his father at the head of
the Jefersonbin Democracy’s ticket, He re,
ferred to it an a bit of sentimentality, low and
Falrchild contented themselves with paying »
short tribute to thedead candidate and remind.
ing their hearors that George had repoatodly
favorud Low's candloacy in the event that bho
sbhould bo unable to finish bis own campalgo,

It was atypioal Cita® mecting, with the usunl
band playing out of tunv anil 6t the wrong time,
and with tho usual guota of smiall bovs, who
vigoroualy waved Low tlngs and made much
nolwe when thieir doddies or elder brothers mnde
nolse. Therp were sovernl speeches made bes
fore Low arcived, W illiata H, Rand, Jr., an as-
plrlng but youthful Uiy, was in s spastn of
eulogistic oratury directed at the consecrntod
one when the ldol ¢ame into the room. When
Iotroduced, Low sald :

It wna with conflicting emotions that the
Tammany Hall leaders roceived the an-
nouncement of the death of Henry George.
It was, as thoy consldersl, the removal
from the canvass of & candldate whom
they dreaded because of the eroat inroads
ho was miking Into Tammany's votlng
atrengt |, and they began to speculate on the po-
litieal effect, Even John C. Sheehan and Rich.
ard Croker did this. Mostof the leaders, Croker
anil Sheehan amongthe number, professed to see
only an increase in the number of voltes to be
cast for Van Wyck for Mayor as a result. A
warning came from some conservative leaders
who h «ve carefully studied this Geo ge move
want from s inception, that there was danger
In making too much show of the posalble po-
litical effect of the candidate's demise and the
result was that the iguring on accenslons to the
Tammany ranks from those of the Democracy
of Thomas Jefferson was ordered stopped,
and  the Tammany leadors and candidates
began to send mesanges of condolence which are
printed clsewhere. At the same time orders
wure [ssued to the Van Wyek cnmpaign mana.
