tinuously a daily newspaper, for the law Is un-

But the llction of tho responsible editor Is

enly one of several moans by which tho law for
the nrotectlon of rojnl reputations is thwarted.! It belongs to tho dnlly and weekly press. Tho
pamphleteers, who appeal to a class of higher
average intelligence, have a better trick. It
is that of tho historical piraliol. Tho most
eclohrated example of this stlo of literature in
recent times Is "Caligula, wrllton by tho botith
German," Prof. Quiddc. "Caligula" was
aimed directly at the throne. It was Intended
to tell tho German people that their Kmpcror
was of the type of tho old Ilomnn monster, that
his mind was of tho same c.illhru and his im-

pulses of the samo naturo, that ho was passing
through tho samo courso of development and
that ho promised to bring up in tho samo blnk
of Iniquity, cruelty nnd madness, Tho early
promise that Caligula gavoof.'bettcrlthiiigs, tho
dismissal of tried statesmen, tho griming lino
of display that distinguished his reign and his
waxing eccentricity and final madness wcro de-

picted by Quiddo with a painstaking use of
modern political phrases and current German
idioms.
