at Cold Spring. Coroner Wood and his
Jury vlowod tho remains and then they wero
prepared for shipment. A metal caskot was
recoUod from Now York, nnd shortly after 10
I . M. tho body was cscortod to tho railroad
station by a delegation of I'htlllpstonn Lodgo
No. 230, F. and A. M., and started on IU Jour-
ney to Kast Albany,

'Ihe body was recovered at about 1 o'olock
Oils afternoon. Frank Koylo, a brother of tho
engineer, asked that tho won who .wero grap-
pling for tho body go to a certain placo and at-
tempt to And It. They ucceptcd his sugges-
tion nnd In a fow minutes had hold of tho body
and brought It to tho surface, 'lho spot was
thirty Jeet south of whero tho locomotive win
found. An oxamliiutlon of tho body, which
had been In the water Just ono week, showed
that tho right thigh wus dislocated and tho leg
fractured, bcvornl ribs wero broken anil there
wero seeral bruises and tuts about tho breast,
faro and legs.

Star Hair Uncle.

Elizabeth, N. J Oct. 31. Edgar A. Knapp
was held up and attacked this afternoon by
two rough-lookin- men, ono of whom at-
tempted to shoot him. Tho hold-u- p took place
on Jersey avenue, one of tho principal streets
ot West Elizabeth, and which pasoos through a
small strip of woods. Mr. Knapp, accom-
panied by Miss Kellogg, had been walking
leisurely through tho woods when Miss Kellogg
noticed two men apparently following them.
Finally the men disappeared and Mr. Knapp
and Miss Kellogg resumed their stroll. They
stepped down a slight elevation and passed a
clump of bushos to tho sidewalk on Jersey ave-
nue. Tho two strangers Jumped out from be-

hind tho bushes and blocked tho way. Tho
taller of tho two then leaped at Mr. Knapp and
struck him n terrific blow between the eyes.

Mr. Knapp is tho star half back on tho Eliz-
abeth Athletic Club football eleven. Leaping
to his foot, ho called to Miss Kollogg to run, nnd
then started In to "do up" his assailant. A
rough fight follow ud, and the
football plnycr was vetting tho best of it when
ono ot the men drew a rovoh or and attempted
to shoot Knapp. Tho revolver ouly cnupped.
however, nnd beforo tho rufllan could try n
second chamber the weapon wus wrcstod from
Ills irrasp by Knapp. Tho second man Joined
his companion at this stugo of tho tight and
both tried to get hack tho revolver. Knapp
could not use it, nnd ho threw It into u heap of
leaves.

Then both toughs proceeded to give
Knapp a severe drubbing, but ho proved nearly
thoir equal. All threo were blecdlug profusely
nnd ono of them had been put out of tho
fight by a hard punch when thice men were
teen running to Knapp'B rescue. Whon tho
ruf liana attacked Knapp Miss Kellogg ran to a
house a block away, whero she told of tho
attuck. Set oral men started for the tceno. but
the toughs ran Into tho woods and disappeared.

Knapp was not seriously hurt, although his
body was covered with bruises and his clothes
wero torn. He was scheduled to piny witli bis
football team against tho Orango Athletic Club
on Tuesday, but his Injuries may keep hiin off
tho gridiron for a week. The revolver wns
found after tho fight, nnd proved to bo

The chamber next to tho ono that
missed was tried, und was readily discharged,
so that Knapp pronubly owed his life to tho
fact that hu succeeded in wresting the revolver
from bis assailant before tho latter had oppor-
tunity to try a second chamber.

JfATAJ, FOSTS OX THE TJTKOX.

Capt. CrownlnHhlelit t'rBM Tbat Ther Do
ecMll7 Tor More omcers.

WAsniNOTON, Oct. 31. Much matter of in-

terest to the navy and to people not in the navy
is embraced in the annual report of Capt. A. S.
Crown lnshteld, Chief of the Bureau of Navi-
gation. He recommends the scheme proposed
by Lieut. Story of the Navy, and Indorsed by As-

sistant Secretary Koosevelt, for the establish-
ment of a navnl patrol on tho Yukon River to
maintain law and order. All communication in
Alaska 1b by water, he says, and hi asks that
Congress mako provision for threo small posts
at points along the river, to be In c mmand of
naval officers and garrisoned by bluejackets
and marines, and foralight draugbtstorn-whee- l

steamer to patrol between tho posts. The steamer
is also to be under a na a. ofllccr. Ho estimates
that the posts could be crcctod and equipped' for
930,000, and tbut tho steamer could bo built or
purchased for tho samo nmount.

