it would bo ait exhibition ot far greater diver
sity thun any seen In recent rears.

It now bulng understood as tcttlod that thcro
will bo no show ot national scope, bicycle riders
and intending riders nro llkoly to And tho com-
ing winter ond spring a trying season for thom.
Heretofore thoy huvo had tbo rich opportunity
of being nblo to contrast and compare under
one roof tho varying virtues and defocts in tho
product of all tho standard makers, not to men-
tion "frenk" machines. Without a cyclo show
how nro they to mako n, satisfactory Brlcctlon of
n new mount from among all tho dllTcrent stylos
ot wheels that will be ottered In 1808, except
they fall back upon their onu rusourcos as
judicious shoppcrsl

In tho heat of the contro-
versy the question of tho rider's interest has
como near being lost to sight, if, in fact. It has
not been qulto Ignored. Tho show urgumctit
has practically binned upon Its expenso and tho
worth of It to manufacturers and dealer;, Tho
rider has not boon considered, and now that tho
makers havo set their faces resolutely against
any show, their would-b- o customers must go
from shop to shop in order to learn what is
being offered. As n substttuto for tho big
show, a thorough canvass of tho trado has been
mado, and a Buinmary of its result Is found to
bo full ot information and suggestion for In-
tending

of the chnlnless wheel has
spurred every manufacturer onward, and with-I- n

a couplo of weeks all tho makers of promi-
nence will havo samplos of their 1808 models
on exhibition. Thonoxt thing to bo noted Is
that through a great diversity of pattern, both
in the lines of tho wheols thomsclvcs and their
driving median! im, thcro is a pronounced ten-
dency toward tho adoption of bouio form of
protection for tho gearing. There will bo eov-cr-

varieties of chainlcss wheols on tho market,
and probably not a fow which will bo classed
as "freaks." All of theso will havo their driv-
ing mechanism inclosed, but further it is
found that those makors who will put out chain
wheels will almost universally adopt a gear
case, and offer it cither as a regular model w ith
Inclosed chain, or clso will offer some kind of
chain caso on option at extra charge, and rec-
ommend Its use. Thus tho advent of tho bevel
gear wheol promises to accomplish n complete
conversion ot tho American mind to tho idea
of encased soaring, which has for years been
ncceptod across tho ocean. Thcro will, how-ove- r,

bo a marked difference botweon tho Ameri-
can gear caso ana tho Engllsn type hitherto
known as being unsatisfactory. This seems to
mean that tho gear caso has had to como to
America to find its perfect expression.

A wheel which will flguro moat prominently
as a new model next year will boono with a
goar caso, or "Inclosed chain," as some mak-
ers Intend calling it Considering that tho
goar caso Is not a new device, this situation is
at first Bomowhat surprising. The gist of tbo
matter lies, however, in tho fact thnt a num-
ber of manufacturers havo boon at work on
tho improvement of gear cases, and claim to
have attained perfection. Tho leather, cellu-
loid, and metal cases which have been broughtIS from England havo been far from satisfactory,
because of their being heavy, unsightly, and,
above all, falling to thoroughly exclude dust
and water. Yankee Ingenuity has introduced
aluminum alloys and light steel with rubber
for Joints, so that it seems unquestionable that
the American gear case ot is an artlclo
far superior to Its English coumh.

During tho past rear tho American type of
case has been gaining In favor through trials
by century riders, military men, and other o

cyclists. Starting with the prcmlM)
that n perfect gear caso Is obtainable, the ad-
vocates of Inclosed chain wheels contend that,
It gives all tho advantages claimed for bevel-gea- r

mechanism.
wheols, plus those of a flexible drhlng

Uesidca the bevel gear and the inclosed chain
or gear-cas- models, there are several new
styles ot driving gear to bo offered for lbUH,
as well as a number of plain chain wheels which
will look very much like the accepted type for
1807. An Indiana manufacturer will otlcr a
combined cog and chain gear, entirely In-
closed, with a crank of variablo throw. This
machine will be put out in Urge quantities.
It consists of an axlo with spur teeth on the
end of it, which is revolved by means of teeth
on the lnsldo ot a gear ring that is continuous
with the crank, llius when tho crank is an
the downwurd thrust tho rear surface of the
ring Is In contact with the axle cogs and gives
a. long leverage whilo on the upward throw the
ring huu'rcvolved so that it touches tho axlo In
tbo rear at the end ot tho crank and thus short-
ens its return throw. An ordinary sprocket
Is stationary on tbo axle, and revolving with It
moves tho chain, which travels over a rear
sprocket tho sauio as In an ordinary wtiecl. A
reduction of lost motion and tho variablo cranic
throw aro the chief virtues claimed for this in-
vention.

