ELFECTION FOLLOWED THE RULE

Next Woar Aftor a Presidentinl Tear Now Work
Btate Revorass lia Plarality.

A comparison of the result of Tuesday's
electlon with theZresults of elections in Now
York State for the past thirty years shows that
what happened was exnctly what bad hap-
penod the years following Presldentinl elec-
tions for the whole thirty years, with two ex-
ceptions,

In 1808, the first nntional election after the
war, Grant was elected Presldent. He oarrled
WNeow York Stato by 10,000 plurality. The year
following Stoto officers wore elocted in Now
York, and tho Republican plurality of 1868
wna changed to a Democratio plrrality of
20,241,

In 18723 Gen. Grant was re-clected. Ho
carried tho State of New York by the great
plurality of 03,456. State offlecrs wore elected
fn 1873, and Grant's great plurality was
wiped out. The victorious Republican army
af the year before was whipped, and the Demo-
c;nélgnganﬂiduwn were clocted by a plurality
of 0893, '

Afier Grant ecame Rutherford B. Hayes.
Hayos took his neat as President on March 4
1877. In November, 1877, when o new sof of
State officers were ofl.'t'lud. tho Democratio can-

Some Maine Bot That Are Four Days
by Matl from the Capltal,

Avaunra, Me.,, Nov. 4—The exponditnres of
the United States Post Office sxosed tlie receipts
by mors than §10,000,000 & year, and everybody
18 brapging about the splendid il servics
whilch Unole Sam gives his peonle. Meanwhile
there are Post Offices In Malne that are a four
days’ Journey from the capital, and thirtesn
organizod and incorporated towna in the State
which have no Post Office at all, These towna
are: Otis and Verona {n Hancock county, Mason
in Oxford county, Edinbure, Matamiscon-
tla and Mount Chono In Penobscoy ooun-
ty, Willlamaburg In Pleataquis county,
Weat Bath, in Sayadahos county, Moscow in
Bomorsok county, and Centroville, Marahfield,
Talmage, and Prescott in Wanhington connty,
Thess towns contain a population of 3,657 souls,
and have an assessed valuntion of §779,000,
They contaln elght mills, ten churchos, six resl
dont physlolans, three practicing attorneys, and
four hotels. Moscow in one of tho oldest towna
in the State, having boen settlod In 1773
nnd Incorporated in 1816, four yoars be-
fore Maine becanme » State. 'The Mon-
cow DBaptist Church was built and dedls
eatod In 1812, and is a woll-preserved edi-
flce to-day. The first minlster who settled in

Moscow hnd hins lotters addressed to Portland,
then ealled Casco, which was 118 milos nway.,
Hinge then there have been eight other minis-
ters in chinrgo of tho congregation, and, thongh
Moscow now has n poEqutInn of H22, with mills,
factories and stores, the mall atill comes to Bing-
bam, as It did seveniy-live years ago, and tho
town has no Post Ofllce,

Another town without n Poat Office which has
nased through many vielssitudes Is Verous, a
nrgo inland below Hucksport, near the mouth

of the Penobscot River, In 1840, when the
Buck family was running four steam sawmills
at Bucksville, 8, O, and Richard P, Buck won o
millionairo ship owner of New York city. it was
believed that Veronn was destined to become
sort of Long Island for Bucksport, and tho upper
end of the tovwn was surveyed and runoutnsa
eity, with streets and publio parks, houso lots
solling ns high as 8200 for an elghth of an acre.

