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END OF THE FEVER SCARE.

QUARANTINES IN THE SOUTH BRING
RAISED QENERALLY.

The Advent of Froat Loads to n Wesling of Con-
fia s, and W Is Weing RMeanmed
Cenerally—By Nev. 10 All Quarantines
Will Bs Eaded —Tralna Meving Agaln

NEW ORLEANR, La., Nov, 4~The appsaranos
of frost in the country around New Orleans, and
in some casea tho appearnnce of ice, has sud-
denly dissipated much of the yellow feverscare
in the Bouth. Most of the quarantines have
besn abandoned or modified In the last two
days, and those towns that have not done so
bave given notice that they will do so by Nov,
10. By that ime a goneral resumption of busl-
nesa will ba chronlcled, even should some
sporadio oasen of yellow faver be reported,

Frost was reported yasterday morning
throughout the Southweat, The resldonts in
the suburba of New Orleans doclare they saw It
At Clinton and other places within 100 miles of
New Orleans the thermoteter registered 300,
and In north Louisinna 52, The confusing
point is that the Goverament thermometer in
Now Orleans registared a minimum of 53k,
Capt. Kerkam explains this on the ground that
the thermometer is at the top of the Custom
House, 100 feet from the ground, and did not
foel the tull foree of the cb eln the temperas
ture,

Again this morning there was a froat throngh.
out southern Missisalppl and Loulislana, and al-
though the weather turned warmoer in the day
it 1n coel to-night, and another frost s probable.
As the time of Incubation of yeollow fever s
glven ns slx days, these low temporatures are
sxpected to show a very comsiderable decreass
in tho yellow fever noxt week. It hascaused a
general rejoloing everywhere, and there ssems
to be a disposition to drop all guarantine as no
longer necossary,

The refugees from the Bouthern Htates will
not return, howaver, in any large numbers until
informed officially by the scvoral Hoards of
Health, Misslsalppl to-day abollshed the State
aquarantine as no longer necessary, and so did
tho Governor of Alabama for the northern part
of that State. Arkansas has also rafsed the
auarantine eatablisbhed last week in consequence
of the fever In Memphw, The Alabama and
Viekaburg, Queon and Crescent. and the Vicks-
burg, Shreveport and Pacifle rallrosds have re-
sumed their train sorvice.

Tensas and all the other river parishes of
north Louislana declied to-day to sllow boatsto

Iand anywhere. On the othor hand Tansspahos
arish declded not to suspend quarantine until
Nov, B, The sugar parishoes will genernlly sus-
pend quarantine on Nov. #, except Ascenslon,
which will wait for further developments,

Threo new cases of yellow fever are reported
from the parish prison, two of the sufforers he-
ing murderers. The Hoard of Heulth in conse-
quence has fumigated the prison, There (s talk
of n atrike among the yellow fever gunrds, who
are gotunc only a dollar a day fur twelvo hours'
work,

Great excitement wan eansed here to-dny hy
the flagging of one of the londing luundries in
consequence of one of the workimen being sick
with what was supposed to be yellow faver, It
wan found afterward that the men was simply
drunk, and the Hoard of Health Is threatened
with & damage sult In conmequence, Hocoaume of
the improvement in business hore several ves-
snls have been ordered from Calveston to New
Orleana to take n regular line.

He entored the Confedernte nrmy
s 0 Colunel, and beeanmie a Brigadier-Ganeral in
command of North Carolina infantry. He sur-
rendored with Gen, J. E. Johnsion in 1685,
