"Mr. Croker has suffered from the great
nervous strain of i, the campaign and is tired
out," said Dr. Fluhrer, "but he Is not threat-
ened with pneumonia or nervous1 prostration.
The reports to tho effect that he li dangerously
or even seriously 111 are without foundation.
Mr. Croker Is not oven suffering from a cold.
On Wednesday he folt slightly indisposed
and sent for me. I found him In a
condition ot norvoui exhaustion, reiultant
from tho worry and work of the
campaign. I advised completo rest for a
few days, recommending that he allow no one
to call upon him and that he remain in bed for ai day or so. This moraine I called again and
found him much better, but advised him to re-
main In his room y and possibly
Mr. Crokor's refusal to sco callers was simply
because he wanted to securo as complete a rest
M possible."

Yesterday morning Wall street had it that
Mr. Croker was not expected to live. At noon

omo one announcod that ho was dead, nnd the
three telephones at tho Murray Hill lintel were
constantly calling tho telephone girl to answer
the questions If Mr. Croker was doad, and It so
at what tlmo he had died.

Mr. Andrew Freertmnii, Mr. Croker's friend, '

didn't hare a moment's peace. lie vias con-
tinually called to tho telephone to nesuro anx-
ious friends that Mr. Croker was not only alive,
but that he wbb not even 111.

TO COXTSST jrjZEXr'S XT.EOTIOlt.

Mr. Cramwelt Believe ne TTas Elected Presi-
dent or tkn nicliinoad Boroocb.

George Cromwell, the Republican candidate
for President of the Borough of Richmond, be-

gan a contest yesterday for tho possession of
that office by securing from Justice Samuel T.
Maddox of tho Supremo Court an order direct-
ing County Clerk John II. Elsworth to allow him
to make an examination of the tally sheets died
by the election ofUcUls. An examination ot tho
sheets yestorday disclosed that three districts
were missing. They had not been filed as the
law directs. They are tho Second district of
Mlddletown and the Twelfth and Fourth dis-
tricts ot Costlcton. The total vote received by
tho candidates excluslvo of the missing dis-
tricts, according to tho figures taken from the
sheets, garo Dr. John L. Feeny 4,924 and Crom-
well 3,040, or 125 votes moro than his antago-
nist. Mr. Cromwell said he could not ascertain
the vote In tho mlsBlng districts, but took Tub
SDK reporter's figures Instead.

In tho Mlddletown district they gave Feeny
187 votes and Cromwe'l 128 votes; in the Fourth
of Castlcton thoy gave Feeny 1G2 votes and
Cromwell 132 votes. In the Twelfth district
they gnve lftl rotes to Feeny and 118 to Croin-wel- l.

Tho addition ot these figures to tho to-

tals, ns taken from the tally sheets, gives Crom-
well 5,427 votes and Dr. Feeny 5,424, thus show-
ing a majority of throo votes for Cromwell. Mr.
Cromwell said yesterday that he thought be
would bo elected, by a majority of from throo to
eight votes. Ills friends, however, declare ther
know where rotes were not properly canrasBed,
which they will , Insist on having counted for
him und which will increase his majority. The
Democrats are relying on the police figures,
which show a majority ot 83 votes for Dr.
Feeny.

KILLED BY A STRANGLER.

Choked ta Death by a Man Who Bseaped Tao
Woman Killed In LrM Than Two Minutes
Three Mea In the Ladling ttonao Meld aa
ITItneeaea Conversation One or Them Heard

Boston, Mass., Nov. 0. Alice Brown, better
known as "Little Brown Alice," was strangled
to death In her room at 18 Corning streot some
time In the onrly hours ot Thursday morning.
Tho body was found yesterday, but It was not
known that a murder had been committed un-

til tho medical oxamtner mado his report to-

day. Sovon finger marks wcro found on tho
throat of the dead woman, and tho impress of
finger nails was plainly soon, scratches being
mado In two places.

