Londo.v, Nov. C It was announced early this
week that Italy was sending a wsrshlp to the
Hit coast, Morocco, to punish the pirates, who
bavonow something llko fifty European prison-
ers and rofuse to accept tho protl erod ransom
because It is not large enough. It is doubtful
whether tho warship has yet sailed, and It cer-
tainly has not got to work.

The Mediterranean powers, and Spain and
Portugal In particular, aro tired of this piracy
at tholr very doors, but, as usual, they cannot
agree on common action. Each suspects tho
others of ulterior designs. All banker for
slices of Moroccan territory, and dlsagreo as to
tho sizo of tho respective shares. Conse-
quently the partition of Morocco is likely
to bo further Indefinitely postponed until
a general European war has settled, for
a generation, tho question whether Franco
or England and Italy will bo tho dom-
inant power In the Mediterranean. Hut It is ad-

mitted that something will havo to be done to
cut down tho piracy of tho Hit natives; and, as
an armed expedition Into tholr country would
be useless aud apparently, after tho experience
of the joint work of tho powers In Crete, Impo-
ssible It Is now proposed that tho Hlf coast bo
regularly patrolled, and that tho native craft
bo seized and destroyod at sight and their crews
sent to European prisons.

To this, the Sultan of Morocco, himself, would
probably not objoct, for tho natives of tho Kr
Hlf mountains glvo him quite as much trouble
as thoy give Europe. It Is not exactly a herolo
measure, but any other might raise tho whole
Moroccan quostlon which Is about ns full of
prickles as tho Turkish question. Therefore it
Is probable that tbo patrol will begin as soon
as tho present captives havo been safely ran-
somed.

London, Nov. 0. A great civil crisis in
Spain seems now inevitable and tho day,
apparently, is not far off. Internal dissension
nnd distress aro already revolutionary In spirit
and they are likely soon to become revolution-
ary In action. Information to this effect comes
not only from Tub Bon correspondent nt
Madrid, who, of course, is compelled to send It
to tho London office by post, but from n va-

riety of publio and private sources in Spain
which leavo no room to doubt tho gravo nature
of thn crisis.

The Government Is fully iwaro of tho dan-
ger, but does not know tho actual extent of
the sedition in the army. Tho Curllst propa-
ganda havo lecn widespread for months, but
It Is Imposslblo to ascertain what proportion ot
the officers aro affected. It Is foarod that the
arrival of Gen. Weyler will precipitate a
crisis. Ho is not accused of Carllsm, but Is
known to bo disaffected to the point of Insub-
ordination against tho present Government.

Tho Cabinet Is prepared to adopt tho stern-
est measures in dealing with Gen. 'Weyler, In
the hopo that tho example may crush tho spirit
of revolt Tho fact that tho Cabinet Is already
talking of shooting traitors, if necessary, is
some indication of tho serious nature of tho
situation.

As far as tho relations with the United Statis
are concernod, or Cuba Itself, for that matter,
tho Spanish Government Is likely to havo lte
bands too fully occupied with domestic dan-
gers to give much attention to tho outsldo sit-
uation. It will bo only, perhaps, as a lost
desperate measure, to unite tho homo factions
against a foreign foo, that trouble with the
United States will bo sought or thought of.

Later In the day the delegates signed tho pro-
tocol of tho trenty aud wero photographed in
tho diplomatic room.

The treaty pledges tho United States. Russia,
and Japan to prohibit pelagic scaling in waters
controlled by them. This w ill not apply to Beh-
ring Sea as far as Great Britain is concerned.Behring Sea is an open sea, and llrltlsh soslors
will havo the right to indulge in pelagic sealing
there, hut tho United States will prohibit Its
own sealing vessels from so doing. While tbo
troaty seemingly affords Great Britain the op- -

i portunlty to kill seals without stint in tho
migratory season in Behring Sea and ties tlio
hands of tho United States, It is hoped that by
making It appear that Great Britain is the only
freebooter of tbo scaling waters the British
Ministry will be forced Into making a similaragreement with tho United States and the other
two countries.

Tho conference between the representatives ot
the United States and Canada, together with
Prof. Daley Thompson, thn British seal expert
of Aberdeen University, will begin on Monday
next. As was stated In THK St'N when tbo con-
ference was arranged. Sir Wilfrid Laurlor,
Premier ot Oanadu, and Mr. Davlos, Minister of
Fisheries and Marine, will attend, together with
Mr. McCoun, tho savant, who has accompanied
Prof, Thompson in his investigations of seal life
on the Prlbylov Islunds the past two years. It
is hoped at tho conference to Induro tho Cana-
dian officials to agne that Great Britain may
Join tho other powers in suspending sealing nt
sea for a season. Tbo British delegates will be
here on Monday.

