It was
known that the yacht bad been baught of Capt,
Charles C, Terry, a dealbr in sorup fron at 41
Nallroad avenue, Brooklyn, by a man who sald
his name was Lord, and that ho was & native
of Connecticut. The salo was made early in
September, and the prico was §100. At the
timo Lord noquired the boat she was lying dis-
mantled on ths boson at Port Jofferson, L. L
Hhe had boon condemmned and Terry having
takon everything of value from hor, he had
hauled hor upon the boach to rok.

After Lord bought what wass left of tho Bocial
he refitted hor and sailod for the West Indies
in the latter part of Septembor. According to
one report, Lord took with him s crew of five
men, according to another only two were in
the vrew, and according to a third story, Lord
wis a friend of & revolutlonary party inone of
the Contral American republics, nnd had salied
from Port Jeferson with u cargo of arms and
ammunition for the revolutionists, That was
all that was known about Lord or the cruise of
the Hoclal until the Brooklyn woman came for
ward with her siory.

There are not so many peadle au thore ounght
to be In thin town who KnoW what a fine plaee
the Motropolitan Museurn is, On Sundays it s
crowded with sightsoers, but there are fow
amone them whose knowledge of art |s more
than'of the most elemantary sorl. As for Lhe
wall to do, who buy plotares sometimes them.
solves, they do not generally appreciate the tact
that the collections lo our museum compars
very favorably with thoss in some of the most
colabrated galleries In BEurope. They go abroad
to soe things that are no botter thun Lhoss we
have here, and those they seo abtirond they re-
mombar and talk about. It would be good for
our progress o mll art matters If not only a
saloct fow, but all nur people, understond how
oxcellent are the things that may bo seen any
day mt the mussum, Tho autumn reovening
this yenr showa somie very valuable acquisitions
made sinoce last spring. One of ths Lronzes pre-
sented by Henry G. Marguand mny be safely net
down as ons of the flnest things of (ia kind
in the world, It Is ‘s four-whecled chariob
drawn by two llons, bearing the god-
dens Oybele enthroned. 1t (s shown in
gollery 25 along with the Inlereating bronee
ntatue of the BEmporor Publiua Septimus Gela
and the statuvttes and other art objects In
bronee presented by the samo generoun donor.
Tho chariot was found in tho nelghborhood of
Rome, The whole group is about threa foet long
and in in n good state of preservation. Thecolor
taken on by the bronze In the lapse of centurles
in bomutiful in the extremne, The fgure of the
goddess Cybele may be eriticised, for It in rather
squat and olumay, without distinction of bewrs
ing. But it Is well proportioned In its relation
to the ro#l of the gronp and filla well its Impor-
tant part ns an element in the composition, The
chulir on the chariot and the wheels are admir-
able. They are conceivod and exeouted with
an  art foeling that ebows Individuality
and the genulne stamp of a period as
well, But the chiel beauty In the group
lioa in the lionn, Thess are magnificent. Their
splendid hends and manes, conventionalized af-
ter the manner of the period to which they be-
long, thelirstrone and stately bodies and thele
long talls give an impression of power and no~
bitlry that In only roceived from great works of
nrt. It must be borne in mind that the group is
decorative, not naturalistic, and it is in this
wense that the comparative woakness of the
fgure of tho goddess counts for less then it
would wero the flgure the sole motive in the
composltion. All things considered, here fnn
bronzo group that ls na fto us anything else In
Its cluas to be soen anywhere and one that by ita
own merit ranks as one of the wost lnloresting
possossions of the museum.

It Is n good thing for us that the Boston Publlo
Library people wero so blind to the elaims of art
pure and simple that they decided that they
could not with propriety place " Tho Bacchante,”
by Frederick Mnacinounies, in thelr courtyard,
Mr, McKim has presented It to the museum,
and there It stands on its handsome pedestal to
please and educate the visitor, It may be very
well seen In ILs present poseltion, and thers is no
fault to find on that score. It ls pertinont to re-
mark, however, that tliis partienlar figure was
modelled by the sculptor with a decorative em-
placoment in view. If it could be sol up in a
protly courtyard or at thoe end of a formal nlley
its beauties would appeal more directly to the
spectator than they do in the cold ball of sculp-
ture where it now stands, The first Hacchante
was oxhibited at the Balon slx or seven years
ago, and was prompily gobbled up by the French
Government with the purchase money that ls
anuunlly voted for the acquisition of warks of
art., They know what Is good, do the buyers for
the State in France, The Bacchante now stands
innniche In the west fugade of the Luxembourg,
and as you walk through the garden you may
seo it there, Thoe repliva, or the socond Bace-
chante, wos modelled by the sculptor exscily
like the first one, except that the treatment s &
little leas conclse, as befite lte decorative pur-
pose, and there is the same charm In the lithe
figure, the same moerry, healthfully gay exproe-
sfon in the henid. 'The Hgure is not at all
strongly sexusl, and with its graceful lines and
dolicately modelled contours produces an im-
prossion of reflned slmplicity, It Is delightful
nrt and good art, Let us hopo that the commo-
tion ralsed about it In Boston will not long be
remembered, and that It way bo seen and
juided here by unprejudiced eyes. No oo who
cares for what Is spirited and beantiful can fall
to be charmed with it.

Most notable among tho new gifts of pletures
Is the portralt of Mr. Marquand by Joln 8, Sar-
gent, Itis hung In Gallery 13 to the right of
