Martin Thorn s to bave a new trinl. After
all tho work of the lawyers, after the dramntic
Introduction of Mrs, Nack ns a witnesa ngainat
bor former Tover and a confessed accomplive
In the murder of Willlam Gleldeonsuppe, tho
Lliness of n Juror rendern the procecdings of the
past five darvs oull and vold,

The trinl did not procecd yeatenlny, Juror
Magmus Larsen wan too i1l to appear in court
and an sdjournment was taken until 9130
o'clock this morning,

District Attorney Youngn of Quecna county
Informod Tug Sr's last nlght that the present
trinl will be abandoned. Dire. Lanchart, Bor
nolt, and Strong had at 7:30 o'clock performed
an operation on Juror Larsen, who is ill at the
Gardon Clity Hotel with nppendiciti= and while
the operation was apparently  successful, Lo
sen will not be nble o resume his ploco ns o
Juror. District Attorney Youngs said that his
wiil have the jury brought in and dischargod
today. e will cause a unew panel to be sums
moned at once und will try to proceed with the
new trial on Monday.

This turn of aifairs will be a disappointment
to overy ouo connected with thoe case unloss it
be the attorneys for the defence. They are not
in a position to lose anything and there is a

. possibllity or gain by tho delay. Mra. Nock
might deecide not to go on the stand agaln, al-
though of course this is kighly improbable,

JUSTICE MOORE ASSAUVLTED.

A Woman Cllent Attacks Him in the Street
with an Umbrella,

Mra. Julin I, Lavon, a dressmaker, was ar-
raigned In Jefferson Market Police Court yems
terday for assaulting Justico Willlam F, Moore
of the Third Jundicial Civil Court at Sixth ave
nue and Eleventh stroot. Sho waa arreated by
Policemnan White as she was belaboring Moore
on the bead with an umbrella. The two wers
struggling furfously and the policeman had to
exert considerable strength to get the woman
nway. In court Moore declined to press o com-
plaiot of mssault and the charge was changed
Lo disorderly conduct, The womann got a law-
yeor from tho eflice of Howe & Hummel.

Justicea Moore did not appear as a witness
untll o messenger was sent to his court for him
on the demand of the woman's counsel. The
Justice testifled that while he was walking
down the avenue with a friend, the woman
steppod up to him and berated him for not ap-
pearing i & Jawsult she was intercated in.
When the Justice told her that he did not caro
to appenr ns her luwyer any longer she attacked
him. He did not strike ner, ho suid, aithough
he would bave been justified in so dolug.

The prisoncr testified to nuking Moore sbout his
not appearing for her and nssertod that he thon
struck her in the face and kloked her twice
on thefbody. A bruise on her cheek was shown
fn proof of the blow, which slo swore was
struck with Moors's clinched flst. Sho adimitted
uslug her umbrella as a weajon,

DURANTWON'T BE HANGED T0-DAY,

The Bupremo Cemrt of Callfornin Grants =
Btay of Exsecutlon.

Bax Fraxcoiseo, Nov, 11.—~The State Bupreme
Court te-day granted a stay of execution in the
ease of Durant because of the error of Buperior
Judge Hahra in sentencing Durant before the
papers in the United Statos Bupreme Court de-
cinion hnd arrived, Judgo Dahrs yesterday, on
the strength of despatches from tho Attorney-
General of Califoruia, sentenced Durant to bo
hanged on Friday., Tho condemned man‘s coun-
wol quickly seized this point and urged it to-day
bofore tho Supreme Court, which was forced to
stay the execution. This siny, howevoer, will
pot Inst beyond early next week, when the
papers will arrive from Washinglon, All
haliens corpus proceodings were ruled out here
to-day by Judge De Haven, and then Judge
Morrow followed this by refusing 1o permit
another appeal to the Federal Supreme Court.
Bo if the stay of exocution la dissolved next
week, nothing will save Durant from the gal-
lowu.

BIR WILFERID'S MISKSION.

Goldwin Bmith Says Canada Must Have a Free
Hand If fhe Gots Favors from Ue.

ToronTo, Nov, 11.—Great Interest in being
taken throughout Canada in the visit of ir
Wilfrid Laurier to Washington. Few are san-
guine enough to hope that he will obialn a reci-
prooity treaty between the two couniries, but
every ono looks faor some settlement of other
questions that will remove all sources of lrrita-
tion maml prevent any growth of il feelingon
either side,

The (i lobe to-day, commenting on international
relations, says: " The attitude of Canadians to-
ward thelr nelghbors is not that of supplisnnts,
but of people who are jolntly Intorested with
Amerieans {n the settlement of controversies
which interfere with the general progress of
civilization."

Mr, Goldwin Bmith says of the visit of Sir
Wiltrld Laurler: “If it Is true that he goos Lo
Washington tonegotinte for reciprocity, we may
{nfer that he will be assured of & friendly feeling
in that quarter. An unfrlendly feeling toward
Canada there never has really been. Nor was
the Dingley tarifl, though adverse to our inter-
esly, directed agalost us.  Bul {f our euvoys
would bope to succeed at Washington they
must be able to say they present themsolves
there with a free haml, They must frst obtain
from tlie mother country, whose consent in all
things In supposed, the recoguition of Canadans
a community commercinlly independent and at
Uberty in fiscal negotiatlons to havo regard Lo her
interests alone, When tho last Ambassado sfrom
Cannda went to Washington they had 1o say to
the American Govermment; ' We come to nego-
tinte for a commercial trealy, but the negotia.
tions must always be subject o the interest of
your chief commercial rival," No Government
would submit to treat under such conditions,
The {dea of diffarentinl dutles may now be snld
1o bave boen Inld aside, The slternative is cone
censlon to the colonies of commorcial inde-
pendence, 1f Cannda bns neitber, sho is bandi.

CANADA'S RELATIONS WITH US.

The Brithih Goverament Boeee Not Disapprove
of & Trade Agroemont,
Speeinl Cable Deapaleh to Tur Suw.

Loxpod, Nov, 11.—There in abeolutely no
truth In the statoment that a woessage has been
sent to Lord Aberdeen, Governor-Genernl of
Canada, expressing the Government's disap-
proval of any trade agreoment between Lhe
United States and Canoda Involving diseelml-
nntlon against England.

The Colonlal OfMlce announces Lhut Sir Wiitrid
Laurler, Prime Minjster of Capada, and his col-
leagues have gone to Washington solely Lo con-

1t
probably cnmne from the Spanish Minister. The
tnformnation has not been confirmed by the repre-
sontative of the United States in Madrld or
Havana, When suoh confirmation comes it
will ba mado public. The dopartment nlso hns
renson to bellove that the postponement of the
trial of the Competitor crew, which was st for
last Monday, was due to the intentlon to re-
leasn tho mon without further formalities,
