stories represent; to Britain Is due little more
than a scene and opportunity." Many read-
ers will bo mor8 interested in the legends
themselves than in the learned and lengthy dis-

cussions of the schoolmen, and will be content
to leave tho latter to dlsputo as to whether Ar-

thur waa a real king who ever ruled In Britain
or elsewhore, or a mere solar myth, as a French
critic has suggested. To them these prose ro-

mances ascribed to Crestlen will always appeal,
by reason of their literary quality and tholr
fund of originality and invention, and tbo One
conception of valor, courtesy and lovo embodied
in their heroes of the Round Table.

Once upon a time It soems a very long while
ego the gentleman known to readers as F.
Anstoy wrote " Vlco Versa," a genuinely amus-
ing book. Since then bo seems to have become
a very serious person. The strain of produc-
ing a weekly supply of "copy" of the kind
looked for by the readers of London func"i
might be expoctod to tell in time upon
the most light-hearte- ot jestors. and
his latest book, "Baboo Harry Bungsho

B. A." (Appletons), may stand as
a sod examplo of that saddest of all earthy
things, mncblne-mad- humor. Mr. Jabberjco is
a Bengali Baboo, who studies law nt one of the
English Innsot Court, and, In his sparo moments,
writes his impressions ot things In general In
the pages of Punch. As a satirical com-

ment upon England's system of education as
applied to her Indian subjects a page or two
of tho book might not bo uninteresting,
but Its humor Is ot that heavy kind ot
which a little goes a very long way. From
one who has shown that he can do so
much better this sort of thing is disappointing.
" We proceeded thlthor upon tho giddy summit
ot a Royal Oak omnibus, and on arriving In the
vesttbulum wero peremptorily commanded to
undergo total abstinence from our umbrellas."
The baboo in real life Is a much more amusing
person than this imaginary specimen of Mr.
Anstey's. Mr. Bernard Partrldgo's Illustrations
are excellent.

"Elementary Jane" (Putnams) was a good
young girl who sang In tbe London '"Alls."
The story ot her love and ber misfortunes Is
told in some 300 pages that contain a too
liberal proportion of cockney dialect to suit
most readers. Otherwise Mr. Pryce's book Is
Interesting and well written. Unlike many
novels that treat ot stage life, it seems to be
designed for tbe " young person."

A useful edition ot Carlylo's "Heroes, Hero
Worship, and the Heroic in History " has been
prepared, with notes and introduction, by Mrs.
Annie Russell Marble. (Macmlllans.) The notes
are designed to explain for tho student tbe
many allusions to mythology, philosophy,
history, &c and the quotations from recondite
sources found in this collection of essays, of
whioh Thoreau said: "All his works might
well enough be embraced under tho title
of one of them, a good specimen brick,
'On Heroes, Hero Worship, and tho Herolo in
History.' Ot this department he Is Chief Pro-
fessor In the World's University, and even
leaves Plutarch behind." The volumo contains
a short bibliography and Indices to the text and
to the notes and introduction.
