Tho war has assumed a desperate oharaoter in
the west end of the Island. While Perloo Del
gado, Duccasl, and Perico Diaz were fighting
in Pinar del Ilio yesterday at the Oobernadora
Hills against Gen. Hernandez do Velazco, the
Spanish commander who captured Oen. RIus

the insurgent leader Juan Delgado was
attacking tbe Spanlsh.at Paso Seco, In Havana
province. The Spanish wero led by the newly
arrived Oen, Valderramns.

Doti fights were triumphs for the Cubans.
Though Oen. Hernandez do Velazco said lii his
report, that ha took by force tbo Insurgents'

, trenches, he admits a loss of flfty-bn- meri,
which is the largest 169 6wnod .up, to'hj the
Spaniards since tbo withdrawal, of Oen. Mar-
tinez Campos. With regard to tbo Paso Seco
engagomont Oen. Valdorramas left twenty
killed on the field and forty wounded, whom he
brought to Havana an a special train.

In Matanzas province an olflclal report of
the Cuban commander. Gen. Pedro Betancourt,
shows that eleven Important engagements bave
been fought there in Optober. and six. thus far,
.in November. Tho town of Corral Nuovo in
Matanzas has been nttacked and plundered by
the Insdrgenta. Several Spaniards were killed,
and after a short resistance they retreated and
the patriots secured a largo booty.

Seventeen Spanish guerrillas were hanged
yesterday by tbe insurgents near Ban Felipe,
Havana province. They had been previously
sentenced to death for their assassinations in
Cuban hospitals. They were captured by Juan
Delgado's Cuban forces.

A secret revolutionary club has been estab-
lished In Havana under the name of " Public
Salvation." The object of the club Is o propa-
gate tbo revolutionary spiri' and avenge tho
Cubans who are killed through troachery, llko
Maceo and Castillo. The club bus sovere regu-
lation, and its members, before being ac-
cepted, are subject to hard trials of their
courage and patriotism. Murder is rejected
by tho club. But when some person Is sen-
tenced to death for some treachery to theCuhun
cause, tbe member of the club who executes
the sentence has to do It openly and (airly,
without concealing his identity. The news that
this olub has been organized made a sensation
among tho Spanish police here, who are very
active In searching for its members.

The Havana conservatives continue sending
cable despatches to Spain protesting against thoestablishing of autonomy In Cuba. Tho procla-
mation of Gen. Gomez against autonomy is
widely circulating, and Is received with great
enthusiasm by the Cuban army all over the
island.

It
will add, however, that the population confined
ln tbeio districts will bo fully protected, food
will be regularly supplied to them, and tho sick
among them will be cared for in the hospitals.

AH the reonncentrados posaositng farm, es-

tate, or other properties will be allowed to
return to them, and workmen will bo allowod to
seok employment on condition that they reside
on the estates where they find work. The own-er- a

--of the estates will be compelled to furnish
food and medical attendance to their employees
and to put their dwelling in condition to
offer defence against the Insurgent. The mili-

tary commanders of nil towns ln which there
are will bo ordered to report
periodically concerning the health and condi-

tion ot the inhabitants. The despatch adds
that it is hoped that theso measures, combined
with an energotlo campaign against tho injur- -

gents, will quickly restore peace.
Havana, Nov. 14. Another decree, or

"bando," concerning the reconcentrados, has
boon signed y by Gen. Blanco, and will be
published ln the Qacetu. It is more
liberal than tho former one, in which the pa-

clfico were ordered to be kept within the Span-

ish lines, and the zonae of cultivation created
by pen. Wsylor were to bo enlarged.

The new decree of th Captain-Genera- l allows
the reconcentrados who hold farms or houses
before they were herded around tho towns to
return to their dwellings. They aro also author-
ized to resume work. Another clause says that
the reconcentrados, as well as the Insurgents
who sur.enderod to the Spanish authorities, aro
free to return to the sugar estates and coffeo
and tobacco plantations on which they wore for-
merly employed, or soak employment on the
estates or farms that are ready to grind this
year. A condition imposed'upon them Is that,
according to the requirements ot a previous
"bando," Issued on Nov. 7, they shall present
tbemiolves to tho military authorities ot oach
plate, regis tor their names and residences, and
keep tho authorities well Informed of their
whereabout.

