Justice Andrews of the Supremo Court has
enjoined the trustees of the Brooklyn Bridge
frown carrying out thelr pian to construct loopa
for Lthe trolley cars to cross the entrance on
this side on a leve with the strect, pending nn
action to determine the permanent right to such
an injunction.

Tho substapco of the loug oplnion is that
under the nct of 1807 the trustees sliould have
made the method of turning the cars subwtan-
tally conform to the report of the engineors of
the trustecs, and that the proposed loops will
render it unsafo and cause delay to pedestrinns
in crossing. The opinion says that it may bo
that the discretion of the trustees cannot be re-
viewed by the Court, bulinauy event, he be-
lloves construction of the loops nhonld be pre-
vented untll n higher enurt can pnas upon hin
docision, or until the triul of the nction, The
Justice supplemented the Information contsined
In the papers submitted to him by personn)ly
