Mrs. Eva Gross, nged 24 years, died at 403

Coroner Dobbs Lelegraphiod to the police of
the East Elghty-elghtn street statlon to prevent
the Interment of the body, When the polica
reached the house they learned that the funeral
cortége had already loft, They were told that
the body was to be taken to Harside, L, I, by
way of the Twenty-third streot forry.

Late in the afternoon
word was recelved at the Coroners' office that
the body had reached the cemetery and had
been placed in the vault there,

Mc{.'onnr.llaltmpmlrnrlllllna and ralsed
hin riflo to tire, when one of the hunting party
took alm at him gnd firod.  McConnell wis seen
i fall, hut the hunters were afrild to approach
for fonr that he might be nble to shoot ngalo.
and they accordingly onme down to Mattawa
wnd surrendered tothe authorities.
