to regret his negligence. Pedals often work
loose without the threads being Injured, because
they have not been properly placed in tho crank,
unfortunately there seems to be no unobjec-
tionable way of locking the pedal in tbo crank.

shoulder on the pedal shaft acts as a lock nutagainst tho crank eye, but If tho pedal Is not setup hard against tho crank It Is certain to work
loose. Trouble of this kind is almost entirely