Capt Crownlnshlcld says that thero Is an im-

perative necesslt for more naval olllccrs on ac-
count of Ibn Increnroin the number ot vessels.
On the battleship? the iiumboi of llnunfliccrsls
only about s tho number actually re-
quited. Hid live battleships nnd several smaller
vessels aro approaching completion. Ho pro-
poses that the list of Captains be Increased from
4fj to 00, Lieutenants from 250 to 30, and

Junior grade, from 75 to 12D. He also
wants legislation ena ted authorizing the Presi-
dent to mako a siifllcient number of appoint-
ments of naval cadets at largo and limiting tho
course at Annapolis to four years instead of six
years.

of thosonot cltl7cnfl havo declared their inten-
tions, Among tho 1,443 apprentices more than
80 per tent, aro natlv cs.

THE ItVSII TO ALASKA.

S.nftO Persons Havo Cone dlpce July 17
About NO.OOO mar Uo Vest Season.

Tacoma, Wash., Oct. 31, Tho railroad com-
panies have given gomo figures of the transpor-
tation business to Alaska between July 17 and
Sopt. 1, while tho Klondike rush wns In progress.
During that timo 8,880 passengers and 30,000
tons of freight were cnrrlod north from l'ugot
Sound and British Columbia ports, of which
1,218 porsons and 12,000 tons went to St.
Michael and the balance to Uyoa, Skagwny,
Juuoau. nnd Wrangcl. Nciirly 300 men
havo returned from St. Michael and 2,500 from
lower Alaskun ports. During November 1,500
moro are expected. About 3,000 got over passes,
most of whom started down the lakes, hut It is
believed one qiiHrtor of these will be blockaded
by tho winter freeze-u- p and cannot reach Daw-so- u

beforo spring. About 200 men who got over
passes hav e left their outfits tn charge or others
at tho lakos and relumed, Thoy will startagain In February.

Tho railroads aro gathering dsta from which
to estimate the elzoof the spring rush to Alaska.
Reports now indicate that 80,000 to 100,000
men will outfit for tbp Yukon on l'ugot hound
during next spring and suiumor.

KILLED BY A FIELD PLANT.

mo nora poisoned itzanrxxTOirx
ET TUE JI1USOX WEED,

One Pena nnd Another Perhnsi Bylnt A Third
Not Made Ill-fo- und the Plant In an Open
Lot on Riverside Drive, and Mistook the
reds Containing theseed-ife- Chestnut Barra

Three llttlo west side boys, whllo playing on
Illverslde Drivo on Saturday afternoon, wan-
dered Into nn open lot on tho oast side of the
street, and flndlnir In tho underbrush whnt they
took to bo chestnut burrs, picked somo, cracked
then open, nnd nto the contents. Tho supposed
chestnut burrs wero pods from datura plants,
commonly known ns Jamestown, or Jlmson,
weeds, which contain n large percentage of tho
poison known to medicine as stramonium. Ono
of tho boys died nftor hours of pain early yester-
day; nnothor Is now hovering between llfo and
death, whilo the third, who says he spat out
most of tho Beods nnd swnllowed only a few, has
notbeon nfloctod at all as yet by the poison.

The dead boy was Charley Gerbor, 4 yeara old,
son of a butcbor nt 404 Amsterdam avonue, who
lives nt 202 West Eighty-fourt- h street. His
companions were Wllllo Hotb, 0 years old, of
4112 Amsterdam avenue, nnd Edward Clausen,
8 years old, who lives In tho samo neighborhood.
Hot his tho boy who Is still lingering between
llfo und death.

Tho threo boys had been playmates for some
time, but their parents rarely allowed them to
wander oft of the block on Amsterdam avonue,
botween Eighty-thir- d and Flghty-fourt- h streets.
Occasionally, on Saturday afternoons, thoy had
been permitted to go over to Itiverslde Drive to
play, and these little excursions wero groat
treats for tho youngsters.