Another concern will come out next year
with an improved chain and sprocket driving
Bear, not Inclosed, which It Is cluluicd will bo
as lndlllorent to tho attacks of mud und dirt as
any housed gcur. Tho device will consist of
an improved roller sprocket, similar In appear-
ance, but different In detail, from one which
haj been on tho market during this season.
The sprocket bos a double rim with small solid
disks of steel, which each revolve on an indi-
vidual axis, fixed ut regular intervals. The
links of tho chain In passing over tho sprockets
engage with thoso rollers Instead of with lined
teeth, as In tho ordinary sprocket. The rotary
action of theso novel sprocket teeth prevents
any accumulation of mud or dirt, so It Is
claimed, and under tests mode with a dyna-
mometer some surprising results havo bean ob-
tained. By applying a brake to the rear wheel
a revolving resistance was obtained, und then
by shovolllng sand and mud into the chain and
sprocket a test of tho chain pull wus made.
With tho old form of sprocket tho chain pull
varied from 18 to lf0 pounds, whilo with the
same rolling resistance the pull on tho cnain
with roller sprockets varied only from 10 to 53

A manufacturer In Ohio will bring out In
about two weeks a chain wheel with some en-
tirely novel bearings, also a chain wheel with a
cushion- - frame, and he will offer gear cases on
option. About the llrst of tbo year this same
maker will place on tho market a chainless
wheel of entirely new mechanism. It will bo
without bevel gear or spur gear, clutch, or
friction action a wholly original method of
power transmission although It is not claimed
that It involves any new mechanical principle.
In external appearance It will rcseinblo tho
new bevel gear wheel, except that tho box at tbo
crank axle will bo larger and of different shone,
and there will be a box at the rear smaller
than tho ono In front and different In sbupe fromIt, as well as being different from tho Incase-me-

Summarizing tho dllTurcnt styles of wheel',
thero will bo ten, and possibly two or threo
nioro, bovil gear cycles mndo on tho same pat-
tern. Knelt of tho makers ot those boiol gears
will also produco wheels with tho ordinary
chain transmission. Ono of them will otter nil
Inclosed chain ni a icgulnr model, whilo twu
others will oiler gear-ruse- s ns un option with
extra charge. The leader In this company of
ten, who Is tho holder of tho patents for tho
bevel gear, will produce a chain wheel without
brazings, tho Jolnla being screwed together so
thnt iiuy rider can dismember the triune.

Omitting all thoso makers of tho stjlua pre-
viously mentioned, and considering thirty other
prominent cyclo hulldcis, fourteen of them will
put out a wheel with Improved details of bear-
ings and llulsh und will offer u gejir-eas- on
option, whilo nino will offer an encased rhilii
wheol ns it regular model, tho dlffirenco bolng
that tho fourteen will incloso tho gear only
when rciiuosted to do so nnd will charge oxtnt
for It, whilo tho other nine will catalogue tho
wheel with protected gcur and charge nothing
ottru for tho casing. Knur of tho thirty will
otter i wheel with u cushion frame.

Iirokoa will bo more frequently offered, which
moans that salesmen will bo loss gltcn to talk-
ing their customer out of tho "brake notion."
Threo of this designated lot will offer n now

brake without extra charge, nnd
sovcrul of them will probably otter on option
any kind of br.iko that Is pruitlcnblo'for their
wheel. In saddles, also, tho offerings will bo
moro generous, nnd the more expensive saddles
for which riders havo previously had to pay
extra, will bo offered on option by a number of
makers.

Wheels will bo moro highly finished ns to
nlckelllug, enamelling, and uccoratitu striping.
Chased sliter tips on tho grips will bo used hy
a number of makers, und several will glvo ex-
pression to tho idea of putting a rnrocket on
each sido of tho rear wheel hub, which origi-
nated with a Chicago manufacturer threo years
ago. This enables riders to ihnngn their gear
from n lower to a higher ratio simply by tnUing
out tho rear wheel and reinserting it reversed.
Crank bangers will next year bo dropped still
lower with relation to tho rear hub, probably to
nn nvcrogo of 2Mi inches. The snmu size and
gauge of tubing will bo used, but thero will bo
it general strengthening ot fork crowns.