Property kept rising untll war times, When
the nslaves were wsot free the Bouth-
ern  Hucks  were rulned, and between

1868 and 1867 Verona property wont down
from $1,500,000 to about O000. Tho chief
occupations of the people to-day are cnl(‘hln{
salmon and alewives (n welrs and ralsing stoc
on thelr farms, All through tho war Voerona
cant nrolld Democratio vore. Then n few Hee
publicans moved in, and now the vote s about
equally divided. There was never a cemotery
or nchurch in the town., Nei*her doctor, law-
yor, nor minlster has settled there, the resldents
gotting their thiology, law, and medicine whers
they get. thelr lettors, at Hucksport. golng and
coming over n long, shaky bridge, from which
R10.000 worth of smelts nre caught every year,

Fronchville, in Arcostook county, got a Post
Office, together with riches and large gaine In
‘mimlntlun. from having {ta name changed,
Vlen the town was incorporated in 1868 It was
nomed Dickyyille, in honor of Major Willlam
Divky, the veteran lelﬂlnlumr of Fort Kent, who
has ropresented his district in the Maine itouse
at every sesnion since 1840, The next winler the
French reaidents of Dickyville wanted Major
Dicky to secure an appropriation from the State
for $1,500 to bulld o bridge over Dicky Hrook.
When he falled to get the mioney the resl-
dents hold indignation meetings, ropudiated
their representative and asked for a chnnge of
name. The town was formally named Froenche
ville at the noxt session of the Legislature,
sineo which timo the Dicky and anti-Dicky face-
tions have been in constant quarrels, Each
slde beran colonizing the town to carry ita
oint, There were not mors than 200 persons
n Lhe town when the fight bogan. Now {t han
n population of nenrl!y 3.000, with threo Post
OMces nnd plenty of woalth, snd the name of
Frenthville still holds. Mn,gw Dicky in not
done with the fight. Though he was B7 yoars
otd last June, hels planning to go back to the
next Leginloture and mwake another trial to
bave the place renamed Dickyville.

MRS, SKINNER'S NEW SHINGLES.

The Old Bhingles Wers Worn Some, Flaving
Heoon Put on Her Houso Just 101 Yearn Ago.

CocuectoN, N. Y., Nov. 4.—DXra, Mary
Skinner, who lives In Wayne county, Pa.,
ncroas the Delawnre River from this village,
has been having her house shingled and re-
paired. There would bo nothing strange about
this, but for the fact that this is the firat time
the house has been repaired or reshingled since
1706, when the dwelling was bullt. It Is known
in the Skinner family as the ‘““new house,” be-
cause it took the place of the old house, which
was bullt in 1785 and was burned by the Indians
in 1777. The old barn la still standing, though.
It was bullt in 1777, and needs no ropalirs.

The locallty where tlese bujldings stand waa
one of the (frat places where white people sottled
in the Delaware Valley, the Skinner family hav-
ing gono thither in 1754, Danlel Skinner, the

loneer of the family, wan an old sailor, The
Ems le valleys hereabouts were covered with
dense ou-smorlrlne. Danie! Bkinner knew the
valup of the timber for ship spars, and he
lhnuyhl he could find a Bromqble market for it
st Philadelpbia. But Philadelphia was 250
miles awny, with no means of communication
but a river, the character of whoss channel
was then unknown to any Ulving white
person. aniel Bkinner made a raft of
plnetree stoms, and with a hired man started
down the river with itin the spring of 1768,
He started the raft on n raging flood and landed
it safely nt Philadelphia in forty-elght nours.
He sold the timber for £4 & stick. There were
twenty of them in the raft, Such pinoe sticka
would be cheap at §150 snleco to-dny, That
was the beginuing of rafting on the Dolaware.
Skinrer and his companion made the journey
from Philadelphin bome on fool, more than 200
wiles belng through an unbroken wilnerness,
They werefwn weeks on the way. The Skinner
estate has never been In possession of any one
other than a descendant of the ploneer,

DUG 40ROSS THE BOULETARD AT
NINETY-FOURTR STREET.

One After Ansthor They Osme Croppers and
Hreak Tholr Wheels—A Biogdln Poticsman
Rnjured Finally—8nd to Go to o Hespltal-Nat
Until Then Wora Warning Lamps Hong Out.

Thteo days ago a strip of asphalt about a foot
wide wan taken from the Boulevard at Ninoty-
fourth strest, It extanded from tho cast ourb
dingonnily aoross to the parkway in the middlo
of the strest.

Bo frequent
have theas accldents besoms that two phy-
slelann of aporting and surgleal Inellnations
have quit tawn practice and moved thelr offices