Tho murderer must have used both hands In
committing the crlmo and must have choked
the woman so suddonly thnt outcry was

The stranglcr's work was probably
accomplished instdo of two minutes nnd as
soon ns lifo had loft tho body It was thrown on
tho bed, where It was found a fow hours later.
Thero wcro no signs of n struggle In tho room.
A peculiar circumstance that may have a bear-
ing on the case was tho fact that th bed spread
was twlstod and at tho foot tied in a hard knot
to tho frnmo of tho bed.

Three men aro hold as witnesses but nono of
them is suspected of complicity In tho
crlmo. Theso aro Edward Hurd, proprietor of
tho house; Thomas Hughes nnd John T. l,

At 8 o'clock tho girls body was found,
fully dressed, lying partially crosswise of tho
bed witli the feet on tho floor. Tho throo men
nrrosted profess entim ignoranco ns to thn girl
and her doings on Wednesday night. " Blind
Billy" says that she had two loors, ono of
whom was an old man. He does not know
cither of tholr names, but thinks ho would rec-
ognize their voices. Tho old man, so "Billy"
says, ropeatedly importunod tho girl to marry
him. Ho does not think this was the
man he overheard with her on Wednesday
night. This man is known to the police and
may bo arrested. The younger man is un-
known.

During tho evening and up to 11:30 P. M.
Alico Brown wns sitting on tho steps of tho
house with 11 man whose Identity has not been
fixed.

She had
an injury to her head some years ago, and in
conscquenco was In tho Worcester insane asy-
lum for 11 time.

Late
however, tho officers learned that Alico Brown
was a New Hampshire farmer's daughter: that
she was born near Concord; that her parents,
two sisters, and a brother nro living, and that
they aro respectable ond well-to-d- people Hor
name, the officers say, begins with B, but is
not Brown.

Transporting Halls and Troops.

Wabihsotok, Nor. B. Now contracts for
carrying malls, troops, and Interior Depart-
ment supplies over tho Union Pacllle Railroad
tnust be mado on account of tho salo of the line.
As tho system Is no longer a hond-nlclo- rail-

road, tho Government will bo obliged to pay
regular rates for transportation. Heretofore
tho cost ot carrying malls nnd troops over tho
road was credltod against tho Government
claim, but the salo will necessitate actual pay-
ments to tho bondholders. Concerning tho car-
riage of troops and military suppllos on tho
road the Armv and ..Vary lltghter In ItaJssuo

will soy:
.

"Tho effect of tho sale of tho Vnlnn Paclflo
Railway upon tho army and navy will bo Imme-
diate and far reaching. Tbo appropriations
mado for tbo transportation of troops and stores
for the army aggregate In round figures nbout
$2,500,000. Not only tho actual transportation
rcaulrod for tbo army by rail, water, wagon and
stage has to bo paid from this appropriation, but
the purchase ot all moans of transportation of
every description. Moreover, nil sewerage and
water supply at military posts, nil work on
bridges and roadways, and all tolls and ferri-
ages go to eat up tho appropriation for trans-
portation.

"All existing laws and decisions of tho ac-
counting officers or tho Treasury havo until now
forbidden tho pnyment of any transportation
funds uf the army to tho Union nnd Central
Pacllle Railroads. From Nov. 1 until July 1.
1808, tho appropriations ns already mado by
Congress, must bo unod to pay for a servlco

$25,000 per month, which wns prac-
tically freo to tho army and navy when tho ap-
propriations were mado. Whether this will
rnusn a large deficit in the transportation funds,
to be met by n dellcloncy appropriation, will de-
pend ontlrely upon tho rigid economy which
may bo exercised by the army and navy off-
icials, who are charged with tho oxpendlturo of
tho money."

PnihAPKU'HtA, Nov. 0. By tbo narrow mar-
gin of six votos moro than tho actual require-
ment to pass a bill, tho Chamber of Common
Council took tho first tangible stop to
dlsposo of tho municipal gas plant, Tho
Chatnbor passed the first section of tho ordi-

nance, commonly referred to ns tho "gas works
loaso," nnd. In tho prosenco of dilatory tactics
from opposing members, adjourned until Mon-

day to rosuuio tho task. Tho ordinanco Is not
drawn In tho customary form of a lease. Its
purpose, set forth In a preamblo. Is to socttro by
contract with a rcspotislblo company tho main-
tenance, operation, development, and extension
of tho city gas plnnt. To thnt ond It embodies
tbo terms of a contract for thirty years, which
tho Mayor is authorized to execute with tho
United Gas Improvement Company, a Phila-
delphia enterprise cxtcnolvoly engagod In tho
erection and management of municipal gas
plants.