'When the sea serpent was first
observed by tho second mato tho skipper did not
havo his camera ready, but later ho got a good
snap shot of the place whence the serpent had
vanished. It Is as deep and as placid a bit of
water as may bo seen on the Atlantic on a fair
dar, nnd n sea serpont of tbo vory largest di-

mensions could hide utider It, perpend cularly
or otherwise, without fear of observation.

The Challenger Is from San Francl co, and she
was eighty days out (that is, about eighty days),
eomewhero or other off the South American
coast, when the second mato shouted down the
cabin companlonway:

Now, tho skipper had never seen a soa t,

TROLLEY ROAD DISABLED.
a

TWO MILES AXD A HALT OX" WIRE
FALLS LIKE A ROW OF ItLOOKS.

The Ninth Avenua DlTlslan r the Prospect
Park and Coney Island Roast CripplM for
Nearls Three Hour by on Caaanal Accident
--Wire Down from Porktllle to Park Clrele

Two miles and a half ot ths trolley wire on
the Ninth avenue division of tho Prospest Park
and Coney Island street car line came down last
night, and the residents along tho Ocean
Parkway from the Park Clrclo almost
to Parkvllle had a display ot fireworks that
was as beautiful as It was alarming. Several per-

sons wore shocked by the electrlo current which
was distributed promiscuously, but no ono was
seriously hurt. Trafflo on tha road, however,
was delayed for thrco hours.

Tho accident happened about 7:30 o'clock.
Car No. 110 was being switched at ths Park
Clrclo from tho east-boun- d to the west-boun- d

track, preparatory to returning to Fulton Ferry.
In jolting over tho swltebes tho trolley pole
slipped from tho wire. It flew up in the air,
and tho conductor seized the rope, giving It nn
excited Jork. Ho pullod harder than he meant
to, and tho polo becoming entangled In the net-
work of sustaining wires tore several of them
looso.

With that thero was a brilliant sputter-
ing flash, and then a shower ot molten
metal began falling all over the roadway.
The heavy trolley wire, loft unsupported
by the supporting wire, sagged low. The strain
on tho next supnortlng wire became too hoavy
to boar, and It broke Then tho ouo beyond It
snapped and another and another. Lower and
lower sagged the trolley wire as tho supports
kept snapping faster than you could count.

In another minute the trolley wire was on
tho ground. A trail of blue lira showod
whero it kept running on and on down
toward Parkvllle like a fiery serpent, hissing
and sputtering and scaring tho seoros of whoel-me- n

who wero speeding along the road. It
stretched as far as one could boo. the supporting
wires falling steadily ono after the other.

Thero was much excitement on the car while
this was going on. Tbo trolley polo Bcemed to
be olive. It swung about as tbo conductor
vainly tried to free it from the wires. Theso
wero all heavily charged, and tho steel polobc-cani- o

as hot as though it had been in a furnace.
When at last it was frcod it swung around
and struck the dashboard ot car No. 147, which
stood ou tho adjacent track. It missed Motor-ma- n

Cunningham by an inch, and betoro It could
be pulled from tho dashboard had burned a hole
In tho metal.

On tbo car at the tlmo were Capt. Collins of
tho Couoy Island police station, Louis Stauch,
the proprietor of a dancing pavilion at Coney
Island, I red Buder, proprietor of Bader's Hotel
at the Park Circle, and a number of other per-
sons. They were all shocked by tho electricity
and sprang from tho car In great alarm.

James Meagher, a starter for the street car
company, was standing near by. He telephoned
the power house tor tho wrecking car. This was
sent out Immediately. The current was not
shut off, how ever, as this would have stopped
thu wholo road, wblch was not damaged from
the Circle to the Fulton Ferry.

Wldlo waiting for tho wrecker the crowds
along the line watched the sizzling wire lying on
the ground, but wero careful to keep out of its
way. After three hours tho trolloy wire which
was not broken was lifted up and temporarily
repajrod so that traffic was resumod.
It was sold at tho Circle that a number of

wheelmen had ridden across the wlro unavoid-
ably when It first fell, and that the rubber
tires on their wheels prevonted them from being
shocked to death.