The use of agricultural tools, formerly granted,
has been extended for the country people to the
use of revolvers and machetes for tbe defence of
their lives and property. Special permission
has to be obtained ln each case, the country man
proving that the possession ot such arms Is
necessary.' '

In tbe capitals of tho several provinces a
Junto will be established for the relief of famine
among the reconcentrados, disposing of funds
from ths Treasury and authorized to collect
money from the charitable.

LorrDOif, Nov. 14. A despatch to the Daily
Matt from Madrid says that Gen, Woodford, the
American Minister, has asked the Spanish
Government to revoke the decree ot Gen. Wey-
ler prohibiting the export of tobacco from Cuba
to the United States. Gen. Woodford repre-
sented that this probi ltlon was the solitary
cause of damage to American commerce and
interests ln connection with the war.

tions with the United States.

There i a strong popular feeling against the
repeal of the decree, it being believed that the
United States has askod for its revocation in
the Interests of the tobacco manufacturers of
Florida, most of whom are constant supporters
of the insurgents.

BiRXiif, Nov. 14. The oradal document con-
cerning the arrost otnrr Lueder ln Port an
Prince and tho subsequent developments in the
cat, as published by the Government of Hay ti,
have been reproduced here.

The documents are moderate in tone, and th
people hero recognize that tho position of Hayti
was correct, and that Count Sohwerin. the Ger-
man Minister, was too overbearing.

Among the papers Is a letter sent on Oct.
20 by Mr. Powell, tho American MlnUter.
to tho Haytlan Government, asking for
tho release of Herr Luoder. Mr. Powell
aid ho did not wish to intervene

between Haytl nnd Germany, and that hi only
aim wa to prevent bloodshed and disturbance
that would bo damaging to Amorlcan citizens
engaged in trade. Afterward Mr. Powoll prom
Ited, If Luedcrs were liberated, that ho would
bo sent to Now York on tho steamer sailing the
noxtday.

The last document is from the Haytlan
Secretary ot State. He cordially thnks
Mr. Powell for his action in the matter,
and says that in view of the friend-
ship of Haytl for tho noble and great
American Hennbltc, the Haytlan Government
wllllssuoa decree pardoning Luoders. Whllo
noting the promise that Lueders should leave
the island, ths Government reserved the right
to expel him.

Letters to German journals from Port au
Prince differ as to the merit of tho case. Tho
correspondent of tho --FranJkitrfer Zeltung de-

clares that tho business circles ln Port au
Prince think that Count Schwerln was too
spirited.

The correspondent of tho Berliner Pont says
that for month thero has been a vlo-lo-

agitation against tho whites. He adds
that the Haytlan police are scoundrels
and thlovcs, that tho Judges are bribed,
and that perjury Is habitual. Ho further
says that Mr. Powell had to threaten that if
Lueders was not liberated Amorlcan warships
would enter tbo harbor of Two
days after the liberation of Lueders the Hay-tlan- s

began to flro at night Into houses occupied
by Germane.

The incident has greatly excited the Germans.
Herr Luoders is now in Berlin, where ho Is in
communication with the Foreign Office.

Tbo
fact Is said to be that Mr. Shechan does not
know much about what is going to happen ln
Tammany politics. Ho had vlows and opinions
regarding certain policies and nominations prior
to Mr. Crokcr's arrival from England. They
wero not Mr. Crokcr's views and opinions and
what Mr. Sheehan expected and talked about
did not occur. Mr. Croker will remain ln the
city until the now municipal machine gets into
working order, and, according to the present
pr gramme, will go back to England and his
racing stable, to return next year In order to
have a hand In the selection ot a Democratic
candidate for Governor.

Thero Is a prettjp general bellof ln the Wig-
wam that ho will not leave Mr. Sbechan in com-
mand during his absence. In fact. It is said that
a committee of Mr. Crokcr's friends in the or-
ganization will look after tho machine while he
is away, and that Jobn F. Carroll will be the
personal representative ot Mr. Croker. The
probability that Mr. Carroll may succeed Mr.
Sheehan as the ostensible leader has already
been referred to in The Sex.

If gossip is to be believed, Mr. Croker is going
to use tho patronage at the disposal of the or-