Tho Gorber boy got permission from his grand-
father, who was In tho butcher shop on Satur-
day afternoon, to go ovor to the drive for an
hour or so. On tho way ho plckod up Roth and
Clnuson, nnd tho three wont to the drive to-

gether. They frolicked around for a tlmo, play-
ing tag, hldo and seek, and other games, and
finally decided to tnko a walk. They strolled
along on the river side of the road until tbey
reached Seventy-nint- street, when one of tho
boys said:

" Let's go over and play In that lot."
Tho other boys hailed tho suggestion with

glee, and all threo crossed over to the east sldo
of tho drive and plunged Into the heavy weeds
In tho lot nt tho southeast corner. The datura
plant grows very thickly In tho lot. as it does in
a number of othor lots in tho v Iclnlty. It h.is a
whlto flower, and a number of tho plants tn tho
Sovontj ninth street lot are In blossom, lho
other bors Bay that the little Oerbcr boy was
tho first to discover tho burrs. They are about
thoEumosizo and shape ns the chestnut burr,
but could not bo mistaken for the latter by nn
older person, because tho prickles on them aro
largo and coarse. Y ung Gorber, his com-
panions say, pulled ono of tho burrs from a
bush, and, holding it up, exclaimed:

"Hero's chesnuts. bojs; let's eat them."
Neither of tho other bojs had any doubt thatthoy woro really chestnuts, and, gathering n

number of the burrs, the) went to tho edge of
tho Jot, and, sitting down, proccoded to break
the burrs open mid extract tho scads. There
was no reason why lho children should havo
still thought that they had found chestnuts
after opening the burrs, for tho seeds aro small
and Uo in row s In a grconish pulp.

The Uerber bo . nev crtheloss, ate many of tho
seeds, his companions say. Itoth didn't cat so
much and Clansman still leu. After thoir poi-
sonous feast tho threo boys started for homo
together, reaching Amsterdam nvenuo and
Eights-thir- d street nt nbout 6 o'clock, threo
hours after they left their homes.

Chtrlio Uerber hud at that timo felt no ill
effects from the poisonous seeds. He was very
much frightened nt having been away so long,
however, nnd afraid of being whipped. Heron
over to tho store ns quickly ns ho could, and,
after scolding him. his grandfather set htm at
work separating In nickels, dimes, nndquarters. When tho boy had finished ho sent
him home.

'ihe lnd nto his dinner and had Just started to
go upstairs to bod when ho was taken 111.

Alter vuuutlnt., the boj vv.ii attacked with vio-
lent crimps. Between his scieams ho told his
mother that hu had oaten some nuts which ho
had found In a lot during the afternoon. Less
than rjfloon minutes later ho was raving In
delirium. Mrs. Gcrbcr scuta messenger for Dr.
C. II. Umber of 100 West Eighty-thir- etreet,
and In tho meantime applied a number of simple
romcdles without any clfoet.

Dr. Orubor recognized the boy's symptoms as
tboso of poisoning, and, although ho thought
him beyond medical aid, applied remedies
which kept tho lad alive for seven hours, but nt
3 A. M. joitcrdav ho died.

'lhc Ituth boy went homo at about tho same
tlmensjoungOerler, but he was not taken 111

until nbout nn hour Inter. Itwai about H o' lock
when ho complained to his mother that ho had
u stomachache.

YERS10NTS DEER SEASON.

A Vlaorons Attack on the Law Permtittnr the
KIMlna- - or the Animals.

rttJTr.ANP. Vt, Oct. 30. The deer season In
Vermont closes night. It has been
the first opon season tho Stato bns had for
twenty-fiv-e years, and in all probability there
will be but ono more, tbat of next year, for an
equally long period. A vigorous attack has
bocn begun on tho law permitting tho slaughtor
of the animals, and Is llkelr to result In the
repeal of tho act nt next fall's session of the Leg-
islature. Just why tho law waspassod has never
been discovered by the sportsmen of the State,
but It seems reasonable now to suppose that It
was an experiment sanctioned at the requost of
tho farmers. Tho experiment has not proved a
success.

Soveral interesting things have becomo known
during the past month. One is that thero aro
not bo many deer in the Stnto as was claimed
by thoso who advocated a law allowing an open
season. Itwanurgod upon the legislators who
passed the law that Vermont would be the best
hunting ground In tho East, and that tho sports-me- n

who would flock hither would prove a prof-
itable source of rev enue to the Stato. The first
argument has been disproved bv tho unexpect-
edly small number of deer killed during tho
month. Some of the animals wero killed in thu
tiict weok, but Hineo then fovr nuntera have met
with any suttess. Vermont has no cxtcnslvo
forests oxcept In tho northeastern corner, and It
Is prohablo Hint many of tho native deor havo
lied bejond her borders, most of them.nodoiibt,
seeking refuge in tho Adirundueks. 'ihus It
seems to havo been proved that Vermont can
never becomo an Ideal deor hunting ground.