Thcro will bo a great deal to Interest tho stu-
dent of bearings in next year's models. This
will be not only in tho way of new angles of
contact, but also in sonio marked departures
in tho relative relations of cups and cones. A
tendency toward tho usu of smaller balls and
relatively moro ot them within larger races will
bo noted. Tho crnzo for laro balls is bcliovod
to yiuvo ovcrreaihed Itself. Tho theory that
two balls under r00 pounds nf load will lienr
proportionately 1!30 pounds each, while four
balls of half tho size will bear only pounds
each, ond therefore roll moro freely and do less
cutting on tho surfaco ot tho races uppcara to bo
gaining ground.

l'rlcos will vary from $33 to $125 In 1809.
Tho $12o, of course, is for tho bevel gear wheol
of tbo licensed make. Quito n few makers will
put out a $100 wheel. They will not mako
many of thom, and the cataloguing of them will
bo dono chlotly to emphasize their claim that n
truly high-grad- wheel cannot bo mado to soil
for less than and that they mako a strictly
high-grad- e wheel. A number ot makers will
catuloguu their racing wheel at $100, whilo
listing their regular road wheel at $75 and n
second grade ut W or ifOO. Theso aro manufac-
turers who have not mado more than 50 or 100
racing wheols in past seasons, and expect to
mako tower next year. Altogether prices will
vary greatly! tho most popular prico among
the best known makers Is likely to bo $75, with
a fow vrylng It from $70 to $S0, out thero will
also bo a number of manufacturers who con-eclv- o

that tbo popular demand is for a rollablo
wheel at $50, and will endeavor to meet it.

The National Horse Show.

The promoters confidently anticipate an un-
usually representative muster both insido and
outside the tanbark arena.

Tbo entry list shows a largo number of new
exhibitors, lncludln candidates from tho South
and West as well us from England. Nearly nil
tho old exhibitors aro again In line, and tho
total of candidates for tho cotetrd ribbuns Is
said to bofully lOOln excessof last 3 car's grand
array, whilo tho auallty of tho horses entered is
also claimed to bo above tho usual standard.

The thoroughbred class Is light, but trotters
of high quality promise to bo very much In evi-
dence. Tho produco prize, for which the asso-
ciation adds $1,000, will bring together a cholco
lot of animals by Mnmbrino King, Cjuarlurimts-tcr- ,

Itussla, and others. There Is n marked in-

crease in the number nf entries for ponies in
harness and under und also In thoclasses
for harness horses. Tho hunter and special
classes havo not lost any of their attractive
material, and tho programme w ill bo brimful as
ever of spectacular foaturcs.

It will bo remembered that tbo church burg-
lar refused to glvo any information to tbo pollco
in referenco to his life, but stubbornly main-
tained that ho was a common thlot, who had
managod to escape arrest for fit toon years, during
which tlmo bo had lived by stealing, and that
ho had resided In Philadelphia until ho arrh cd
in Now York and tried to rob the poor boxes ot
tho Third Stroot Catholic Church, whoro ha
killed tho policeman who triad to capture him.
Hut l'ollco Captain Lees and Dotoctlvcs Miller
nnd Decker ot Williamsburg succcodod yostcr-da- y

In having the prlsonor fully Identified as
Constantino Stiger, a Williamsburg Anarchist,
who trlod to kill halt a dozon porsons, and prob-
ably succeeded in killing several, ono of whom
w.ib li'oorgo Stolz, Iho old bcllrlngcr ot Holy
Trinity Church in Williamsburg. Tho pollco
bolievo that ho strangled tho old bollrlngor to
death, und the ovldonco which they collected
yesterday, they say, issufllclont to convict him ot
that murder If 111 any way ho succeeds in escap-
ing tho electric chair for tho murder ot l'ollce-ma- n

Asldo from this, Capt. Locs and bis detectives

learned yesterday that tho murderer in tho
Tombs is the 8.11110 man who lured Krncst Ocbs,
tho Williamsburg brow or, to a hut in Hidgowood
for tho purposo of robbery and murder. It
proved a hard day's work tor Capt. Lees and his
men, for In weaving their not about tho mur-
derer It was necessary for tho pollco to bring
twenty-sovo- porsons to tbo Tombs, all of whom
Identified him ub tho man who hnd figured
in ono crlmo or another. Among tha porsons
brought to tho Tombs was tho murderer's son,
Henry Stlger, who is 11) years old. When tho
father and son mot two detectives woro hidden
in cells within earshot ot tho murderer. Tho
ion walked up and said:

" Hello, father, I thought it was you who was
locked up hero under tho namo of Meyer."