Under tho agrcetnont th'.s company Is to tako
chnrgo ot tho works owned by tho city Imme-

diately nftor tho approval of tho ordinanco by
tho Mayor, nnd during tho period speclflodto
manufacture ond soil gnB to consumers at $1
a thousand cubic feet. During tho first ton
years of tho contract tho company Is to pay
tho city all rccelptB from consumers in excess
of 00 cents a thousand cubic feet; during tho
next II vo years all In oxcoss of 85 cents; during
tho succeeding five years all in excess of SO
contB, and thercaftor all in oxcess of 75 cents,
It Is stipulated that tho city may reduce tho
price to consumers to tho extent ot its royal-
ties from thn couipnny.

In other words, it tho city deslns ros to lie
Bold to consumers nt any tlmo In ti.o next ten
years at HO centB a thousand feet, tho con-
sumers get tho reduction nnd tho city gets
nothing. Tho only other consideration exacted
in tho agreement Is the company's promise to
expend 15,0tK),O0O during tho term of tho
contract in improving tho works.

Thero wcro other propositions of a moro lib-
eral character mado to tho city, but thu Mayor
of Philadelphia has nsked members of Council
to voto for this bill, and one of tho chlof factors
In promoting tho stagvB of Its legislation was a
trusU-- of tho gas works in 1HH1, when that
iniquitous engine of political corruption, tho
old Gus Trust Ring, was swept from power by
a deluge ot municipal reform such ns this city
has never seen since. Thero is a distinctive
public bcntiiuunt in Philadelphia favorable, to
a separation of the gas works from the admin-
istration of the city on account ot political

but thero In an equally pronounced
sentiment in favor of disposing of tliom to the
best Interests of the taxpayers.

The city gas works wero erected In 1830 and
lodged In the control of n trusteeship created
by an net of Assembly which empowered tho
salo ot scries of loans, which hnvo all been liqui-
dated. Tho trusteeship becamo in courso of
years n sourco of political pestilence, which was
blotted out only by a gigantic wnvo of roform.
A fow years later It wna vacated by tho provi-
sions of a now charter, under which tho city
Government is now administered, nnd tho cor-
rupt ring that oncoheld sway passed into
memory.

The gns plant was valued In tho last annual
message of the Mayor at SHO.OO0.O00. The re-
ceipts from consumers during tho current year
nro In excess of $3,000,000, and tho amount
appropriated for the maintenance of the works
during the satno period was slightly less than
that figure

and concentrate Id It their liest efforts. In the Pres-
idential election of 181)0 they chose for this purpose
the Twelfth Assembly district. In which the cloth
workers are more numerous than In any other, and
ran for tholr randldato for AscerahlyAloiandcr Jonas,
who polled l.nnll votes In a total of O.Tfi. Mr. Jonai
Is ono of tbo labor loaders In town.
This year Mr. Jonas was nominated for Alderman In
the Firth district, of which bo is a resident, and tho
battle of the Hoclallsta was transferred to tho Six
teenth Assembly district, to the north of the Tk fifth,
and Daniel Do Leon was nominated for Assembly,
Mr. Do Leon Is one of the Iwst known ot the Socialist
leaders, and he made what Is certainly a surprising
showing a record of 1,800 votes In that district. In
fact, Mr. De Loon polled a larger vote than any of the
party candidates running against him except the suc-
cessful Tammany nominee, Benjamin Hoffman.

Tho late Qorham parks, Clerk of the Court of
was appointed to that post in 18K0, succeeding

E. O Tcrrln, who held tho place for twenty-on-

years. Tho Clerk of the Court of Appeals receives a
aalary of r,.000 a year. He Is undor a bond of 2S.
000; ho has the appointment of a deputy, and he Is
removable at the pleasure of tho Judges.