The most Important fuctor In starling a war
on tbo open Buasnn law has b'en the brutal
slaughter of "coi-sot,- or domesticated deer.
As n irsult of tmmunit) from tho pursuit of
hunters for tvvcnty-tlv- o years, many of tho ani-
mals had becomo us tamo as cattle, unit somo
wero even thu pots of farmers' families. Thoso
deorvvi re shot down bv hundreds with as little
compunction ns uny olhirs, and tho feelings of
true sportsmen received u Severn shock, A
buck Bhot near Montpellir on tho first day nt
the month was tho pet of n fanner fiv Ing noar bv ,
and wns so tamo that It would tnko salt or cab-
bage ienv os from his hand. Ot her instances aro
related where deer were tied in barns before tho
Mrst dny of the month, waltlug for Ihe advent
of tho "sportsman." Sue hoccuriinces were very
distasteful to tho people of thu Stato at large,
and especially to the public-spirite- d men who
had been nt considerable I rouble and exptnso
to restock tho forests of Vermont with deer.

Among the Incidents of tho open season havo
been tho killing of several cows, mistaken for
nobler game, nnd tho necldontsl shooting of
John Harbour nt Glastcnbur) uu thu eto of lho
ilrst day of tho month. Tho identity of tbo per-to- n

w ho did the shooting has noror been learned.
Among tbo deer shot was a curiosity In tho
shrfpo of it doe with horns six Inches long. Al-
though the law nllowsonl) bucks to lie kllled.it
detincs u buck as a deer with horns, so that tho
man who killed tho doo could no) tie prosecuted.
Another curlosltv wns a buck, plainly a very
old one, which bnd both ot its ears slit. It is
supposed to bo ono of tho deer brought froui
Dunnemora twenty-liv- e years ago and turned
loose here.

BLANCO VISITS WEYLtiR.

TBE DEPOSED OATXAIN-OENEnA- L

TVRNa orsn ms command.

Ills Inceeosor lesaro an Address to Cubans
Iteforrna Will Be established. Prosperity
Will Como, but Spain's Enemies Will Uo

Pannes with Utmost nicer Ills Beceptlon.

Havana, Oot. 31, Captain-Genera- l Blanco
had nn Intervlow lasting nn hour yesterday
with a on. Woylor, the deposed Captain-Genera- l,

on board tho steamer Montscrrat, on which tho
latter sallod yesterday for Spain, at which Gen,
Wcylor formally resigned bis command to Gen.
Blanco. Tho latter then returned to the shore,
and tho Montscrrat shortly afterward itarted
on her voyage.

Gon. Blanco has Issued an address to the In-

habitants of tho Island In whloh he stys that
he has como to Cuba with tho sincere deslro of
bringing lasting poaco. The Government, he
adds, has confided to htm tho duty of Implant-
ing reforms and upholding tho sovereignty of
Spain. In pursuing a broad, generous policy bo
will ondoavor to reestablish llborty and frater-
nity among tho Inhabitants while strengthening
their adhesion to tho mother country. Gen.
Blanco promlsos Justice to all, and declares that
prosperity will once moro reign In Cuba. The
protection of Spain will be accorded to all con-

forming to the law, while all thoso who refuse
to do so will bo procoedod against with tho ut-

most rigor. Gen. Blanco has also Issued an ad-

dress to tho soldiers.
When ho dobarked yesterday from the vessel

which brought him from Spain he was greoted
with a saluto of twenty-on- o guns. An enormous
crowd assembled to welcome him, and n deputa-
tion of Autonomists oxpressed their loyalty and
adhesion. Tho chlofs of the voluntoer corps also
waited upon the now Captaln-Gonera- l and

similar sentlmonts.

TTBTLEtt CONDEMNED.

Madrid newspapers on Ilia Bomarko When
Leaving; Cuba.

Speofat CoWe Dtscmtch to Tax im.
Madrid, Oct. 31. The papers here se-

verely condomn tho remarks mado yester-
day by Weyler In re-

ply to a deputation which visited him
on board tho steamer Montserrat prior to
his departure from Havana for Spain. He said
that he did not heed tho attacks mado upon htm,
ns they were an Indication of the success of his
Byntem. and advised tho Conservative party In
Cuba not to be silenced, but to protest vigorous-
ly against the suicidal policy of the now Spanish
Government.

OPPOSITION TO DLANCO.

Gen. Blanco finds In Cuba tho strong opposition
of thoUnIon Constltucional party, which
backed Wcvler, and tho friendly support of tho
Reformists. Tho Autonomists, though they
also gavo their support to Weyler, aro ready to
receive Blanco with equal enthusiasm. They
comprlso only a small number of ruined poli-
ticians, without any real tnlliicnco In the coun-
try, and they find great cause to rejoice over
tho nows thut with tho promised grant of au-
tonomy to Cuba tho Spanish Government will
present them with several Important ofllces In
tho Island.