"My GodI" exclaimed tho murderer, "you
hero, Henry i How did you find mo out I"

Then In Gorman Stlgcr askod his con to pro-
tend that ho did not identify him.

"Say you don't know me," ho remarked,
"Bwcaritfor my sake. If j oil don't tho pollco
will provo that I killed Stolz In tho Williams-
burg church. Sw oar you don't know mo. Save
your namo disgrace Say you never saw mo
before."

" I cannot do that," said young Stlgor. ' You
havomurder on your hands, and you might ns
well confess to all ot your crimes. Tho police
have your record. Mother ond sister believed
nt the tlmo of tho Williamsburg murder that
you killed Stolz, fur they read In Iho newspapers
tbat tho bloody Imprint ot a hand with a linger
missing was on the church wall. They know
you wero iu the neighborhood, mid they knew

hud been robbing tho diuretics over there,
t'sallup with you. Thero's nothing left for

jou but to confess all."
Then tho father bruko down and wept.
"I cry Ilka it child," ho said. "I'm a mur-

derer, and I feared nothing. Dut jour face,
Henry, is tho faco of my child. My child, whom
1 once loted. You, lou. want to see me exe-
cuted. Well, so joubUnll. they put
me on trial.

Mrs. Stlncr ami hor children aro attend-
ants there. They aro very respectable folks,
lor a time Stlgcr worked In tho browerlos of
Uushwick and supported bis family. But ho
dually joined an anarchistic society and became
bitterly opposed to tho Catholic Church. He
ottcn threatened to blow up tbo churcbes ot
Williamsburg. His family feared him, for he
talkcdof muidcr in a matter-of-fac- t wuy.ns if it
wem nothing to kill a man providing the
murderer could escape with some money
utter doing tho job. On tbe morning ot Jan.
T. 188S, ho got into our house. I was
then living at VI Haruian street. Urooklyn. Ho
broko in. My wife bad just arisen and was
poking the fire. She was a woman well on In
years. Stigcr believed that wo had saved money
and had It in tho house. Whilo my wlfo was
getting tha tiro ready to cook breakfast Stiger
sneaked up behind her und tried to strangle tier.

Uut the pollco kept watch over him.
Ho was placed on trial in tho Kings County
Court of Sessions beforo tho lato Judgo Moore,
convicted und sentenced nn July 111, lsBS, to six
sears and two months In Mate prison. When
lie got out lie turned up in Williamsburg again
and his wile and family refused to lite with
him. A friend next told us that ho bad been seen
coming out of a church In .Middle Village.

That church had been robbed, und people who
knew Stlgor Informed the town constable that
Stlger was tho church robber. Tills was In June,
1?IKI. He next turned up in Flntbush, where lie
robbod a church und got uwny. Wo then heard
of him again, when ha was arrested for another
burglary In Williamsburg. This man hero who
calls himself Meyer Is tho same man Constan-
tino Stlger."

Moses Mayer, a denier In dry goods nt Slid
Ilubhwick at cnue, was tha noxt man to identify
tlio murderer of tho policeman. Mr, Mujcr
walked up to Stlger in tbo cell corridor and
said." Well, Stigcr, I see you're in a tight box this
flue. Do jo. i remember thonigbtjou tucklud
my pluco In Williamsburg and tried to strangle
mo in tlio collar of uiysloref That was sovon
or eight years ago; do you romcnihor it I"

"It wus six ours ag ."unswered tho prisoner.

from John Hrjant to rldo to his father's houso.
Ho ehonod young Urynnt $35 In gold and told
hltn ho would return to his homo that night, and
llryunt agreed to accompany him to Fort Smith
noxt daj-- . Edwards rodo to his father's homo,
told hli parents ot his nrrangement with Hry-nn- t,

showed them his moiiov, and sturtod to re-

turn to Hrynnt's house, Thnt was tho last soon
of Edwards.

Not day tho pony Edwards rodo was found
w anderlng In the road, tho saddlo being covered
wllh blood. In a lonely spot a short dlstunco
away thcro wus evldciu-uo- a torrltlo struggle,
nnd nppcnrnn.cs Indicated that a body had been
thrown into Iho rlt or.

This continued for awhile, but ltweek thcro was moro trouble, which reached
ill culmination lato yesterday afternoon.