Tho position ot tho National Democrats, so called.
In some of the States la ludicrous, hut Its absurdity
docs not seem to bo apparent to tho leaders of this
army, composed of stafT ontcrrs exclusively. In
Massachusetts, for Instance, at tho recent election,
the Republicans were of courso trlnmphant by a big
majority, d'featlDg the llryan Democrats by more
than 80,000. But the National Democrats, beaten
by the Bryanltcs In the proportion of 7 to
1 and by tho Republicans In the proportion
of 10 to 1 very appropriate are greatly elated
over what they call "saving their 8 per
cent." A minor political organitatlon in Massachu-
setts which nominates candidates on a regular
ticket Is entitled to a place if It gets a pereeet. of
tho total vote, and the National Democrats are desir-
ous of continuing to got 8 per cent., though what
roncelvabln nnlltlcAl hnflt thAv iIa.Ivm ih...h
not easy to understand. Precisely tho samorcault
could be obtained by the simpler metnod of remain-
ing Indoors on election day. In New York tho Na-
tional Democrats Indorsed Seth Low under the sym-
bol of the ship, which passed in the night, and they
have been at sea ever since.

Tho single Item of teachers' salaries in the schools
of New York city, exclusive of the evening schools,
amounts to (4,500,000 tor tho jcar 1RIH, and for tho
compensation of Janitors more than $400,000 will be
paid. Tho school supplies, books, tneps, and station-
ery, will cost moro than half a million dollars, and
there Is another Item of expense, " repaint to pianos,"
17,000. These figures do not Inrlu le, of course, tho
expenditures for school purposes In the other por-

tions of the Greater New York.

Ono of tbo curious results of this year'a election
has been observed in the stato of Maryland, where
the Republicans, successful in tho city of Baltimore,
havo met with unexpectedly large losses In what are
known as the colored counties, chiefly on the eastern
shore of tho Mat", Thero areapproximately, 300,.
000 qualified voters In Slaryland, of whom itCl.noo,

about ono-nft- of the total number, are colored;
240,000, or about four fifths, aro white voters.
Thn Republicans In Maryland have what Is
railed south of Mason and Dixon's linn a
whlto man's party, and their successes are
ascribed, recently, to the assistance of former
Democrats In Baltimore and to Republican voters'ln
the western section of the State, which has long been
Republican, In llarrett county, forlnatanoe, ot 3.S0O
voters in tho last election, 8,870 wore white, ana
McKlnley carried the county by 800, This year many
of the colored voters havo supported the Drmocratla
ticket In Marybiud, enough In several counties to
make achango In tho result.

One or thn most surprising political chantei to ho
seen In any district nf tho Greater New York on Tues-
day was In thn Tenth Auembly. In this district last
year the Republican majority on Governor was 7
votes for Mr. Black and on Assemblyman 2 votes for
Mr. Sullivan This year the district has been swung
over Into II11 Democratic side, and Julius Ilarburgcr,
the Demo, ratio camllduto for Asiembly, has a ma-

jority over Mr Sullivan, siiccessrul a year ago, of
1,700. In no other Assembly district of Now York
has there lern such a surprising change In twelve
months. In the Klghlh Assembly district, which ad.
Joins It, Mr. Adler, the Republican nominee, has sub-
stantially tho same rote as a year ago.

Tho election or Rolx-r- t A. Van Wyok as Mayor of
New York oreatca a vacancy ou tho Iwnch of the City
Court, the filling of which will devolve on Oov. Frank
S, Black. T he preceding vacancy on tho ben h of
tho City Court was lu ISITi, through tho death of
Justice Simon M Fhrlleb. Mr. Morton, then Governor,
appo'nted Henry C Hotty to nil the acancy, but at
the ensuing election Mr Holly was defeated at the
polls. This j ear again Mr Potty was a candidate

for thu onion of city Court Justice, and
aomo of his friends havo recommending his
nomination b) dot Illuck Hut it Is more probable
